---Lao Tzu（老子）

There might not be another word in the English language that evokes as much opening, tenderness and possibility as release. On an emotional level, the ability to let go is the essence of what real intimacy(亲密) is made from. Our human longing to hold onto those we love must mature if it is to survive into emotional release. The experience of release is found in all of the tiny, daily acts of forgiveness that most relationships demand. It grows in the trust that offers both partners the encouragement and freedom to follow one’s own heart with no fear of abandoning someone else, or being abandoned. Developing the courage to let go and release is the way to peace in ourselves and in our relationships.

Release is also a physical discipline and its practice offers one of the most healing and rewarding paths to living in a body. Seeking release is in fact a tenet of many spiritual disciplines. Every time we focus our attention on our capacity to let go, we lean into our current reality and rediscover the satisfying freedom to let things be as they are. This is where our willingness to release becomes a gateway to love, forgiveness and the courage to try again.

It is easy to be misled in this culture into believing that it is what we accumulate that defines our life. In actuality, the richest lives most often belongs to the people who strive for its opposite. Our ability to release and let go leaves room for what matters most. Release teaches that sometimes there is a more powerful force than our trying. Effort and aspiration are balanced by having the courage and insight to let go. As Lao Tzu reminds us, “By letting it go it all gets done. The world is won by those who let it go. But when you try and try, the world is beyond the winning.” Right now, think of what you can let go of and don’t try, just open your hands.

YOU probably hear it all the time ---people telling you to “learn English”. But does this mean children in English-speaking countries don’t need to bother learning a new language? Not at all. In fact, an even larger number of young people will soon be taught foreign languages, thanks to the mental advantages of bilingualism.

Psychologists once thought that growing up bilingual might lead to verbal delays---a late or absent development of talking. But US magazine Scientific American has revealed that this is not true, and reported that children who speak more than one language “show greater mental flexibility, a superior grasp of abstract concepts and a better working memory.” As the New York Times put it, “being bilingual, it turns out, makes you smarter.”

 In Europe, learning foreign languages is increasingly popular. A European report shows that from 2005-2010, the percentage of European students learning a foreign language rose from 67.5 percent to 79.2 percent. Most European kids start learning another language at age 6. In Belgium, it starts at 3. New reforms being introduced in the UK will mean all children could be taught a foreign language, such as Mandarin or Greek, from the age of 7. The most popular foreign language for European kids was English, followed by German and French.

In comparison, Americans don’t give a fig for learning foreign languages. Compared to 50 percent of European adults who are bilingual, only 9 percent of adults in the US are fluent in more than one language, according to a 2011 report. American students are often not exposed to a second language until high school.

 However, recent statistics show demand is growing in the US for people to become more bilingual. According to a USA Today chart released in July, 21 percent of US children speak another language at home. A number of institutions in the country are also pushing foreign languages in schools. Three school districts in Delaware will launch Chinese and Spanish programs next year. More people are learning Chinese, French and Spanish.

  Six students were killed and 26 injured in a stampede (踩踏) at Mingtong Primary School in southwest China’s Yunnan Province on Friday. The school was founded in 1955 and is regarded as one of the best schools in the area. The Friday incident began after a teacher placed two cotton cushions（垫子） used for gym class, 200 cm long, 150 cm wide and 30 cm high, against the wall in the corridor of the building. One of the cushions slipped to the ground and blocked the way on Friday, tripping some students. Other students following closely behind, but unaware of what had happened, rushed down the narrow staircase, causing the stampede. Most of the victims were in the first or second grades.

  Following the stampede, Kunming officials demanded that all schools in the city be thoroughly checked to remove any safety hazards (安全隐患). Five city and district education officials were suspended because of the incident, while a school vice principal and a district education deputy chief were removed from their posts, the China News Service reported.

第一节  基础写作 （共1小题；满分15分）
On the afternoon of April 6th, 2014, our class held a discussion on whether taking part in physical training can impact the revision for college entrance examination. 62% of us thought physical training can keep us fit and in high spirits, so we can listen to the teacher even more attentively, and results of studies are better. They also said they felt it easier to remember the knowledge studied and they have often taken part in physical training. But there are still 7% of us students thought it’s a waste of time to join other activities, so they never had any activities in there spare time.

第二节  读写任务（共1小题；满分25分）
The passage tells us a stamped accident caused by a cushion, in which six students were killed and 26 others injured. And after that, some educational officials related to the incident were punished.

When emergency happens, the first thing we need to do is to keep calm. Then we should try to take all possible measures to save ourselves and others. Meanwhile, we should call the security guards and teachers of our school for help if possible.

Good friends, I think, should be helpful in daily work and life, but never fall into a bad gang or pick up any bad habits.
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
