Bill Tapia, known as the world’s oldest professional musician, is now 102 years old. Tapia began playing at the age of 10, performing Stars and Stripes Forever for the First World War army in Hawaii. Over the course of his famous career, he performed with Bing Crosby, Elvis Presley and Frand Sinatra and he trained many famous stars including Shirley Temple, Clark Gable and Jimmy Durante.

Tapia was interviewed by the media in California, where he was attending a special luncheon(午宴) put on by the Talbert Medical Group to honor people who were above 100 years old. Before playing a short set of ukulele(四弦小吉他) music for the luncheon attendees, he happily offered some thoughts of his life and musical career.

He said, “Playing for the soldiers in the World War when I was 10 years old was my first professional gig. And it was still one of my favorites, because it was for Woodrow Wilson(the 28th President of the US). Great way to start, huh?”
Tapia’s memory was sharp as he talked about his favorite big bands and jazz players, along with all of the great places where he’s played. He said, “In 1927, I opened the Royal Hawaiian Hotel as a distinguished player. Then I went back in 2002 to play at the 75th anniversary.” Being admitted to the Ukulele Hall of Fame Museum in 2004, Tapia is considered the last living link to some of the earliest ukulele makers in history. Several years ago, an award-winning documentary on the life of Tapia called To You Sweetheart, Aloha was released.

As a delightful musician, Tapia enjoys his 92-year career. He always keeps a sharp improvisational(即兴的) skill and excellent instrumental ability. Tapia had just finished talking before the attendees demanded he get playing. He said, “I’m very lucky to be able to still play concerts all over the world. Music keeps me young and feeling good. Are some people born clever, and others born stupid? Or is intelligence developed by our environment and our experience? Strangely enough, the answer to these questions is yes. To some extent our intelligence is given us at birth, and no amount of special education can make a genius out of a child born with low intelligence. On the other hand, a child who lives in a boring environment will develop his intelligence less than one who lives in rich and varied surroundings. Thus the limits of a person's intelligence are fixed at birth, but whether or not he reaches those limits will depend on his environment. This view, now held by most experts, can be supported in a number of ways.
    It is easy to show that intelligence is to some extent something we are born with. The closer the blood relationship between two people, the closer they are likely to be in intelligence. Thus if we take two unrelated people at random from the population, it is likely that their degree of intelligence will be completely different. If, on the other hand, we take two identical twins, they will very likely be as intelligent as each other. Relations like brothers and sisters, parents and children, usually have similar intelligence, and this clearly suggests that intelligence depends on birth.
    Imagine now that we take two identical twins and put them in different environments. We might send one, for example, to a university and the other to a factory where the work is boring. We would soon find differences in intelligence developing, and this indicates that environment as well as birth plays a part. This conclusion is also suggested by the fact that people who live in close contact with each other, but who are not related at all are likely to have similar degree of intelligence.

The early lack of exposure to science ，technology，engineering and mathematics (STEM) can be harmful to achieving gender (性别）balance in these fields. It begins when we are young and continues throughout our time in high school.
While at home，girls generally don’t get to experience the level of exposure or encouragement in STEM fields that their male counterparts do. It is often subtle ，but it’s the first hurdle that faces and confuses so many women. Boys ，on the other hand, get on their path ，and are encouraged to do so， generally earlier than girls. For example ，boys are more often given science sets as toys ，which spark an interest in these subjects.
In school, boys are often pushed to take the more challenging math and science classes. So if we want to attract the best and brightest minds into the fields that will advance us as a people , a country，and a planet，we can no longer look to only half of the population. Young girls cannot possibly consider opportunities they do not know exist. If girls are not exposed to certain subject and career paths，they are highly unlikely to choose to follow them in college.
Our bias(偏见)toward girls, either from families or from schools ，is so rooted in our culture that we often don’t even recognize it. Although the situation has changed greatly in the past 20 or 30 years，there is still a sense that girls aren't as good at math, for instance , even though there is almost no evidence to support such a belief.
It is important that as a society we deal with gender stereotypes long before young people are faced with a decision to declare or choose a major in college. Without making efforts to break them， we are limiting the potentials of our youth，both male and female. Providing the necessary resources， exposure , and encouragement would help young women understand that their gender shouldn’t determine the career path they choose, and that pursuing a STEM career does not make them less feminine.
