Dr Lamar White’s patients usually don’t complain about his bedside manner. They know if they go to home at night, he’ll get out of bed to see them.

White, 74, the only doctor in Friendship for the last 42 years, ahs even seen patients at his bedside. “I happened to be sick myself,” he said.

PruCare White, who often uses an oxygen tank to help him breathe, still makes house calls, keeps office hours four days a week and sometimes treats 20 patients a day. Eight years ago, White, who was having a problem breathing, visited a doctor in Jackson. The doctor said he couldn’t help him, but White could help himself. White, who smoked for 50 years, pulled his pack of cigarettes from his pocket and threw it across the room. He hasn’t touched a cigarette since.

His office/home is in a red brick house, where his wife, Polly, 68, is the receptionist and his daughter, Lamar Ann Hubbard, is the nurse and office manager.

“He’s just an old country doctor and I’m and old country doctor’ wife,” said Mrs White, who keeps track of patients by writing down their names when they enter the waiting room.

White doesn’t take appointments. “We tried that when we first came here and it didn’t work,” Mrs White said. “Too many patients. You didn’t know how much time he was going to take with them.”
When patients enter White’s main examining room they can see hundreds of photos of other patients and children he’s delivered cover the walls. White knows the names of just about everyone pictured in the school photos, group pictures of high school sports teams and funeral notices. Seeing the photos, patients seem to be with a large family and don’t feel alone.

With some exceptions, White didn’t even send bills to his patients. “He said, ‘They know they owe it, they will eventually pay it,’”Mrs White said.

At his first news conference since becoming the first African-American elected to the white house, Barrack Obama is making it clear that his top priority will be addressing the problems in the U.S. economy. His comments come after a meeting with financial advisers and members if his transition (过渡)team on Nov 7.

From the data gathered during the November 4 election, many voters across America indicated that their biggest concern is the U.S. economy 
Mr. Obama told reporters he understands their concerns, saying, “Tens of millions of families are struggling to figure out how to pay the bills and stay in their homes. Their stories are an urgent reminder that we are facing the greatest economic challenge of our lifetime, and we must act immediately to solve them.”
He reminded reporters that until he takes office next January 20, president Bush and his administration are in charge.

“The United States has only one government and one president, and until January 20th of next year, that government is the current administration,” he said. “I have spoken to President Bush, and I appreciate his commitment to ensuring that his economic policy team keeps us fully informed as developments unfold”
Mr. Obama said he understands that every American is worried about the current economic conditions, but nothing can be decided quickly.

“Immediately after I become president, I will take all necessary steps to ease the credit crisis, help hard-working families, and restore  growth and prosperity” he said.

Mr. Obama remains low-keyed since winning the election, and many people are interested in who Mr. Obama will pick to fill top spots in his cabinet (内阁).

U.S. Congressman Rohm Emanuel, who was chosen to be the White House chief of staff, stood by Mr. Obama’s side during the afternoon press conference along with vice president –elect Joseph Biden and his team of economic advisors.

But Mr. Obama offered little information on who he was considering for other high positions, such as secretary of defense and secretary of state.

“There is no doubt that people want to know about who’s going to make up our team,” he said. “ When we have an announcement about cabinet appointments, we will make them.”

Although there are many advantages to getting an online education, there are also some disadvantages. The fact that you are studying courses on your own could be one of the major disadvantages of taking online educational classes.

These days most people are very busy. Between work and family duties, the ordinary person has little time to study outside courses even when those courses could mean a better job, more money and better benefits. When finding the time to attend regular classes is impossible, an online education becomes a great choice, but the same reason that makes online education a great choice---lack of time---is the very reason that online education is often very difficult.

When you’re attending a traditional class, you go to school at a prearranged (预先安排的) time. You are expected to be in class on time and you are forced to keep up with your teacher’s assignment (任务) plan, or you may risk failing the course. With an online education, there is probably no one supervising your progress. Instead, you may be given some guidance along the way, but you are usually responsible for working your way through the course by yourself. Since people can work at their own pace online, some people find themselves putting the work off until they don’t have enough time to finish all the requirements.

If there are no time requirements, the chances of you putting off working on the course are even greater. You can go for weeks or months or even years without finishing the course. You’ve paid for the opportunity to learn, but a lack of motivation often causes failure for those who choose online education.

Another major disadvantage is the lack of interaction (互动). You aren’t in a classroom and you don’t always have the opportunity to hear questions and discussion from other students. This isn’t always a problem, depending on the subject of the online course you are taking, but it could be an important factor in deciding whether an online education is the best choice when you are looking for opportunities to develop new skills.
