Is bedtime just a time for dreaming? Do our brains turn off for the night? What if I told you that scientists recently found that our brains may be just as busy at night as they are during the day?

While we sleep, our brains are doing much more than getting ready for the next day. Researchers at the University of Rochester found that the brain may be busy cleaning house -- cleaning out harmful waste materials.

As with many studies, they observed the mice brains as they slept and when they were awake. The researchers say they saw that the brains of sleeping mice were hard at work.

Dr. Maiken Nedergaard led the study. The brain expert says our brains perform two very different jobs. It seems they have daytime jobs. Later they “moonlight” at a nighttime job. “Moonlighting” is working a nighttime job in addition to a day job. And this study says that is what our brains seem to be doing – working an extra job at night without additional pay for overtime.

“When we are awake, the brain cells are working very hard at dealing with all the information about our environment. While when we are asleep, they work very, very hard at removing all the waste that builds up when we are awake."

The researchers say that the waste material includes poisons that lead to brain disorders such as Alzheimer’s disease.

They also found that during sleep, the brain’s cells shrink, or become smaller. This shrinking makes waste removed more effectively.

All over the world, at least one-third of all food produced is wasted every year. With an extra two billion mouths to feed by 2050, global food waste is a serious problem that is difficult to ignore.

We throw away or waste 1.3 billion tons a year at a cost of $1trillion, according to the Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO). In industrialized nations, almost half of the food wasted—about 300 million tons yearly—is still fit for use. This is more than the total food production of sub-Saharan Africa, and enough to feed about 870 million people hungry in the world today.
The FAO set up a Think. Eat. Save movement in January 2013 to try to change the way we think of food. In partnership with the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP), they are trying to reduce food loss along the entire chain—from farm to fork; improve people’s concern both on a household level and at a national level; and help both individuals and hotels measure and recycle food waste.

“This is a difficult problem,” said Nick Nuttall, a UNEP spokesperson. “If you do not take measures(措施), you can’t manage it. As travelers realize the challenge and effect of food waste, increasing numbers are likely to choose hotels and restaurants with policies(政策) and programmes ready.”

In the UK, the government-funded recycling programme WRAP has signed up hotels and restaurants to a movement to reduce food waste, including the Accor, Jury’s Inn, Red Carnation and Travelodge hotel groups. Their aim is to reduce waste by 5% by 2015, which would be about 720 million a year.
