There was a famous university called the Sorbonne that women could attend. Marie entered the Sorbonne in 1891. In order to fit in, she changed her name from Manya to Marie. In 1894 Marie met Pierre Curie. The two of them fell in love. They married a year later and soon they had their first child, Irene.

Marie got interested in rays discovered by scientists Wilhelm Roentgen and Henri Becquerel. Roentgen discovered X-rays and Becquerel found that rays were given off by an element called uranium(铀). One day Marie was examining some material called pitchblende (沥青铀矿). Marie expected there was to be a few rays from the uranium in pitchblende, but instead she found a lot of them. Soon she realized that there must be a new undiscovered element in pitchblende.

Marie and her husband spent many hours studying pitchblende. They finally figured out that there were two new elements in pitchblende. One of them was named after Marie's homeland Poland -- polonium and she named the other radium, as it gave off such strong rays.

Now many countries still depend on fossil fuels(化石能源) to produce electricity. It does great harm to the environment. But in the future, things will be different. And perhaps we don't have to wait long,. Here is some good news.

By 2018, a large solar power plant in the Sahara Desert may start sending power to Western Europe. The company running the plant says it will generate almost twice as much electricity as an average nuclear plant. It'll provide two million homes with electricity in Europe.

According to the European Commission's Institute for Energy, just 0.3 percent of the Sahara Desert's solar energy can provide Europe with all electrical power it needs. A company called Nur Energy plans to collect some of it by building a solar power plant. It will use the technology that can produce energy whether it is cloudy or at night.

Thousands of mirrors, spread over 100 square kilometers, will concentrate sunlight on a tower where a special kind of salt is placed. Kevin Sara, CEO of Nur Energy, said the technology makes storage easy. ‘‘You can store that heat very easily, and you can continue producing electricity after the sun goes down,” said Sara. Sara said the project could greatly reduce the use of fossil fuels in Europe.
The cable linked to Europe is another interesting part of the project. Nur Energy plans to send power by an underwater cable. Power being sent through the cable has a loss rate of just 3 percent per 1,000 kilometers.

The building of the solar power plant is expected to start by the end of 2016 with the first kilowatts being delivered by late 2018.

The Forbidden City is considered not only as an imperial (帝王的) city but also an imperial museum. It is so called because it was forbidden for the ordinary people to enter it. In ancient times, it was also forbidden for any building in Beijing to be built higher than the buildings in the Forbidden City. The yellow color of the tiled(铺瓦的) roofs could not be used by the ordinary people.

The City Wall—Xi’an

The City Wall of Xi'an was built during 618 - 907 of the Old Tang Dynasty. It is the most complete city wall that has survived in China, being one of the largest ancient military defensive systems (军事防御系统) of the world. Its south gate is the largest with a great bridge. Most of the tourists choose this gate for sightseeing.

Taipei 101--Taiwan

Taipei 101, known as the Taipei Financial Center, is a skyscraper located in Xinyi District, Taipei. Taiwan. The building became the world's tallest skyscraper upon its completion in 2004. It was designed by C.Y. Lee. Taipei 101 received the 2004 Emporis Skyscraper Award and was regarded as one of the Seven New Wonders of the World.

The Bund--Shanghai

The Bund is the symbol of Shanghai. Walking along the Bund, the Oriental Pearl TV Tower can be seen on the opposite side. The most famous and attractive sight that is at the west side of the Bund is the 52 various buildings of different architectural styles including Gothic, Baroque, Romanesque, and Classicism.

Educators in low-income areas struggle with one of the most basic barriers(障碍) to teaching children -- hungry students. The United Nations World Food Program says in its 2013 State of School Feeding Worldwide report that offering free meals and snacks to students has proven valuable. Researchers in Dakar, Senegal agree. They found that offering free lunches to students in rural primary schools not only made them healthier, but also raised their test scores.

During the 2009-2010 school year, researchers in Senegal did an experiment. They chose 120 rural primary schools in four of the poorest areas of the country. Students at half the schools received free daily lunches - a local dish of rice with vegetables and either fish or meat, cooked in oil. Students at the other 60 schools did not receive free meals.

Abdoulaye Diagne is a sociological economist(社会经济学家) in Dakar. He led the study. He said students who received free school meals were better able to memorize and reason. He said they learned and understood more than those students who did not receive free meals.

The study found that the test scores went up an average of 7 percentage points in French and 8.5 percentage points in math. The effect was even greater on girls and on the youngest students.

The World Food Program says that about $75 billion goes into school feeding programs each year worldwide. Most of this money comes from governments. The big problem, of course, is cost. This is especially true in poor countries.

However, for every dollar spent on a school meal, countries will see three dollars in economic returns. Local farmers, for example, can sell their food to the school meal programs, and the country can build a smarter workforce (劳动力).
