At the age of fifty, Theodore Roosevelt, a truly great president, made this comment: "Now I am fifty years old, and if I stopped learning, and stopped trying to better myself, I feel that my usefulness to the community would be pretty nearly at an end" Those who have studied the life of Theodore Roosevelt know that he never did stop learning. He was eager to learn all his life. 

    Many people have the mistaken idea that age is a handicap (障碍) when it comes to learning — that you gradually lose your ability to learn as you grow older. Surveys show that the ability to learn does not diminish greatly after 20, said Dr. C. Ellis Nelson, a well-known professor in Texas. These tests show, said Dr. Nelson, that in terms of reading and vocabulary there is no significant difference between being 20 or being 60. People aged 20 may show greater facility for mathematics, but this is due almost entirely to the fact that 20-year-olds use math all the time, while 60-year-olds don’t.

    As you grow older, or if you have already reached or passed middle age, don’t fool yourself with the idea that the ability to learn diminishes with age. It just isn’t true! You can learn and grow intellectually (智力地) as long as you want to progress and you can continue to do so as long as you are alive. That is one of the truly exciting facts of life.

    Cato, a wise man of ancient Rome, was forever seeking new intellectual worlds to conquer, and at about 80 he started to study Greek. When a doubter asked him why he was beginning such a difficult task at such an advanced age, Cato replied calmly and firmly: "It is the youngest age I have left. I enjoy it." and went on with his studies. In the end, he reached his goal. 

    “Age," said E. L. Thorndike, a famous psychologist, "is not a handicap to learning." You never grow too old to learn.

    Nowadays the problem of the generation gap is becoming more and more serious. Poor relationships between parents and their children are very common.

    Whether we like it or not, our parents are responsible for us at least until we’re out of high school. So rather than get upset about that fact, maybe we should focus on some ways to make our relationship better. The best way, in my opinion, is to learn to really communicate with our parents. So here is my three-step program to make it easier to communicate with my parents.

    When I find myself arguing with my mom or dad, I try to stop. If I can manage to stop myself from talking, I usually find that I can calm down quickly. I guess I’m usually acting out of emotion rather than logic(逻辑). But if I can stop arguing for a minute, it seems that my opinion changes and I start to realize that I’m a bit childish. Emotionally I may still be upset, but logically I understand that yelling and fighting surely won’t make things better!

    Once I’ve stopped arguing, I look my parents in the eye. You’d be amazed at how much easier it is to communicate with your parents when you’re actually looking at them. Looking away doesn’t do much of anything except for giving them the impression that I’m not listening or that I don’t care. It’s much easier to see things eye to eye when you’re physically seeing eye to eye.

    Finally, I listen to what they’re saying (or at least I try). Communication can’t happen unless both sides hear and listen to each other. There is nothing wrong with my hearing, but that doesn’t mean I always listen to the sounds that people are making. When I argue with my parents, I can physically hear what they’re saying without mentally listening to it.

    Whether I admit it or not, my parents’ experience can actually help them give me some pretty sound advice at times. I don’t always agree with them, but I think it’s safe to say that it has truly helped our relationship in the long run.
