Many people find that the foods in China are very different from what they were used to in their home country. With all of the restaurants in the cities, it can be tempting（诱人的） to eat out and not always make the best healthy food choices. When living in China, here are some tips that can help you eat healthier.

Making healthy choices.

First, try to avoid as much of the fried food as possible at a restaurant though it is often delicious. If you have a choice between rice and noodles with your meal, always choose rice. Plain white steamed rice is the best choice, as it is a simple food without added fats. Choose dishes with plenty of vegetables, and focus heavily on green leafy vegetables, as these are very low in calories while full of vitamins. You have to be careful when choosing meats, as they are often fried and can be full of fat. Plus, meats are often cooked with sauces, including soy sauce, which is high in sodium（钠）.

If you are living in China, chances are that you will want to cook at least half of your meals yourself. This will give you a better chance to control the things used in your foods, so that you are sure that they are healthy and low in calories and fats. There are also many delicious fresh vegetables and fruits to try in China that you can get at the market. Experiment and try some vegetables that you’ve never had before. You can get a Chinese cookbook or look online for interesting recipes for help. With just a little effort, you’ll find that it’s not only possible to eat healthily in China, but that it can also be quite delicious and a lot of fun.

There is a saying in France that states, “ the government could fall, the Louvre could be broken into or aliens could land on earth, but if any of these things happened during the Tour de France, no one would notice.” the Tour de France is the most famous cycling race in the world. It begins in July and runs for three weeks. Cyclists who race in the Tour de France ride in six legs or stages of the race, and they have between four days of rest between each leg of the race. The rider who completes all six legs of the race in the shortest overall time wins.
The Tour de France began as a publicity stunt for the French sports newspaper, L’Auto. Henri Desgranges, who worked for L’Auto, came up with the idea for “ the greatest bike race in the world,” and on July 1, 1903, the first Tour de France began. Sixty cyclists began the first leg of the race which started in front of The Alarm Clock Cafe just outside of Paris. This first leg took them 467 kilometers (290 miles) to Lyon. The first race consisted of six legs, which were each about 400 kilometers (248 miles) long. The winner of the first Tour de France received 2,000 francs (about $40). Maurice Garin, the most popular cyclist in France at that time, won the first Tour de France. It took him 94 hours and 33 minutes to ride all 2,428 kilometers (1,506 miles) of the race. This time was three hours faster than the second-place rider. Over the weeks during which the race was run, the idea of the Tour de France slowly caught the imagination of the people of France. The race has been run every year since that time, except during the years of World WarⅠand World War Ⅱ.

The Tour de France has developed several special honors for which racers compete. Above all, the highest honor is the “yellow jersey”. Mr Desgranges introduced the yellow jersey in 1919 to show the leading racer each day of the Tour de France. Each day, the officials who keep track of all of the riders’ times compare each rider’s total time in order to find the racer with the lowest time. That racer wears the yellow jersey during the day’s race. Other honors include the “green jersey”, which is given to the rider who sprints（冲刺） the best by riding the fastest over short distances, and the “polka dot jersey” for the best rider in the mountains along the route.

What do you wear when going to work? Do you wear a uniform or do you just dress yourself casually? I don’t pay special attention to what to wear but I sometimes wonder: could clothing really advance my career?

According to Accountancy firm PwC, appearance is very important. They say people make up their mind about someone in just 30 seconds. What you wear can help you be remembered for the right reasons.

Image advisers say what you wear is a big part of your personal brand. But for many people what should matter is whether you can do your job, rather than your choice of clothing.

Karen Pine, a psychology professor at a university in the UK believes women, who wear improperly to work, say very short skirts, are judged to be less competent and less likely to get a promotion. So low-cut dresses and tight-fitting clothes are a no-no, unless you’re in show business.

And men aren’t off the hook when it comes to dress code either. Pine says that men are considered less successful if they wear an off-the-shelf suit, while equally suitable candidates who wear a tailor-made suit are more likely to get a promotion.

However, clothes are about more than just appearances. They can even cause emotional effects. For instance, proper dressing can boost people’s self-esteem to a certain extent and make them more confident.
