In December of 1992.I was a happy husband and father of two young children. A month later，I was diagnosed with Acute Lymphoblastic Leukemia(急性白血病).

After two years of chemo(化疗)that helped control the disease，my body was weak and lifeless. I felt as if I were a puppet who needed help to lift his arms or hold up his head.

I began to run. After six months my strength had come back. On one of my runs，one where I felt I could run forever，I decided I was going to try to run a marathon.

After telling my Dad about my plan，he told me of a program that trains people to run a marathon，while raising funds for Leukemia research at the same time. So that summer，through the Leukemia Society’s Team in Training program，I started to train for the Marine Corps Marathon. During mile after mile of uncertainty，the day finally came to run the marathon.

On October 27，1996，at 8 A.M.，along with l9,000 other brave souls I started on a 26.2-mile journey that I will never forget.

I first saw my wife Patty at the six-mile mark . She seemed happy that I was still looking as if I knew what I was doing，and having a good time doing it. At Mile l7，my mind was going back to those two horrible years that tried to bring my family and me down. I saw her again. The concern in her face told me she knew I was starting to struggle. I felt as if we were thinking the same，nine more miles and these last few years will be behind us.

That thought alone pulled me forward. Mile 22，23，slowing but going，24，25，then there it was. The Iwo Jima War Memorial. I have seen nothing so grand and inspiring in my life. Three hours and forty-one minutes after I started，I crossed what I think has to be the most fitting finish line in all of road racing!

That night the Leukemia Society gave me a pin at a post-race party that simply says，“Leukemia 26.2”.

If God wills，my cancer may once again take away my hair and my strength，maybe even my life. But it can never take away my pin，or the fact that I am a marathoner.

D (DAAB)

Coral reefs(珊瑚礁)are not just beautiful to look at，but also very useful. They shelter nearly 25％ of ocean life and provide food for billions of people. However, like many other species，this amazing ecosystem(生态系统)is in danger of dying out!

There are two main reasons for the destruction—the rising carbon dioxide levels caused by global warming as well as human influences like bottom operation. While not much can be done about the former，the loss caused by the latter can be reduced.

Bottom operation involves dropping nets to the ocean bed and then dragging them up when filled with fish. This action damaged the ocean floor，causing the coral branches to separate from the reefs. While that is very discouraging，the good news is that if these branches are found quickly，they can be saved. At present，that work is being performed by volunteer divers. But the method has only limited success because they cannot stay long underwater, nor reach depths of over 200 meters where some of the deep-sea coral grows.

However，this is not the case for Coralbots—the robots that can constantly seek out broken branches. A team of ‘coralbots’，each individually working to simple rules will piece together damaged bits of coral, allowing them to regrow. They are programmed to be able to distinguish between other things and the coral. The robots work together in groups，similar to bees. If one coralbot is damaged then the others will still be able to complete the task.

Dr Lea-Anne Henry said：“The project of using coralbots offers us the possibility to restore(修复)the function of reefs. It is in the final stage of testing. Once ready, the researchers hope to build hundreds of them and use them effectively in the waters off Scotland and then hopefully in the oceans across the world.”

“Phone addiction is everywhere.” the designers insist. “It’s ruining your dates. It’s distracting you at concerts. It’s blocking sidewalks. Now, there is a real solution. With a thin,light and completely wireless design, the NoPhone acts as a substitute to any smart mobile device, enabling you to always have a phone to hold without giving up potential engagement with your direct environment.”

If you’re interested in NoPhone, but concerned about not being able to take selfies(自拍) anymore. Don’t feel upset. The makers do have an upgrade at no extra charge—the mirror sticker. That way, they say, you can enjoy ‘real-time’ selfies with your friends when they’re standing right behind you.

Do you ever do homework while listening to music, or watch TV while texting friend? It may seem like an obvious question since most of us multitask all the time.

But according to a recent study published in PLOS ONE, using a number of media devices at the same time could be changing our brains.

Researchers first asked 75 adults about how often they spent time multitasking between  different kinds of media.   71   Those who reported heavier media multitasking had less gray matter in their brains. Gray matter is the part of the brain that helps to deal with information and control emotions.   72    We can’t be sure, according to researchers. They say that the results only show a link. They are unsure whether multitasking reduces gray matter.

“Media multitasking is becoming more popular in our lives and there is increasing concern about its influence on our well-being,” said British scientist Kep Kee Loh, who directed the study. Loh says that more study is needed to support the idea that our behaviors are changing our brains.  73   In 2012,a study by Michigan State University in the US found that people using several media devices at the same time were more likely to be depressed.

  74    But no matter what, you should consider limiting yourself to one screen at a time, the Huffington Post reported. Multitasking doesn’t actually work if you are trying to be more efficient. You’re going from one action to another instead of truly doing two things at a time.   75    Once you’ve slowed down, it can be hard to pick up where you left off.
