  Some differences between UK and US English are well documented. For example, most people know that football is a different game in North America and the UK, and any American in the UK quickly learns not to talk about fanny packs. But there are also some more subtle differences that might stymie visitors to Britain, especially those who have learnt American English.

  Please: Americans say please—just not always where the British expect to hear it. The British say please when ordering food in restaurants (or requesting things in shops) because they view the action as a personal request to the waiter. Americans regard ordering as providing the waiter with the information he needs to do his job, so they say ‘ I’ll have the chicken’. As language blogger, Ben Trawick-Smith, has noted, please can add implication（暗示）of impatience and anger to an American request.

  Quite: Before an adjective, American quite means ‘very’, while British quite means ‘somewhat’. So, if an American tourist is quite tired, direct him to his bed. But if a British person tells you a restaurant is quite good, you’d be wise to keep looking for somewhere better.

  Pants: Americans don’t use the word trousers much, and when they do, it only applies to menswear. Instead, Americans say they wear pants on their lower halves. When those clothes get damaged on their travels, they sometimes talk about the stains on their pants in public. Of course, they are regarded with horror or laughed at, since British pants usually refer to underpants.

  Subway: Follow signs pointing to a subway in London, and you’ll find yourself either at an American fast-food joint or in an underground tunnel. And there in the tunnel, you’ll find confused Americans looking around for the trains. While the New York subway is a railway under the city’s streets, in London it is a pedestrian way beneath a road.

   Doting (溺爱的) owners are often blamed when pets put on a few pounds. But experts say that in many cases overweight dogs and cats are “emotional eaters”. They also eat more than they need simply to cope with boredom or stress, research has found.

   That means, if they have gained weight, it could be because they have been through an upsetting or emotional event. Now researches have also suggested that putting an overweight cat or dog on a diet, could make them unhappy, because the owner is taking away their “coping mechanism”.

   The study says the obesity rate is as much as 25 percent in cats, and 45 percent in dogs.

   The problem has been similar to that of Bridget Jones, the single lady who hides away from her troubled love life by eating, with vets believing some pets use food to cope with sadness, according to The Sunday Telegraph.

   Comfort eating in humans tends to involve high calorie foods which the individual chooses, including ice cream and chocolate. But research shows animals are less fussy, and will go on a comfort binge (放纵吃喝) even if the only food on offer is their usual dog or cat food.

   The research results are published in the latest edition of the Journal of Veterinary Behavior by Dr Franklin McMillan, a vet and former clinical professor of medicine at the Western University of Health Sciences College of Veterinary Medicine, in California. He said “emotional eating” in pets could be caused by feelings including boredom, anxiety and depression. But the research has also suggested overeating could also be a sign of a happy emotional state, as well as a psychological state of disorder.

The demands of the modern world are growing day by day and this is putting more pressure on scientists to do research. However, as stated by Griffiths, “There is no hope of doing perfect research”. Naturally, there have been a lot of criticisms, as many scientists immediately announce that their research methods are very safe and that they have the perfect research theory.

However, scientific history is filled with examples, in which a perfect scientific solution that was based on decades of scientific research, has been overturned with new theories.
