Rules for Online Dating

Increasingly , online dating looks like becoming the preferred way of meeting potential partners . Wherever your first encounter came about , the following online dating rules are recommended by experts .

1. Be honest . Tell the truth in your profile . You don’t need to embellish（装饰）to be interesting . Stand out by explaining what makes you special . If you send a photograph , make sure it is recent . Experts say being in fake will only set you up for disappointed reactions , or confrontation . So shed the mask and give people the real thing . You want someone to appreciate you for who you are , not someone who you pretend to be .

2. Take your time . Get to know someone through his or her words before taking the romance to the street . Explore that way of connecting before you talk on the telephone or meet face to face . Detroiter Diane Costa , founder of Love Nubian Style . com , an Internet matchmaking site for black professionals says , “ Some people fear ‘ If I don’t meet the person soon , he won’t talk to me anymore . ’ But if he won’t wait until you are comfortable , he wasn’t worth having anyway . ”
3. Pay attention to the signs . Liars , exploiters , playboys , gold-diggers , they exist on the Internet , just as they exist in real life . Not all people are looking for relationships ; some just for sex . Abandon the fantasy and pick up on the signs . “ With the Internet , you have an advantage , ” says Costs , “ because you can save your messages . If you think there is a discrepancy ( difference ) in what someone told you , you can double-check it against your files copies . ”
4. Make sure you know what you want . Are you looking for a relationship , a casual acquaintance or a long-distance friendship ? In effect , your Internet friends will assume what you want unless you make it plain . “ The biggest problem you have in a virtual environment is determining the true intent of your mate , ” says Barry Cooper of Black Voices.com .

The Fletcher kids --- Frog , Eli , Jax , and Sam --- are about to start a new year at school . Dad and Mum are worried that Frog , who is in kindergarten , will have trouble making friends , Eli is entering fourth grade at a new school where all the students are smart , which he thinks will be a great fit for him . Jax is excited about starting fourth grade , but not so excited about the new neighbor . Sam , the soccer star , is entering sixth grade . He faces a tough choice between practicing for the elite（精英）team tryouts（选拔赛）and auditioning（试演）for the school play . Join this family on a wild adventure through the school year .

Yes . The kids range from kindergarten to sixth grade , so readers of those age ranges will be able to relate to the characters . The Family Fletcher has a set of rules the kids must follow , as most families do . And the brothers get into small quarrels occasionally , like most brothers . Plus , they participate in many activities that kids enjoy , such as sports , games , and acting .

Who would like this book ?

This book would entertain readers from 6 to 13 years old . The vocabulary is not too complex , making it easy for younger readers to understand . This book would be good for the whole family to read aloud because there are funny parts and life lessons .

As for using technology in education , the general wisdom has been that more is better . In the past decade , universities around the world have invested heavily in the wired classroom , adding everything from laptop connections to Blu-ray DVD players . Yet there is rare evidence that these devices advance learning – and , critics state , they might actually hold it back , making both students and teachers passive .

Jose Bowen , dean of the Meadows School of the Arts at Southern Methodist University in Texas , wants his faculty to “ teach naked ” . “ Just because you have a PowerPoint presentation doesn’t mean you have a good lecture , ” he argues . Classroom time should be reserved for discussions with the professor , aimed at teaching students to think critically , argue , and raise new questions . Due to the unpleasant economic climate at most universities , he says , avoiding new technology is also a sound way of saving up .

Bowen , teaching music , assigns students to listen via podcasts（播客）on their own time ,and uses class time for discussions and research . Since he used the new way , his students have been more engaged and scored better on exams . So far college students asked by researchers to list what motivates them have consistently emphasized teacher enthusiasm , organization , and harmony , while naming lack of active participation as a major disincentive（遏制因素）. Last spring the British Educational Research Journal published a survey : 59 percent of students called at least half their lectures boring --- particularly those involving PowerPoint .

Technology has a place in education , but it should be used independently by students outside the classroom . That gives them more time to absorb lectures via podcast or video , and frees teachers to spend class time coaching students in how to apply the material rather than simply absorb it .

One of the great advances of 20th century was increased life expectancy . This advance might have bankrupted（使……破产）Social Security , if it were not for women in the work force .

When the Social Security program was created in the 1930s , life expectancy was 60 years , as compared to 75 years in the 1980s and 78 years today . With 1930s life expectancy , a great number of people were expected to pay Social Security taxes while they worked , but never live long enough to ever collect benefits . The early planners of the system understood that the superior contributions of the now-dead were one way that a retiree could collect more in benefits than he paid in taxes .

When Social Security was in the planning stages , it was expected that most working-age couples would have only one person working ( and therefore paying the payroll tax ) ---- typically the husband .

History did not quite turn out that way . In effect , millions of married women worked for pay and paid the payroll taxes as they did . This was largely profit for the Social Security system , because the system would have paid those women benefits anyway .

The revenues（税收）of governments in the future will depend just to a great extent on how women spend their time . Governments can expect more revenue if women continue significantly with their labor market progress and less revenue if some of women’s payroll gains decrease in the years ahead .
