    I have a rule for travel: Never carry a map. I prefer to ask for directions.

    Foreign visitors are often puzzled in Japan because most streets there don' t have names. In Japan, people use landmarks in their directions instead of street names. For example, the Japanese will say to travelers, "Go straight down to the corner. Turn left at the big hotel and go past a fruit market. The post office is across from the bus stop. "

   In the countryside of the American Midwest, usually there are not many landmarks. There are no mountains, so the land is very flat. In many places there are no towns or buildings within miles. Instead of landmarks, people will tell you direction sand distance. In Kansas or Iowa, for example, people will say, "Go north two miles. Turn east, and then go another mile. "

   People in Los Angeles, California, have no idea of distance on the map: They measure distance by means of time, not miles. "How far away is the post office?" you ask. "Oh, "they answer, "It's about five minutes from here. " You say. "Yes, but how many miles away is it?" They don't know.

   People in Greece sometimes do not even try to give directions because visitors seldom understand the Greek language. Instead of giving you the direction, a Greek will often say, "Follow me." Then he' ll lead you through the streets of the city to the post office.

   Sometimes a person doesn't know the answer to your question. What happens in this situation? A New Yorker might say, "Sorry, I have no idea. "But in Yucatan, Mexico, no one answers, "I don' t know. "People in Yucatan think that" I don' t know"is impolite. They usually give an answer, often a wrong one. A visitor can get very, very lost in Yucatan!

   One thing will help you everywhere--in Japan, in the United States, in Greece, in Mexico, or in any other place. You might not understand a person' s words, but maybe you can understand his body language. He or she will usually turn and then point in the correct direction. Go in that direction, and you may find the post office!

                      Forced laughter makes people happy

   Nearly a thousand people laugh heartily together for half an hour every morning in a park in Shenzhen. Guangzhou Daily took a closer look at those happy people.

  They are members of a group named Laughing Club, and when they get together, all they do is laugh.

  Zhang Lixin, the founder of the club and regarded as the ‘laugh leader’, told the paper that he himself benefited from laughing. He started after he read some advice in a book and tried giggling after quarreling with his wife to relax.

  After laughing for a few days, Zhang found himself more outgoing and relaxed. Soon his wife joined him, bringing the family more laughter and causing less bickering.

  When he got to know a kind of “laughing yoga（瑜伽）” is good for the health, Zhang went to Bombay to learn from locals, and, integrating with Chinese medicine, developed what he learned into more than 30 ways of laughing.

  The “lion bellow(吼）” is to shout with the fingers outstretched （伸开）near the ears. There is the “open mouth laugh”, the “bow-pulling “welcoming laugh” and even the “quarreling laugh”, with different arm motions of every laughing manner.

  The “laugh movement” swept over Shenzhen in a matter of months, attracting tens of thousands of people to join, and has spread to nearby cities such as Guangzhou.

  Every morning at the lakefront and at eight pm on every Monday, Wednesday and Friday at the mountain peak square in Lianhua Mountain Park, club members, largely middle aged and elderly people, gather to laugh and scream loudly.

  An increasing number of office workers are joining the happy squad. Mr. Wang, a civil servant in Shenzhen’s Futian district, said he doesn’t have any trouble sleeping after one of the laughing sessions. Some companies have caught on to the laughing movement and have approached Zhang to train their staff.

  Zhang believes laughing provides people with an easy way to release stress from the pressures of modern society and work, which is why he is trying to popularize the pastime.

  The International Coast Clean-up is an organization that is set up to help the environment in the world，especially the areas near the waters．Recently，more than a half-million volunteers are taking part in an international movement to comb the world’s shorelines for cigarette butts, bottle caps and any other rubbish they can find．

  The International Coast Clean-up is in its 14th volunteers ready to collect more than 10 million pieces of rubbish along 19,308 kilometers of shoreline in 70 countries．

  Sponsored(赞助)by the Centre for Marine Conservation and several other non—profit(非盈利的) groups and corporate sponsors, the activity is a one-day attempt to improve conditions on important waterfronts.

  Cigarette butts are by far the most common item, with exactly 1.6 million picked up and counted in the last year’s clean-up．They were followed in numbers by food wrappers，plastic pieces，bottle caps and broken pieces of glass．The global event is held on the third Saturday of September．

  Last year，the biggest volunteer army was in the Philippines，where nearly 300,000 people took part in the clean-up．With more than 7,000 islands，the Philippines is among the countries which have the largest shorelines．

  “Around every main body of water，we have a rubbish problem，”said Sheavly，director of the Center for rubbish problem．Bad weather with some hurricane affected some plans，but thousands of volunteers were ready to go，she said．

  About 20,000 divers are joining to clean up offshore rubbish，with major underwater efforts in the United States，the Philippines，Germany，Italy，Australia，Venezuela and EI Salvador．

Globally, less than 20 percent of shore rubbish clearly comes from the water. The most appears to come from land sources.

  Part of the effort is counting the rubbish．Volunteers carry cards to record their collections，which will be piled and used for studies of how to settle the problem year-round.
