Yelling “I have Ebola!” on a bus is apparently the fastest way to spark an FBI manhunt. On Monday, an unidentified man in a surgical mask declared he was infected while riding a Los Angeles bus—and now the FBI is trying to track him down. 

Of course, that L.A. bus passenger was most likely just creating panic by playing a cruel joke on concerned people. But the fear surrounding Amber Vinson—the second Dallas nurse to be infected—is more well-founded: The day before her diagnosis, she flew from Cleveland to Dallas on a commercial jet with 132 other passengers. Although Vinson—who had already developed a low-grade fever—sought CDC permission before taking the flight, CDC Director Dr. Tom Frieden said she should never have boarded “because at that point she was in a group of individuals known to have exposure to Ebola.”

“Looking back, I think she should have been told to stay home,” agreed Dr. Art Reingold, head of epidemiology(传染病学) at the UC Berkeley School of Public Health. “But I would be extremely surprised if there turns out to be any individuals who acquired Ebola as a result of her flying on an airplane. I would be astonished.”  

In fact, the level of concern about spread to Vinson’s fellow passengers has remained low, likely because Ebola isn’t an airborne illness like the flu, even though early symptoms do often imitate influenza.

As Frieden stated, “We think there is an extremely low likelihood that anyone who traveled on this plane would have been exposed, but we’re putting into place extra margins of safety and we’re contacting everyone who was on that flight.” Last week, in a video message, President Obama conveyed a similar message to residents of infected countries in West Africa, reassuring them that they “cannot get Ebola from casual contact like sitting next to someone on a bus.”

Attention couch potatoes: you may want to take this opportunity to set aside your remote controls and put into memory that feeling of pressing a button under your thumb. According to Chris Brown, vice president of the International Digital Media Alliance, “The remote control as you know is an endangered species.”

Companies are developing devices(设备) to keep up with our channel-surfing habits today, which means rethinking the structure of the remote. To cope with the variety of channels now available, TiVo recently released the Slide, a＄90 device with a foldable QWERTY keyboard as you search for a particular program. 

The Slide isn’t a universal remote, but it is certainly a step towards efficiency, using the mini-keyboard popularized by Samsung and other mobile phone makers. Boxee, a TV-to Internet set-top connector, is set to produce its own QWERTY remote this year.

As more consumers fall in love with the usability of smart phones, some of us have stopped looking under couch cushions for standard remotes and instead are simply reaching into pockets. Apps like RedEye( free for the iPone) and plugs-in like New Kinetix turn mobile devices into one-size-fits-all controlling devices—and yes, they will change the channel. Ident Technology already has a prototype(雏形) for a button-free gesture remote—controlled by slides and taps of the thumb on a touchscreen surface—that will feel very familiar to iPhone users.

With any luck, you won’t get coffee-table pileups either. “I think we have 4 or 5 remotes ,” says Brie Cubelic, who works in theater in Birmingham. “One for the TV, one for cable, one for surround sound and one for...Well, I’m not sure what it does.” The hope is that as remotes more like smart phones, a simple download can make them control every new device you buy. Assuming, of course, you can figure out how to use them.

The contribution genes make to intelligence increases as children grow older. This goes against the notion most people hold that as we age, environmental influences gradually overpower the genetic legacy(遗传) we are born with—and this may have inspirations for education.

Previous studies have shown changes in intelligence are at least partly due to genetics. To find out whether this genetic contribution varies with age, Plomin’s team pooled data from six separate studies carried out in the US, UK and Australian, involving a total of 11, 000 pairs of twins.

In these studies, the researchers tested twins on reasoning and logic to measure their cognitive(认知的) ability, or “g”. Plomin’s team calculated that in childhood, genes account for 41 percent of the variation in intelligence. In adolescence, this rose to 55 percent; by young adulthood, it was 66 percent.

No one knows why the influence from genes should increase with age, but Plomin suggests that as children get older, they become better at exploiting their environment to suit their genetic needs, and says “ Kids with high “g” will use their environment to develop their cognitive ability while children with medium to low “g” may choose less challenging activities, further emphasizing their genetic legacy.

Is there any way to get a change with the pattern? Perhaps. “The evidence of strong heritability(遗传) doesn’t mean at all that there is nothing you can do about it,” says Susan Jaeggi. “From our own work, the ones that started off with lower IQ scores had higher gains after training.”

Plomin suggests that genetic differences may be more emphasized if all children share a same curriculum instead of it being tailored to children’s natural abilities. “My intention would be to give everyone a good education, but put more effort into the lower end.” he says.

Intelligence researcher Paul Thompson agrees, “It shows that educators need to push kids towards things drawing out their natural talents.”

I thought he needed a hat that placed him at the heart of the celebrations rather than on the outside, looking on, seriously.” The Irish designer studied fashion at the National College of Art & Design in Dublin and The Royal College of Art in London.
