Some scientists say that animals in the ocean are increasingly threatened by noise pollution caused by human beings. The noise that affect sea creatures comes from a number of human activities. It is caused mainly by industrial underwater explosions, ocean drilling, and ship engines. Such noises are added to natural sounds. These sounds include the breaking of ice fields, underwater earthquakes, and sounds made by animals themselves.

Decibels（分贝）measured in water are different from those measured on land. A noise of one hundred and twenty decibels on land causes pain to human ears. In water, a decibel level of one hundred and ninety-five would have the same effect.

Some scientists have proposed setting a noise limit of one hundred and twenty decibels in oceans. They have observed that noises at that level can frighten and confuse whales.

A team of American and Canadian scientists discovered that loud noises can seriously injure some animals. The research team found that powerful underwater explosions were causing whales in the area to lose their hearing. This seriously affected the whales’ ability to exchange information and find their way. Some of the whales even died. The explosions had caused their ears to bleed and become infected.

Many researchers whose work depends on ocean sounds object to a limit of one hundred and twenty decibels. They say such a limit would mean an end to important industrial and scientific research.

Scientists do not know how much and what kinds of noises are harmful to ocean animals. However, many scientists suspect that [image: image10.png]2R (ZXXK.COM) R BT

Women are friendly. But men are more competitive. Why? Researchers have found it's all down to the hormone oxytocin(荷尔蒙催生素). Although known as the love hormone, it affects the sexes differently.
“Women tend to be social in their behaviour. They often share with others. But men lend to be competitive. They are trying to improve their social status，” said Professor Ryan.
Generally, people believe that the hormone oxytocin is let out in our body in various social situations and our body creates a large amount of it during positive social interactions (互动) such as falling in love or giving birth.
But in a previous experiment Professor Ryan found that the hormone is also let out in our body during negative social interactions such as envy.
Further researches showed that in men the hormone oxytocin improves the ability to recognize competitive relationships, but in women it raises the ability to recognize friendship.

The results indicated that, after treatment with oxytocin, men's ability to correctly recognize competitive relationships improved, but in women it was the ability to correctly recognize friendship that got better.
Professor Ryan thus concluded, “Our experiment proves that the hormone oxytocin can raise people's abilities to better distinguish different social interactions. And the behaviour differences between men and women are caused by biological factors(因素) that are mainly hormonal.”

M: I’m sorry, Lance. I don’t see it anywhere. Maybe Cindy or Sam has it. They’re in the bathroom.(9)

M: I’ll ask when they get back. I hope I didn’t lose my jacket. Either way, go get some candy before the movie starts!

M: Hi, Susan!(13)

W: Hi, Billy. Long time no see.

M: Yeah, how have you been?

W: I just got back from a vacation in Europe.(13)

M: Really? That’s great. How was it?

W: Everything was fine, except that I lost my luggage in the Zurich Airport.

W: Oh, how did that happen?

M: I have no idea. I had to transfer flights in Zurich, and I just couldn’t find my checked luggage.(11)

W: Was there anything important in the luggage?

M: I had my passport, cards, and other important documents in my hand luggage. There were just clothed and other daily necessitates in the checked luggage.

M: You were wise to put the important things in your hand luggage. Checked luggage can sometimes disappear like that.
