Neither television nor radio nor magazines nor books nor any other medium can match newspapers for depth and breadth of coverage(新闻报道)．In fact，all these media themselves depend on newspapers to bring them information that they then process and distribute as their own brand of news.

Now many newspapers are locked in a struggle for survival.If they lose—which is by no means impossible—we all lose.

The great task for editors and publishers is to respond to the competitive challenge caused by online news，and at the same time use their own online news to increase their profits (利润)．As yet，they haven’t figured out a smooth and sure way to do that.
 So they cut some more to get profit.The cuts in size that they are making are in some cases risky and in others without considering the results.With every cut，publishers tirelessly argue that readers won’t even know the difference.The trouble is that by the time customers do notice that they are getting less for their money; it will be too late—too late to notice the reduction in the number of readers.

The other big cuts，of course，are in staff(员工)．The victims would be the oldest and most experienced workers because they are the highest paid.While there is plenty of tired deadwood among them，there is also a lot of talent.

When experienced staff leave in large numbers—as they often do now—the newspaper loses great professional memory.But the real loser is the readers，who are suddenly robbed of the insights(见识) that only the experienced reporters can bring.

As for the future，there is at least one big，bright sign：intelligent young people will continue to flood into journalism in urgent search of jobs，despite its high demands and modest(不太高的) pay.

New York City consists of five boroughs：Manhattan，Brooklyn，Queens，the Bronx and Staten Island.The population is about 7.5 million living in Manhattan.Manhattan，the center of the city，is on an island between the Hudson River and the East River.Most of the famous buildings such as the Empire State and the United Nations and other skyscrapers are in Manhattan.Some of its districts are Broadway，which has many theaters and cinemas；the Fifth Avenue，with stores and apartments；Greenwich Village，where many artists and writers have lived；and Central Park，with a small zoo and a skating rink.From Manhattan you have to cross to the other boroughs through a tunnel or over a bridge.The bridge from Brooklyn to Staten Island is the longest in the world.

New York is the second largest port in the world and it has two airports：Kennedy International for international flights and La Guaridia for flights inside the USA.Its temperature goes from very cold in winter (sometimes twenty degrees centigrade below zero) to very hot in summer (sometimes 40 degrees centigrade)．The people who live there come from all over the world and speak many different languages；there are 324 Germans and 390,000 Poles as well as people from Greece，Scotland，Ireland，Hungary，Italy and Romania.People call one district “Little Italy” and another “Chinatown”．

Mother Nature can be fierce and some of the greatest power she uses comes in the form of sandstorms. They can be found across the globe and much like tornadoes (龙卷风), little is known about them. Sand and dust storms can be deadly with their suffocating winds full of sand.

A funny thing about sand and dust storms is that they hardly ever give any warning. They can be detected like a tornado but only after it has formed a dust whirl (回旋). On a radar screen, they appear to be any other mass of bad weather. However, they are much worse than a thunderstorm. Not only do sandstorms produce tornadoes called sand whirls, but they invade every corner they find. If you can get out of the path, do so.

How to survive a sandstorm when you cannot run away？Sandstorms come quickly, leaving valley like beaches in their way that can cover an entire house. If you have to stay where you are, get ready. Close all windows and doors and then cover them with plastic cloth or curtains which have to be nailed to the walls. That will help keep the millions of tiny bits from entering your throat and lungs. Cover all the holes that lead to the outside. A basement is not necessarily the best place, as the clouds of dust will sink through the floors. Cover your entire face and eyes if possible. Bandannas (头巾) will work in danger.

Hunker (蹲) down in a sealed area, box, container, or room that is in no danger of being ripped away by the fierce winds. If nothing else is available, lay yourself on plastic cloth or something made of an airtight material and then roll yourself up in it. The smallest crack will let in more sand and dust than your lungs can handle for any length of time and these forces of nature usually hang around for hours, covering everything.

Breathing through wet cloth, like in a fire situation, will also help once the clouds of dust are beginning to come in. The wet cloth stops the dust and provides moisture in a difficult situation.

Carbon monoxide(一氧化碳) poisoning kills and injures many people and animals around the world. The gas has been a problem since people first began burning fuels to cook food or to create heat. It is a problem in all parts of the world that experience cold weather.

Carbon monoxide is called the silent killer because people do not know it is in the air. The gas has no color. It has no taste. It has no smell. It does not cause burning eyes. And it does not cause people to cough. But it is very deadly. It robs the body of its ability to use oxygen.

Carbon monoxide decreases the ability of the blood to carry oxygen to body tissues. It does this by linking with the blood. When the gas links with the blood, the blood is no longer able to carry oxygen to the tissues that need it.

Damage to the body can begin very quickly from large amounts of carbon monoxide. How quickly this happens depends on the length of time a person is breathing the gas and the amount of the gas he or she breathes in.

Carbon monoxide poisoning has warning signs. But people have to be awake to recognize them. Small amounts of the gas will cause a person's head to hurt. He or she may begin to feel tired. The person may feel sick. The room may appear to be turning around. The person may have trouble thinking clearly. People develop severe head pains as the amount of the gas continues to enter their blood. They will begin to feel very tired and sleepy. They may have terrible stomach pains.

Medical experts say carbon monoxide affects people differently. For example, a small child will experience health problems or die much quicker than an adult will. The general health of the person or his or her age can also be important. An older adult with health problems may suffer the effects of carbon monoxide more quickly than a younger person with no health problems. People with heart disease may suffer chest pains. They may begin to have trouble breathing.
