Leon McCarthy, 12, was born without fingers on his left hand. That didn't stop him from being able to do many tasks. But Leon could not grasp more than one object at a time. So Leon's father, Paul, created a Prosthesis(假肢), using a 3D printer. Now Leon has fingers that open and close. “It was a do-it-yourself, father-and-son adventure.” says Paul.

When Leon was a baby, his doctor advised his parents not to give him a prosthetic hand until he was in his early teens. “The doctor said Leon should first learn to get full use out of the hand he was born with,” says Paul. As Leon got older, his father looked into buying a prosthetic hand, which can cost as much as $30,000. Paul found a more affordable solution.

One day, Paul discovered a video on the Internet about Robohand, a prosthesis created with a 3D printer. He downloaded the free instructions and called Robohand's creators for advice. They told him all he needed was a 3D printer--which costs around $2,000--and some materials.

Luckily, Leon's school had recently purchased a 3D printer and it offered to help Paul build the hand for Leon. “We used a soccer shinguard(护胫), cardboard, and tape. They cost about $10.” says paul.

With his new hand, Leon can do things better. “I can help my mom more, because now I can carry two grocery bags,” he says.

Leon's father has already built several hands for Leon. Leon helps design each one. He says there's one thing in particular that he wants to do with a future prosthesis. “The goal,” he says, “is to be able to tie my shoelaces(鞋带)．”

During the past Spring Festival，many children may have received red packets from their families. But Xing Pu, a 40-year-old economist，is asking the government to give red packets to every Chinese citizen.

Xing suggested the government give out 1,000 yuan to each Chinese since the government income has increased rapidly in recent years. He said his suggestion would allow everyone to directly enjoy the fruits of the country's economic success，help the lower-income groups deal with rising prices and increase consumption(消费)around the country.

Recent years have seen the government carry out a series of pro-poor (扶贫) and pro-rural(惠农)policies，including increasing spending on public health care and calling off the agricultural tax. But the lower-income group still needs more help while being hit hard by an 11-year high in prices and recent snowstorms.

Xing said while making the draft，he has borrowed many ideas from practices in countries like the United States and Singapore. Earlier this year, the governments of the two nations offered cash handouts(救济)to their citizens as the result of a surplus in government income. As for in China，“We can even encourage the rich to donate their 1,000 yuan red packet to the poor,” said Xing.

Although Xing's suggestion has gained wide support among ordinary Chinese on the Internet，many other economists criticized it as unpractical. Even Xing himself admitted he made the suggestion without any careful calculation. But they agreed with Xing's point that the growing economic pie should be shared among the people.

“To better use the increase of money，handing out money is not a solution that holds good for all time. It could be better to improve the public service or cut the price of energy use in daily life,” said Qiao Xinsheng，an economic professor.

Gregory Kloehn digs through dustbins every day, but not for the reason that most people would think. He isn't homeless. In fact he is trying to help the homeless.

Gregory began his life as a sculptor. But he often felt that his sculptures，which just stood in rich people's houses for years, lacked a meaningful purpose. So in 2011 he decided to put his artistic energies into creating homes to sell—not ordinary homes but small structures built entirely from recycled materials.

The thought of creating homes for the homeless didn't occur to him until the year 2013, when a homeless couple asked him for a tarp(防水布). Instead of a tarp, Gregory offered them something better: a small home with a water tank, a kitchen and a trap(容器) for waste. They were so grateful that Gregory decided to focus his efforts on helping house the homeless population in his city. And soon his “Homeless Homes Project” was started.

Before starting a new home, Gregory, goes hunting for materials by digging through dustbins. Everything he finds is usable—refrigerator doors become house doors; washing machine doors often serve as windows, and the tops of cars become strong roofs. He put wheels at the bottom for users to move their homes around easily. Each home takes two to three days to make.

So far Gregory has donated dozens of homes to the city's most needy. While his small lowcost mobile homes are not the final solution to the problem of homelessness, they are really practical and do provide a warm and safe place for the homeless to stay in. They are simply a way for one man to do something nice for those in need of some help.

Gregory has written a book titled Homeless Architecture,  where he explains techniques to build those homes and he is now working on weekend workshops. “A lot of people who hear about what I'm doing want to get involved，” he said. “Maybe we can meet someplace and put a couple of homes together.”

In his younger days, Colombian pianist Oscar Garcia toured several continents playing Latin American music with popular bands. The experience was memorable. He stayed at luxury hotels, dined on delicious food and rubbed shoulders with star singers like Celia Cruz, Johny Ventura and Willie Chirino.

Yet the gig (演出) Carcia has enjoyed the most is the one he now does every morning—playing the piano at a public dining hall for senior citizens in Sweetwater. For nearly two decades, he has arrived at the Claude & Mildred Pepper Senior Activities Center at 8 a. m. from Monday to Friday. He brings musical joy to dozens of seniors who go to the center to socialize, play bingo and enjoy a free lunch.

In Sweetwater, where many residents struggle to make a living, close to 17 percent of the population are over 65. About 500 benefit from social projects like the senior center, where English and citizenship classes are also offered.

García, who is in his 60s, arrives early to tune the piano and the organ. Then he begins playing easy listening songs to welcome the early arrivals at the center at 10600 SW Fourth St.

A recent morning, García told the story of how he became the pianist for the senior center and how the seniors became his favorite audiences. “These old people really enjoy what I do. It lights up their days,” he said.

It all started 18 years ago when tired of more than 20 years on the road with the band Los Melódicos, García decided to settle in South Florida. He moved in with relatives in Sweetwater, where every morning he would walk his little nieces to the senior center's lawn.
