    Have you ever gotten up one day and said to yourself, "I know what I want! I want to visit the South Pole!" Well, my guess is few of us have ever thought about this, much less to give it voice. Antarctic tours offer a chance to explore an almost totally pristine(原始的) area of our planet. Here you are given a chance to see and experience nature in its most pure form, untouched and unspoiled by civilization.

    Antarctic tours are usually set in motion in the Argentina's capital city of Buenos Aires. From Buenos Aires one travels south to Tierra del Fuego and then to the world's southernmost city of Ushuaia. It is here at Ushuaia that your Antarctic tour cruise will sail you on your way to South Pole adventures. Here on the southernmost continent there are experts in the history, biology, geology and marine life in a classroom setting and wild excursions to aid your research, your studies or just plain curiosity.

    Your Antarctic tour will bring you on a thrilling visit to see penguins, seals, sea lions and aquatic( 水生的；水栖的)life found only here.     A recent archaeological discovery made in Germany: excavators(挖掘机) working to uncover a Stone Age site near Leipzig have found a rather special ornamented (有装饰的）purse— one that's studded(镶满饰钮的) with a hundred dog teeth. And according to the archaeologists, "It seems to have been very fashionable at the time."

    The purse was found at what is believed to be an ancient grave site dating back to about 2,500 B.C. To date, the project has uncovered evidence of Stone and Bronze Age settlements, including more than 300 graves, hundreds of stone tools, spear points, bone buttons, and an amber necklace.

    Nothing at the site compares to the dog teeth purse. Archaeologists say it's a very unique find, and an indication that dogs played an important role in the lives of Stone Age cultures. Writing in National Geographic News, Andrew Curry offers some explanations: as rare as the dog teeth purse may be, but canine(犬科动物的) teeth are actually fairly common in Stone Age northern and central European burials.

    In fact, the sheer numbers of teeth in graves around the region suggest dogs were as much livestock as pets—the purse cover alone required the teeth of dozens of animals.

    In other area Stone Age burials, dog and wolf teeth, as well as mussel shells, have been uncovered in patterns that suggest that corpses（僵尸）were covered with studded blankets. More commonly, though, dog teeth are found in hair ornaments and in necklaces, for both women and men.

    Given that dog's teeth were very popular back then, it's difficult to find out the exact function or nature of the purse. It very well could have been something "fashionable", or an item used for practical or ceremonial purposes. One thing's for sure, though, it's pretty cool.

5. 拼写与标点符号是语言准确性的一个方面，评分时，应视其对交际的影响程度予以考虑。英、美拼写和词汇用法均可接受。
6. 如书写较差，以至影响交际，将分数降低一个档次。
7. 内容要点可用不同方式表达，对紧扣主题的适当发挥不予扣分。
第五档(很好)：(21-25分)

   Millions of people all over the world use the word "OK". In fact, some people say the word is used more often than any other word in the world. OK means all right or acceptable. It expresses agreement or approval. Still, language experts do not agree about where the word came from. Some people say it came from the Native American Indian tribe known as the Choctaw. The Choctaw word "okeh" means the same as the American word "okay". Experts say early explorers in the American West spoke the Choctaw language in the nineteenth century. The language spread across the country. But many people dispute this. Language expert Allen Walker Read wrote about the word "OK" in reports published in the nineteen sixties. He said the word began being used in the eighteen thirties. It was a short way of writing a different spelling of the words "all correct". Some foreign-born people wrote "all correct" as "o-1-1 k-o-r-r-e-c-t", and used the letters O.K.  Still others say a political organization invented the word. The organization supported Martin Van Buren for president in eighteen forty. They called their group, the O.K. Club. The letters were taken from the name of the town where Martin Van Buren was born-Old Kinderhook, New York.  Not everyone agrees with this explanation, either. But experts do agree that the word is purely American. And it has spread to almost every country on earth.
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
