    Until relatively recently，the vast majority of human beings lived and died without ever seeing a city．The first city was probably founded no more than 5，500 years ago．But even 200
years ago，only a few people could live ill cities．In fact，nearly everyone lived on farms or in tiny rural villages．It was not until the 20th century that Great Britain became the first urban society in history--a society in which the majority of people live in cities and do not farm for a living．
    Britain was only tile beginning．Soon many other industrial nations became urban societies．The process of urbanization--the migration of people from the countryside to the city was the result of modernization．which has rapidly transformed how people live and where they live．
    In 1900，fewer than 40％of Americans lived in urban areas．Today，over 82％of Americans live in cities．Only about 2％live on farms． The rest live in small towns．
    Largo cities were impossible until agriculture became industrialized．Eyen in advanced agricultural societies．it took about ninety-five people on farms to feed five people in cities．That kept cities very small．Until modern times，those living in cities were mainly the ruling elite(精英)and the servants，laborers and professionals who served them．Cities survived by taxing farmers and were limited in size by the amount of surplus(多余的)food that the rural population produced and by the ability to move this surplus from farm to city．
    Over the past two centuries，the Industrial Revolution has broken this balance between the city and the country．Modernization drew people to the cities and made．farmers more productive．Today，instead of needing ninety five farmers to feed five city people，one American farmer is able to feed more than a hundred nonfarmers．

    When his heart problems led to operation，Jim went through it successfully，anti a full recovery was expected．Within days，however．his heart was not beating properly．Jim was rushed back to operation．but nothing was found to explain the cause of his illness．Fie died on the operating tame on the day before his 48th birthday．
    Dr．Bruce Smoller．a psychologist，had had many conversations with him，and the more
he learned．the stranger Ile realized Jim s case was．When Jim was a child。his father，a teacher，suffered a heart attack and stayed home to recover．One morning Jim asked his father to look over his homework．promising 10 come home from school at noon to pick it up．His father agreed，but when Jim returned his father had died．Jim s father was 48．
    “I think a11 his lire Jim believed he killed his father，”Dr．Smoller says．“He felt that if
he had not asked him to look at his homework，his father would have lived．Jim had been troubled by the idea．The operation was the trial he had expected for forty years．”Smoller believes that Jim willed himself not to live to the age of 48．
    Jim’s case shows the powerful role that attitude plays in physical health，and that childhood experiences produce a far—reaching effect on the health of grown-ups．Although most cases are less direct than Jim’s．studies show that childhood events，besides genes(基因)，may well cause such midlife diseases as cancer，heart disease and mental illness．

    The British are often considered to be polite hut this Call he very confusing for non-native speakers，We often don’t say what we are thinking—in fact we often say the opposite! Here’s an example that will hopefully explain what I mean：
    “You should come round for tea!”
    Is this a genuine invitation or is the person just being polite?sterc01ypically(典型地)，British people are less open than people from other cultures，so we aren’t as quick to invite people into our homes．This phrase is one of those that we say hut often don’t really mean，so when no further details are given，you can probably assume it was made in the name of politeness! But how does this compare to other countries?
    When I lived in India．10ts of people would invite me into their homes hut I always assumed that they were just being polite．Of course，I was wrong．The invitations were almost always genuine，anti people expected me to visit them．1 was always surprised by how welcoming people were．In fact，T think T spent more time at other people’s houses than my own!
    This summer，while working in Austria，one of nay flatmates(室友)made mc think about invitations again．She invited me to Join her and her boyfriend for a meal out．A1though touched by the invitation，I immediately assumed that she was just being polite so I told her that I didn’t want to intrude．She replied with·“If I didn’t want you to come，I wouldn’t have invited you in the first place!”That taught me politeness is culturally defined．

    As I write this I’nl sat on a bumpy(颠簸的)bus back to Santiago in Chile where I am currently working as a language assistant for the year．I’ve just spent the weekend in a city 5 hours north of Santiago called La Sarena．During，my visit 1 was 1ucky enough to go and see the Flowering Desert，a natural phenomenon that occurs around every 5 years here in the Atacama Desert．
    Following a particularly large amount of rainfall earlier in the year，a variety of flowers come into blossom between the months of September and November．There are in fact more than 200 species of flowers that can be found．As well as the plants，there is a big increase of species of insects，birds and 1izards(蜥蜴)in the area．
    The Atacama Desert is usually one of the driest places on Earth．In fact，it’s officially the
driest desert and has soil similar to samples taken from Mars! However，the bloom is particularly impressive this year and this is due to the strong presence of El Nino, This is a band of warm water that occurs in the Pacific Ocean off the western coast of South America，changing the temperatures and increasing the rainfall in certain areas．
    In order to catch a glimpse of this magnificent jewel of nature，l took a bus with some friends 2 hours north from La Serena to a town called Vallenar．According to the limited information 8vajlable online and in the guidebooks．this was the Flowering Desert’s most southern spot．We asked in the city hall what to do and very generously one of the women there offered to drive us to the area 10kms away．What we saw did not disappoint，and as expected it was even more astonishing than the pictures we had seen online．The vast rug(地毯)of colour spreading into the distance towards the contrasting green hills was simply splendid．A real reminder of the beauty our planet can provide．

    Although they know that antibiotics kill only bacteria but not viruses and the obvious risk of antibiotic overuse to personal health，many doctors still use antibiotics when the drugs are not necessary．  36  In some serious cases，the patients with them failed to respond to any medical treatment and died within days．Therefore，several medical organizations have tried to correct antibiotic misuse by explaining when the drugs are not needed．
Ear Diseases   
Earaches account for over half of ear related diseases for children．Most earaches gradually heal with no antibiotic in aaya，especially in children two and older．  37   
    Eye Diseases
    Doctors often use antibiotic eye drops after treating related diseases．Macular Degeneration, for example，is an eye disease generally treated with injections or laser(激光)operation．But those drops are rarely needed after such procedures and can even damage patients’eyes．
    Lung Diseases
    For older patients．particularly those who live in long-term care centers，doctors need to
use antibiotics when a routine test finds bacteria in lung．  38  
    Throat Diseases
    39  Therefore，antibiotics shouldn’t he widely used in treatments for such diseases．Only less than one third of strep throats are bacterial．If you suspect bacterial throat，get tested to find out for sure．
    Another report，conducted by the U．S．Centers for Disease Control and Prevention，also
indicates that antibiotic misuse affects at least two million people in America annually，killing more than 23，000．  40   Therefore，health experts urge all doctors in practice to follow the
above instructions．
