In 1989，Chito Shedden，a fisherman from Siquirres，Costa Rica，was walking along a fiver bank when he spotted a dying crocodile，which had been shot through the head．Chito acted quickly，asking several brave friends to load the heavy reptile(爬行动物)into his boat．He named the huge reptile，“Pocho”and began to care for him in his own backyard．
In time，Pocho improved enough to return to normal health．It was time for him to return to his own river in the wild．Chito and his friends loaded the crocodile back into his boat and released him in a nearby fiver．The next morning，however，something incredible happened…   
When Chito awoke the next morning and walked outside，he found Pocho sleeping at the door．The crocodile had swum down the fiver and followed him home．It seemed to Chito that Pocho had made his choice．He wanted to live with the man who had saved his life．
As time marched on，Pocho became a member of the family．Sometimes，Chito tried calling his name．The crocodile responded，and the fisherman knew he could be trained…Chito worked with Pocho for 10 years before he started to become more playful．It was a slow and challenging process．
Now，the two are inseparable．Every day，Chito wades out into the chest-deep water in his 100 square meters lake and calls out for his friend，who appears from beneath the muddy depths to roll about and play with his keeper．The unique ritual(老规矩)has drawn the attention of tourists from around the world…
Every Sunday afternoon for the past few decades，Chito and Pocho have performed a weekly act in his own backyard before hundreds of tourists．Many tourists travel to Siquirres only to see the show．The trust relationship between man and reptile is highlighted by the water wrestling，belly rubs，and hand feeding that the two friends engage in during the show．

Self-driving cars are so popular that the University of Michigan has even established a town called Mcity to allow car manufacturers to safely test their autonomous cars．
While Mcity can be used to simulate(模拟)many real-life road conditions，it cannot help test gestures drivers use to communicate their intention to other drivers，pedestrians or cyclists．To find a solution，US car manufacturer Ford，with researchers from Virginia Tech，initially considered using text as a way to communicate the car's intention，but decided it would probably not work universally．The option of using symbols was also discarded，because research shows that a majority of people do not have a good understanding of what they mean．
Finally，the researchers settled on light signals．A white light warned that there were no humans in the car. A slow blinking one indicated that the car was coming to a stop，while a rapidly flashing light cautioned passersby that the car was about to accelerate．
Then came the big challenge—testing the signals on real roads．“We needed to try out this new lighting to communicate the intention of the vehicle，but if you’ve got a driver behind the seat，you still have natural communication between humans，”said Andy Shaudt，who led the Virginia Tech research team．“So we needed to make it look like a driverless ear．”
The team designed a car seat costume(戏装)that the driver would wear to cover his／her face and upper body．Of course，the drivers could see very clearly．The researchers then equipped the car with cameras to capture human reactions to a light bar on the windshield(挡风玻璃)，which flashed one of the three signals when appropriate．Six drivers，all keeping their hands low on the wheel so as not to be detected，took turns to test driving the car through the busy streets.
The overall reaction to the flashing lights was very encouraging．Who knew costumes could be useful for more than Halloween?

D
Columbus Day has been on American calendars since 1937，when President Franklin D．Roosevelt declared October 12 a federal holiday to honor the Italian explorer who“discovered”the Americas in 1492．However，the  holiday has always been controversial．Many people believe that Christopher Columbus should not be given credit for“discovering”the continent，since native Americans had already been living there for generations．
Besides，the explorer，s mission was not a scientific“voyage of discovery”，but one intended to conquer the new land．Critics maintain that the Spanish army Columbus brought on his second voyage，caused the deaths of hundreds of thousands of indigenous(土著的)people．Those that survived the massacre became slaves，working in mines．Many，therefore，believe that the explorer's arrival should not be celebrated．
In 1977，a delegation of Native nations at the International Conference on Discrimination Against Indigenous Populations in the Americas，proposed renaming the holiday to“Indigenous People’s Day”．The proposal passed with a majority．
    However，convincing the rest of the country to do the same was not that easy．It took 15 years before the city of Berkeley in California adopted the name in 1992 and then 22 more years before Minneapolis，MN and Seattle，WA did the same in 2014．The following year，eight more cities including Albuquerque，NM and Portland，OR，began celebrating the second Monday of October as“Indigenous People’s Day”. The movement really started to gain momentum in 2016 when 19 cities，including Boulder，CO and Phoenix，AZ，as well as the states of Minnesota and Vermont，a11 decided to rename the day to honor Native Americans．In 2017，21 more cities，including Austin，TX and Los Angeles，CA have made the shih．
    With the increasingly larger number of cities moving away from Columbus Day each year，it will be interesting to see if“Indigenous People’s Day”gets federal recognition．Meanwhile，it will continue to be the focal point of debates throughout the Americas．
