If you go into outer space without protection, you’ll die. The lack of pressure would force the air in your lungs to rush out. Gases in your body would expand, pushing the skin apart and forcing it to expand like a balloon. Your blood would start to boil.

But one group of animals can survive this: tiny creatures called tardigrades (水熊虫) about 1mm long. In 2007, thousands of tardigrades were attached to a satellite and sent into space. After the satellite had returned to Earth, scientists examined them and found that many of them had survived. Some of the females had even laid eggs in space, and their young were healthy. How do these creatures survive in such extreme conditions?

It’s not just the extreme environment of outer space that tardigrades can survive in. They seem to be adept atliving in some of the most terrible regions of Earth. They have been discovered 5546m up a mountain in the Himalayas, in Japanese hot springs, at the bottom of the ocean and in Antarctic. They can stand huge amounts of radiation, being heated to 150℃, and being frozen almost to absolute zero.

Tardigrades, at first glance, are frightening . They have fat faces with folds of flesh, a bit like a monster. They have eight legs, with fierce claws like those of great bears. Their mouth is also a serious weapon, with sharp teeth that can spear prey(猎物) . But there’s no need to worry. Tadigrades are one of nature’s smallest animals. They are never more than 1.5mm long, and can only be seen with a microscope.

They are commonly known as “water bears” . There are 900 known kinds. Most feed by sucking the juices from moss, lichens(地衣) and algae and others are carnivores(肉食动物), and can even prey on other tardigrades.

They are truly ancient. Fossils of tardigrades date back to the period over 500 million years ago.

The 34th Beijing International Marathon has acquired a new name among some disappointed participants: Smogathon.
    About 30,000 runners, many from other parts of China or abroad, awoke in the Chinese capital on Sunday to an orange sun glowing weakly through a dirty haze(雾霾). Some ran anyway. Some ran away. But no one cancelled on the advice of the organizers, the Chinese Athletic Association and the Beijing Municipal Bureau of Sports, because those organizations did not call it off. That has made participants call the International Association of Athletics Federations (IAAF), which has approved the 26-mile, or 42-kilometer race, to set air quality standards in the future to avoid damaging the runners’ health. 
    “Does the IAAF have guidelines?” asked Chas Pope, a British engineer who took part in the marathon on Sunday. “If they don’t, they should consider it,” said Mr. Pope, who has lived in Beijing for 11 years and runs several long-distance races each year. “It’s meant to be fun and good for your health,” Mr. Pope said of the marathon. “But in such air, it’s just ridiculous to be running,” he said. He abandoned the course. “Most of my overseas friends pulled out,” he said. “And quite a few of my Chinese friends too, but a lot didn’t. I think they don’t know as much about the health effect.”
    Images on Twitter and Chinese social media showed Chinese runners wearing a variety of face protections, from light cloth masks to World War I-style gas masks. Still, many completed the race without masks. “Today’s race should definitely have been called off or rescheduled,” said Zhang Kai, Beijing-based campaigner with Greenpeace East Asia. “What happened today to this sports even is just another reminder to the government that much remains to be done to China’s energy and industrial structure to solve pollution,” said Mr. Zhang. “If the battle against pollution is a marathon, it is now time to catch up on speed.”
