Most people think the Internet is a free speech zone, but how far should that freedom of speech be allowed to go?
An American student Katherine Evans, 19, said she was not satisfied with her head teacher. So the girl, who was then a high school senior and honor student in Miami, logged onto the networking site Facebook and created a group against the teacher, Sarah Phelps. The group was called “Ms Sarah Phelps is the worst teacher I’ve ever met!” and featured a photograph of the teacher, and an invitation for other students to “express your feelings of hatred”.
Her posting drew a handful of responses, some of which were in support of the teacher and critical of Evans. “Whatever your reasons for hating her are, they’re probably very immature,” a former student of Ms Phelps wrote in her defense. 
    A few days later, Evans removed the post from her Facebook page and went about the business of preparing for graduation in the fall. 
But two months after her online behavior, Evans was called into the principal’s office and was told she was being suspended (停课) for “cyberbullying (络暴力)”. It was a black mark on her record. And she said she feared that it could keep her from getting into graduate schools or landing her dream job. 
“It was all very quick the way it happened,” said Evans, now a freshman at the University of Florida. 
She recently sued(起诉)the principal of her school, Peter Bayer, for ordering her three-day suspension. She simply wanted to have the suspension removed from her record, according to the New York Times. 
Although her lawyer Matthew Bavaro viewed the suspension as an attack on Evans’s right to free speech, teachers disagreed. 
“You can express an opinion whether someone is a good teacher. But when you start inviting people to say that they hate a teacher, that crosses the line,” they say. 
The lawsuit (诉讼) is one of about a dozen across the United States that deal with cyberbullying and the explosion of social networking sites. The US courts are figuring out where the boundaries end and start when it comes to off-campus speech.

Your chair is your enemy.
It doesn’t matter if you go running every morning, or you’re a regular at the gym. If you spend most of the rest of the day sitting, you are putting yourself at increased chance of heart disease, cancers and an early death. In other words, even if you exercise energetically, sitting for long periods is bad for you. 
So what’s wrong with sitting? One is that sitting is one of the most passive things you can do. You burn more energy by chewing gum than you do sitting still in a chair. Compared to sitting, standing in one place is hard work. To stand, you have to tense your leg muscles, and the muscles of your back and shoulders. While standing, you often change from leg to leg. All of this burns energy. 
For many people, weight gain is a matter of slow increase. Thus, a little more time on your feet today and tomorrow can easily make the difference between remaining thin and getting fat. So part of the problem with sitting a lot is that you don’t use as much energy as those who spend more time on their feet.  This  makes it easier to gain weight, and makes you more likely to suffer from the health problems that fatness often brings.
Some people have advanced solutions: replace your sit-down desk with a stand-up desk. Make sure that your television can only operate if you are practicing on an exercise bike. Replace your office chair with a therapy(治疗) ball: this too uses more muscles, and more energy, than a normal chair, because you have to support your back and work to keep balanced. But whatever you choose, know this. It is clear: be careful of your chair.

Part of the ocean’s power comes from its size. All of the oceans are really big. Scientists estimate that there are about 330 million cubic miles of water in the oceans. There are four main oceans ---- the Atlantic, the Indian, the Arctic, and the Pacific. The largest and deepest is the Pacific Ocean. In fact, the Pacific Ocean is so big that if we could pick up the land on the earth, we could fit it inside this ocean. 
The movement of ocean water has a great effect on the earth, and the oceans are always in motion. Do you know that there are rivers of water flowing through the oceans? That’s right---- water flowing through water. These huge rivers of water are called currents. You can’t see currents, but as any sailor knows, you can feel them moving. 
Strong rivers of water that move close to the surface of the ocean are called surface currents. The wind and rotation (自转) of the earth create these currents. 
When the baby sea turtle makes it to the water, she will probably head for the safety of a large surface current off the coast where she was born. Here the turtle can find a good food supply while avoiding the many enemies near the shore. After floating around in this current for a few years, the turtle will grow big enough to defend herself against most predators. Then she can go back to waters near the coast. 
Surface currents are important because they can help warm or cool land. Surface currents that flow from regions near the Equator carry warm water. Those that flow from the polar regions carry cold water.
Another kind of current found far below the surface of the water is called a deep ocean current. These currents form when very cold water meets warm water. The cold water sinks under the warm water, and this movement causes currents.
