National Apple Harvest(收获)Festival

The National Apple Harvest Festival is held during the first two weekends in Arendtsville, Pennsylvania in October each year．It should be on the list of top choice for people who want to take part in one of America’s most famous traditions：apple picking．Festival-goers can drink fresh-pressed apple juice，try their luck at square—dancing and listen to live music in this tiny town just outside of Gettysburg．

International Balloon Festival
If you like hot-air balloons and New Mexico，then you will love the International Balloon Festival in Albuquerque．Each year in October，more than 600 hot-air balloons fill the sky over a 365-acre park—it's really an amazing sight! Watch the sight at 7o'clock each morning，and then stick around to see the flying competitions and firework shows．

Punkin Chunkin    
What do you imagine when you hear the words“punkin chunkin”? If you’re imagining pumpkins being hurtled(猛烈碰撞)through the air thousands of feet above ground，you're right．To see the best of the best, you’ll have to attend the World Championship Punkin Chunkin event in Delaware, where more than l 00，000 people attend the three-day festival each November．

German Village Oktoberfest    
If you don’t want to make a trip to Munich for the most known Oktoberfest，the German Village Oktoberfest in Columbus，Ohio，is the next best thing. This celebration is held each September over a l00，000-square-foot pavilion(展馆)．You can listen to real German music and learn how to pair the proper cheese with the proper beer—an important life skill.

Some very common answers to this question are that teachers need to love their students, that they need to have an expert knowledge of their subjects, and that they should devote themselves completely to their jobs. All of these ideas are, of course, true to a certain extent(在一定程度上)but they are perhaps a little too simple.

It is impossible for anyone to love everyone he knows, and teachers deal with a very large number of students over the years. On the other hand, teachers should certainly be able to make their students feel that they are interested in them and pay attention to the development of both their brains and their characters. A deep knowledge is the ability to pass that knowledge on to the students effectively--- a teacher needs to be trained in the skills of teaching. These skills include how to control a class, and so on. Finally, teachers have to devote a lot of time and energy to their work, of course. However, as models, they should set a good example for their students to follow, so it is important that they should be well-balanced people with interests outside their work,  friends, hobbies, etc. A teacher who only lives for work is likely to become too narrow minded(狭隘的）.

Freshmen(一年级学生)sometimes feel it is hard to get used to their high school life．“Some kids come here and they know a lot of kids．However, some other kids come here and they don't know anybody,” says Kevin Marcoux．He is the director at

Killinly High School in Connecticut, where freshmen come from about l0 different middle schools．Parents can use the following methods to help their freshmen get used to their high school life quickly．    

Understand high school culture

There are many things about high school that are different from teenagers’ old school environment，so they will experience many changes．It’s important for parents to know these changes．“Some parents will come to me and feel an 88 is a bad grade，and we have to explain that the high school courses are quite different from those in middle schools or junior high schools,” Marcoux says．“Pay more attention to what they are learning instead of their grades．”    

Work with freshmen on their communication skills

“Parents can help teenagers develop their communication skills by role-playing,’’ Marcoux says．“Parents could take on the role of the teacher and ask their students who they are and what they are trying to say．Then，the parents and students can work together to find out a better way to communicate．Letting teenagers know the methods to keep track of (了解)tasks，like a calendar，can help.”

Help freshmen take part in courses that interest them 

“Students may become active if they find courses that interest them,” says Marcoux．His school offers several different courses students can learn，like early childhood education．“Once students find the direction they are interested in，they will

 be more excited at school,” he says．“Parents should ask students about what their interests are and help them find their interests．They shouldn't be afraid to talk with school officials who may help．Parents should realize that this is their child’s journey through high schoo1．
