Wells Cathedral Library, Somerset

The medieval library of Wells Cathedral was built in the mid-15th century. Most of the 2,800 volumes (书) in the collection today were got in the 16th to 18th centuries. The earliest book is a copy of Pliny’s Naturalis Historiae printed in 1472. The library also has a set of Aristotle’s works finished in 1497.

The phone call in question was one that she had been waiting on for a few weeks： the final diagnosis（诊断）of her breast cancer.
The process of treatment was slow and hellish. After the treatment，all her hair thinned，and she wore false eyelashes some days and penciled in the gaps in her eyebrows. My mother，who would never take naps or sleep past eight in the morning，was suddenly so exhausted by being awake that she would sometimes stay in bed for the whole day. Actually after the surgery，she felt too painful and weak to lift a gallon of milk.
She once asked me if I was glad to be aware of her illness. I spent the majority of the year of her treatment worrying but I told my mother that I was glad to have had the privilege of worrying.
Before my 13th birthday，I'd always considered a birthday to have fun and the joy of becoming a year older. Seeing my mom for the first time after surgery was the end of that. That isn't to say that she had changed fundamentally；my mother was still beautiful and kind and incredibly strong，but the person that she was no longer tied to my ideas of her.
Growing up and beginning to see your parents as people are inseparable processes. That birthday was the turning point of a year that forced me to begin to see my mother as a person，someone whole and real.

    More and more birds are flying to settle at Qinghai Lake, one of the highest inland lakes in China, thanks to the protection efforts of local governments. Covering an area of over 4,000 square kilometers. Qinghai Lake is also the country’s biggest salt-water lake . Located in Northwest China’s Qinghai Province, the lake is famous for the two islands at its northwest point--Cormorant Island and Egg Island. The two islands have plenty of floating grass and various schools of fish, offering rich food sources for birds. The islands have become a paradise （天堂）for different kinds of groups of birds and have been called‘Bird Islands’.
    Each March and April, when ice and snow covering the Qinghai-Tibet Plateau starts to melt （融化）, over 20 kinds of birds fly to the Bird Islands to lay eggs. During the months, flocks （鸟群） of birds cover the whole sky over the islands and birds eggs can be found everywhere. Visitors can hear the singing of birds from miles away . These have become a world famous symbol of the lake.
    To protect this paradise for birds and support calls for ecological protection, China set up the Qinghai Lake Natural Protection Zone at the end of 1997. Meanwhile , the State has pointed out the Bird Islands and Spring bay of the Qinghai Lake as central protection zones.
    Inspection officials and management employees often patrol （巡逻）the lake , improving local residents’knowledge of related laws and spreading knowledge about animal protection to visitors. They are making great efforts to call on people to love and protect the birds. At the same time, they have built special fences around the island area, to prevent wolves, foxes and other carnivorous animals, as well as illegal hunters from breaking up the birds’nest-building, egg-laying and breeding（繁殖）. As a result , more and more birds are coming to the islands for sheltering and breeding.

Research on the human brain has been attracting more and more scientists in recent years., just like the booming(昌盛的)hi-tech industry. One of the latest research topics is how to change the human brain or combine the Computer and the human brain, i. e, to transport a chip into human brain. This innovation(改革) may take everyone’s dream come true .If we compare a human brain to a hard disc, what the scientists are doing is to enlarge the applicable capacity of the hard disc. For the time being, there are some difficulties in such transport experiments, but scientist never give up.
Experiments were started on animals .In 1996 , a transplant experiment performed at the Defense and Military Physiology Research institute in the U.S. turned a bear into a dolphin.
    The dolphin was named Ted, and the bear was named Tallin. Using the most advanced technology, deep and detailed were made of the swimming action memory area in Ted’s brain by the scientists. They obtained a series of useful information, the signals transferred by the nerve system. Such information was saved into a button—sized chip, which was then transplanted into the action memory area in Tallinn’s brain. The information saved on the chip was released by means of electric power.
    Recently, another comprehensive memory transplant was performed at the Motor Never Research Institute of the University of California. The comprehensive memory transplanted in the experiment included actions, moods, logic ,words, images, etc. The experiment involved an entire transplant of the memory area. This was the largest such experiment done so far.
    The transplant was performed from a dog named “Genius” to a dog named “idiot”. “genius” could understand and follow up to 100 gestures and orders made by its master. It was a real genius in memorizing .”Idiot” was the younger brother of “Genius”. It had no contact with people at all since its birth. It became an animal with nothing in its brain, without any memory.
