People are less likely to yawn(打哈欠) when others do as they get older, a study has found.

Contagious(传染的) yawning is related more closely to a person’s age than tiredness and energy levels, US-based scientists said. Researchers are now looking at whether to catch yawns from other people is a born ability, with the hope of helping treat some mental health disorders.
    People with some mental illnesses are reportedly less able to catch yawns, researchers said, so understanding the genes(基因) that are connected with contagious yawning could open new paths for treatment.
    In the study, published in the journal Plos One, 328 participants were shown a three-minute video showing other people yawning. Each participant had to click a button every time they yawned. Overall, 68 percent of the participants yawned. Of those, 82 percent of people aged under 25 yawned, compared with 60 percent of people aged between 25 and 49, and 41 percent of people aged over 50.
    Dr Elizabeth Cirulli, assistant professor of medicine at Duke University in Durham, North Carolina, led the study. She said, “This is the first study to look at a large number of factors. It is the largest study, when it comes to the number of people participating, till now.” She said she did not know why contagious yawning reduced with age. 
    Dr Cirulli added that although age was the most important predictor(预测器) of contagious yawning, only 8% of the change in whether or not a participant yawned was explained by their age.
    “Most of change in the contagious yawning reaction was just not explained,” said Dr Cirulli. 
     Robert R Provine, professor of psychology at the University of Maryland in Baltimore County, said the study was “special” as it was the first time a link between ageing and contagious yawning had been shown. Prof Provine said the findings could help to understand why laughing and coughing were so contagious. He added, “Contagious acts such as yawning and laughing remind us that we are often mindless to control our behaviour.”

Iyehezkiel Parudani lost his eyesight at age six from chicken pox（水痘）. He now teaches English to blind students at the Pajajaran Special School in the city of Bandung. He says learning English can help blind people feel better about themselves and find jobs.

He says blind people should not let their disabilities(残疾) affect their dreams. In 2008, the Ford Foundation gave him a chance to study at the University of Texas. There, he earned a Master's degree in curriculum(课程) development. He wants his students to learn English so they can also study abroad. 

Eha Lestari was one of Iyehezkiel Parudani's star students. She is almost completely blind when she was four years old. She says learning English has changed her life.

Eha Lestari traveled to San Francisco and Washington DC as part of the Indonesia-U.S. Youth Leadership Program. The trip changed her life. From then on, she worked harder at English and made rapid progress. Listen to her speaking English just two years ago.

"I want. I want can speak English. I want to speak English. Yes. Very good."

Like her classmates, Eha loves to sing. The Pajajaran Special School is filled with excellent musicians. Here, music is part of their daily life. Even the students who do not study English can sing the latest Western pop hits like “Stand By Me”. 

Eha Lestari plans to go to college and learn English. For now, she has some advice for other young people.

"Please use English every day. Don't be shy to speak English...If we can speak English, if we can play music, I think our future is good...is very good."

For most people, Friday, which happens to be the 13th, means little more than the start of a weekend. However, to million people worldwide who suffer from paraskevidekatriaphobia (周五 13 恐惧症), the combination of the day and number brings had luck. While no one knows for sure how it began, there are many theories.

The fear of Friday appears to come mainly from ancient religion. It was the day Jesus was killed. Though the date was not the 13th, it happened after the Last Supper, which had 13 guests.

When the date and day meet, people suffer from anxiety. Construction and shipbuilding workers easily become nervous, which often leads to more accidents. This, of course, further adds to their anxiety. It is reported that businesses lose more than $800 million because many people avoid traveling or shopping on this day.
