　　I love exploring trends in food. “Fusion cuisine” is not for everybody. My Italian grandmother would turn her nose up in disgust at the thought of tandoori pizza with mango topping but this marriage of tastes is perfectly fine in the 21st century. Chef and food writer Ching-He Huang，who presented a series of Chinese Food for the BBC，is a fan of the movement. She says：“Fusion has been happening for centuries，for as long as people have travelled，but with the Internet，and global travel，the exchange of ideas makes the process much faster.”
　　Wolfgang Puck is seen by many as one of the chefs who made ‘fusion’ elegant. He got his experience in this aspect in his native Vienna and made a name for himself when he opened his own restaurant in Los Angeles in the 1970s.This European dug into Asian cuisine and became one of the first in a long line of distinguished chefs. He said in an interview with the Wall Street Journal that initially he got negative responses from traditional American—Chinese restaurant owners but he is not bitter. “I believe authenticity is about evolution，not repeating your grandmother’s recipe.” he explains. “Cooking is like painting or writing a song. Just as there are only so many notes or colors. there are only so many flavors—it’s how you combine them that sets you apart.”
　　My granny’s cup of tea would be the “Slow Food Movement”. Founded by her countryman Carlo Petrini in the 1980s and still going strong，it seeks to preserve regional cuisine and the use of ingredients that are grown locally. Petrini wants to see farmers connected more directly with consumers.
　　All these trends give us food for thought. We might be wasting an exciting opportunity to wake up our taste buds when we swallow a sandwich at our desks. Tomorrow，why not find an exotic（外来的）restaurant and enjoy a feast? You dress trendy so eat trendy!

In the past, if a shop assistant wanted to know you better, he had to rely on a good memory for detail. They came out from behind the counter to give you service and made recommendations. Sometimes their recommendations were made with great accuracy, based on hints they picked up about who you were and what you might want.
    They were old tricks for winning customers. Now, big amounts of computing power are added to those tricks. That is what is happening these days on the Web. On the Web, businesses are working hard to know you better than you may know yourself. It is called personalization. Many e-commerce companies believe that their future depends on it. In this new digital marketplace the “shop manager” may actually be a machine. It searches in its memory of information about you, analyzes it, and creates a clear picture of what you are likely to buy and do in the future.
    But this new use of computers unsettles some computer users. They are afraid that files about them might be put to ill use somehow, or shared with the wrong people. Sometimes they just don’t like being watched.
    Advertisers can track you without your knowledge. They do that in several ways. One way is through IP addresses. While many computers receive a new address every time they log onto the Web, others have a single address. Such an address provides websites with a ready way to target a particular person or family.
    Now the use of a “ cookie” is a far more common method. A cookie is a string of  code individually placed about a cookie itself. Websites rely on them to operate efficiently, giving you a perfect experience as you go from Web page to Web page.
    But the code can also enable advertisers and website operators to watch your every move online. If you share your name and other identifying information, some of these companies can link off-link information to cookie files. This could include what you buy, how much you spend and where you live.
