I worked as a manager in a company for a number of years. I liked my job, and was doing well there, but our company was bought by a large company and most of the managers at our place lost their jobs. That was when I decided to do something I’d always wanted to do—become a freelance(自由撰稿的)writer. Changing professions has meant that my lifestyle has changed in a number of ways. 

The main difference for me now is that I have a much more flexible(灵活的)schedule. I work about as much as I did before—between 45 and 50 hours a week—but my schedule is much less rigid(刻板的)than it used to be.  Before, I worked from 8 a. m. to 5 p. m. every day, with a few extra hours on weekends. Now, however, I work when I feel like it. For instance, sometimes I work until midnight or 2 a. m. , then sleep until noon. I really prefer this kind of schedule. It seems more natural to me. 

I also decided that it was about time I began to pay more attention to my health. While I was working as a manager, I never exercised. I already felt tired after work, so I just came home in the evening and watched TV.  However, last year I joined a health club and began to do regular exercise. As a result I have lost over 10 pounds and I feel much better. I’ve also started to eat more healthfully. I used to eat a lot of fast food, but now I do my own shopping. I buy lots of fruits and vegetables and cook them at home. 

Of course, not all the changes have been that easy. For example, I don’t feel as safe financially as I used to.  When I was working as a manager, I never worried much about money. I could always count on getting my paycheck every two weeks. Working freelancely, I don’t have a regular paycheck. So now I have to make sure that there’s enough money until the next check arrives. 

All in all, I really like my current lifestyle. Of course, that doesn’t mean I’ll never want to have a“regular”job.  But for me, at least, it suits me.

No one can believe that the over 6, 300-kilometer long Great Wall might disappear some day. Believe it or not, the Great Wall is being destroyed by people. Less than 20 percent of the Great Wall built in the Ming Dynasty is still perfect, but about 80 percent is in danger. The Great Wall can be called“great”mostly because of its amazing length. But we should realize that the length was made up of one brick at a time. If we do nothing to save the Great Wall, it will become a series of separate wasteland rather than a historic site. 

The Great Wall is actually a series of walls built and rebuilt by different dynasties over the past 2, 000 years. It began in the rule of China’s first emperor, in Shihuang of the Qin Dynasty(221 BC~206 BC), and lasted into the Ming Dynasty. The parts built before the Ming Dynasty have nearly disappeared. People are familiar with sections such as Badaling in Beijing and Jiayuguan Pass in Gansu because they have been open to tourists for many years. But those sections far away from the public eyes have been almost forgotten. 

Few local people knew the 3-meter-high walls made of earth and stones beside them are part of the Great Wall. The lack of knowledge is considered as one of the main reasons behind human. 

The bricks on the Great Wall are carried off by countryside people to build their houses, sheep corral(畜栏)and pigsties(猪圈). Some were taken away to build roads. Bricks carved with people’s names are put away as remembrance. Rubbish is spread over the battlements(城垛). The bricks can be sold for 15yuan per tractor load. Those who destroyed and are destroying the Great Wall know its name, but are not clear about its cultural meaning. It will take a long time to let them know this. The local farmers not only carried off the body of the Wall but dug out the entire base. 

It is necessary to protect the Great Wall. First of all, the officials should be aware of the importance of the Great Wall. Young Chinese should know more about the nation’s great civilization and learn to love it.

Freezing weather can mean frostbite(冻伤)and hypothermia(体温过低)unless a person is prepared. The following is about how to stay warm, dry and safe. 

Frostbite is damage that happens when skin is exposed to extreme cold for too long. It mainly happens on the hands, feet, nose and ears. 

People with minor cases of frostbite that affect only the skin may not suffer any permanent damage. But if deeper tissue is affected, a person is likely to feel pain every time the area gets cold. 

If blood vessels are damaged, people can suffer a gangrene(坏疽)infection. Sometimes the only way doctors can treat an injury like this is to remove frostbitten areas like fingers and toes. 

Hypothermia is a condition that develops when the body cannot produce as much heat as it releases. Signs of hypothermia include uncontrollable shaking, very slow breathing and difficult thinking clearly. Hypothermia can lead to death if the person does not receive help. 

To avoid cold-related injuries, here is a simple way to remember four basic steps to staying warm. Think of COLD—C. O. L. D. 

The C stands for cover. Wear a hat and a scarf to keep heat from escaping through the head, neck and ears. And wear mittens instead of gloves. In gloves, the fingers are separated, so the hands might not stay as warm as they would in mittens. 

The O stands for overexertion. Avoid activities that will make you sweaty. Wet clothes and cold weather are a dangerous combination. 

L is for layers. Wearing loose, lightweight clothes, one layer on top of another, is better than wearing a single heavy layer of clothing. Make sure outerwear is made of material that is water-resistant and tightly knit. 

D is for dry. In other words, stay as dry as possible. Pay attention to the places where snow can enter clothing. These include the tops of boots, the necks of coats and the wrist areas of mittens or gloves. 

And here are two other things to keep in mind—one for children and the other for adults. Eating snow might be fun but it lowers the body’s temperature. And drinking alcohol might make a person feel warm. But what it really does is weaken the body’s ability to hold heat.
