Eric Marciano was stopped in his SUV when he saw a car go speeding through a red light, followed by police in hot pursuit. Not thinking much of it, he turned left when his light turned green.
But when he saw the car makes a U-turn and come straight back toward a crowd of pedestrians and construction workers at the intersection(十字路口）he made a decision. "I didn't want him to hurt anybody," Marciano told CBC."I figured, sacrificing a car was really no big deal. That's what I did.”
Marciano drove his SUV over the road in front of the speeding car. The car was knocked into the passenger side of his SUV. Only the suspect was injured. Now, Marciano is being credited for potentially saving the lives of dozens of people and recognized as a hero in Montreal.
Marciano said the intersection was busy with people going to the nearby hospital, workers out on their lunch break and construction workers. “It came into my mind. I said: 'this isn't going to happen here'," he said. Marciano said he wasn't thinking about his own safety in the moment, but was confident his car could take the hit.

When you go out to eat in a restaurant, you are concerned with both the food and the environment.  Universo Santi in Spain delivers(实现)both. Customers could notice that there is something different and special about the restaurant. The employees consist entirely of people with special needs.
＂People come here not because the employees are disabled(残疾的)but because it's the best restaurant in the area. Their talking is always about the food, which they really enjoy," said Antonio Vila, president of the Fundación Universo  Accesible,  an organization which works on helping people with disabilities join the workforce. “I always wanted to show that people with disabilities, given the right training, were able to do everything," said Vila.
Now the 20 employees, aged from 22 to 62, are very proud to be working in the restaurant. “I feel really lucky to be part of it,” said Gloria Bazán, head of human resources, who has cerebral palsy(脑瘫）.＂It's difficult to work when society just sees you as someone different. This has given me the opportunity to be independent and to take part like any other human being. I appreciate it very much."
There are other restaurants that make it their duty to employ people with special needs. In New York, Puzzles Bakery & Café believes that everyone deserves a chance. That's why they employ people with developmental disabilities. Brownies & Downies,  a lunch café in the Netherlands, is run by people with Down's syndrome. The café was a big success.
These efforts show that people who have disabilities still have abilities and can be trained to do all types of jobs. They just have to be given a fair chance.

Children are excited to find brightly wrapped(包装的）presents under the tree on Christmas morning. They can't wait to open the wrapping and get the toys that were on their wish lists, such as toy cars.
