If you want to walk in the footsteps of some of the world’s greatest figures, then go to Oxford. Many of Oxford’s 38 colleges are open to the public all year round. Here are a few of the colleges worth visiting and some famous people who have studied there.

Christ Church College

Long before it became known as a location for the Harry Potter films, Christ Church was the college where Albert Einstein, author Charles Dodgson who wrote Alice in Wonderland, and 13 British prime ministers studied. In the largest and one of the most popular colleges, you’ll want to can see the paintings in the 16th-century Great Hall, historic Christ Church Cathedral-England’s smallest cathedral, and listen to the tick of Great Tom, the seven-ton tower bell.

Magdalen College

Many consider Magdalen to be one of the most beautiful of Oxford’s colleges. This is where poet and playwrite Oscar Wilde read“Greats”(a classics course) in the 1870s, and where actor, comedian and pianist Dudley Moore earned a scholarship to study music. See the medieval(中世纪的) church with its 15th-century tower. Opposite the college is the beautiful Botanic Garden—Britain’s oldest one—founded in 1621.

Merton College

Founded in 1264, Merton has the oldest medieval library in use. J. R. R. Tolkien is said to have spent many hours here writing The Lord of the Rings. One of the college’s treasures is an astrolabe(星盘)，thought to have belonged to Chaucer. The college has “the most amazing” collection of medieval coloured glass in Oxford.

Bodleian Library

The Bodleian Library, the main research library of the University of Oxford, is the largest university library in the UK. It is one of the oldest libraries in Europe, and in Britain is second in size only to the British Library. It holds more than 9 million printed items on 189 km of shelving and seats up to 2,500 readers. The users of the library here include five kings, 40 Nobel Prize winners, 25 British prime ministers and countless famous writers.

 When referring to our neighbors across the pond, it's not uncommon to hear the terms "the United Kingdom" and "Great Britain" used almost in the same way. But you would obviously be wrong if you do so, because there is a difference between the two that has its roots in geography, politics and languages.

Great Britain refers to the island of Britain, which, politically, is made up of Wales, Scotland, and England as well as some of the small islands off the coast of the big island, such as the Isle of Wight. In the Middle Ages, Britain also referred to a tiny part of France which is now known as Brittany. Because of that, Great Britain was used specifically for the big island at that time, geographically speaking. Besides, we can find out the words that mean different things in America and Great Britain. Even though Americans share the same language as those in Great Britain, words that commonly mean one thing here can mean something completely different across the pond.

The term the United Kingdom, is a purely political term. The United Kingdom is an independent country consisting of Scotland, Wales, England as well as Northern Ireland. The official name of the country is the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland.

So, all of Great Britain is within the United Kingdom, but the United Kingdom is not 100 percent composed of the countries that make up Great Britain. They're actually not interchangeable. Make sense? Next, find out popular sayings you should know when you make your next visit across the pond.

    If you have a bad habit of losing things,a new device that can be connected to any item that you might lose may be the way to solve your problem. The Tile, a small square linked up to your iPhone or iPad via Bluetooth, lets you see how close you are to the missing item, within a 50-to 150-foot range. If the item goes out of your phone's 150-foot range, it can still be detected (发现）on other smartphones with the same app.

    When you log in the app on your phone, it shows you, with green bars that increase or decrease, how far away you are from the Tile. You can also program it to make a sound when you get close to the Tile. And you can link up your phone with up to ten Tiles. And if your lost item — a dog, for example, or a stolen bike — goes out of your own phone's 150-foot Bluetooth range, you can set it as a "lost item". If any of the phones with the Tile app comes within the range of your lost item, a message will be sent to your own phone, reminding you of its position. The Tile app also has the function to remember where it last saw your Tile, so that you can easily find where you left it.

Since the Tiles use Bluetooth rather than GPS, they never run out of battery or need to be charged, and they last for one year before needing to be replaced. The app, which will come on the market this winter, works with iPhone 5S, iPhone 6, iPad Mini, iPad 3rd and 4th generation, and iPod 5th generation.

Why don’t our kids want to tell us about their day at school? And how can we become more effective listeners? To find out, take a look at the situation from your child's views and compare it to your own.

“How was school? ”and “how are you? ”are not real questions —they’re greetings. A problem appears because we expect an answer. But the questions are so general that it’s difficult for kids to answer, particularly when they are on overload from a challenging day at school. “What parents are trying to do when they ask ‘how was school?’ is to make contact(接触) with their child,” explains Michael Thompson, Ph.D.

Kids often think adults ask too many questions. “And they are right, ”adds Thompson, “We do. Adults are often just trying to start a conversation and don't understand that their questions make a child feel put on the spot, which isn't what they expect. Be aware that a question from a big person like you can place too much demands on a small child, even though you don't mean it that way.”

You should understand your child. School can be hard for kids and that's why it's hard for them to talk about it. Every day at school, kids get things wrong and make mistakes. That's how they learn. But generally, kids don't want to come back home and say ,“I was frustrated by my mistakes but I learned from them. ”They would rather come home and say, “I got everything right. ”“Their feelings about meeting the expectations of their teachers, their parents, and themselves can make school a challenging topic to discuss, said Michael Thompson.

So, should we stop asking questions? No. But you might ask fewer ones and try not to get crazy when your kids don’t respond. Remember that if your kids don’t want to talk, it's not a rejection of you. When you do speak, try to find ways to discuss what's meaningful to both your child and you, because this shows your care.
