Problems are there to be faced and overcome. Douglas Bader was 21 when he had both legs amputated (据掉) following a flying accident in 1931. He was determined to fly again and went on to become one of the leading flying aces (王牌) in the Battle of Britain with 22 air-war victories over the Germans. He was an inspiration to others during the war. He said, “Don’t listen to anyone who tells you that you can’t do this or that . That’s nonsense. Make up your mind, and you’ll never need any help even a little stick, then have a go at everything. Go to school, join in all the games you can. Go anywhere you want to. But never, never let them persuade you that things are too difficult or impossible.”

The biographies of great people are filled with examples of how they took these kinds of steps to overcome the difficulties they faced. The common truth is that they did not become discouraged or depressed. They chose their attitude. They took on the challenge. They won.

At Nairobi’s central bus station, a large group of men and women carry many brightly colored yellow balloons. They offer the balloons to people traveling to work. These yellow balloons are part of an art project called Monday Morning.

Yazmany Arboleda is an artist from New York City. In 2011, Arboleda set up a new art project. He called it Monday Morning. He knew that many people don’t like Mondays. Monday is the beginning of new work and the end of the weekend. He told the magazine UP: Nairobi’s Urban Perspective that he got the idea for Monday Morning while he worked in India.

“I was sitting on the grass. Then an idea came to me. Parties usually make people happy. And what is the one element that stand for parties? A balloon. This was the perfect way to make art with a positive influence.”

Arboleda wanted his art to change how people felt about Monday morning. He decided to do the art project in seven different countries. In each coutry, he would make one Monday morning feel like a party.

In Kenya, the Monday Morning project did just what Arboleda hoped. On November 7,2011, Miriam Muthoni was on her way to work in Nairobi. Suddenly, someone gave her a balloon. The gift surprised her. She said, “I feel it has given me the energy to work..”

     “I don’t want to write a story about girls! I don’t know anything about girls,” Louisa May Alcott told her publisher, Mr. Niles. But she needed money. She seemed to be the only one in her family who could make money. Niles had asked her to write about something she knew, instead of the adventure stories she had been writing. “So I work hard at it,” Alcott wrote, “though I don’t enjoy this kind of thing.” 

Alcott wrote a simple story about her family. “Our experiences may prove interesting, though I doubt it.” (“Good joke,” she wrote years later.) She described her days with her four sisters in a poor family. She described a loving mother who took much time to look after each child. She also described her family and friends in her book Little Women. Finally, in July of 1868, she finished writing. she sent off all 102 handwritten pages of her book.

Niles thought the book was dull, and so did Alcott. But when she received her copies of the book, Alcott thought it seemed better than expected. Niles asked some girls to read Little Women, and they loved it.

In three months, all the copies of Little Women were sold out. Niles thought he could sell three or four hundred more copies. “An honest publisher and a lucky author made a dull book into a golden egg for an ugly duckling,” Alcott wrote in 1885. “ all the debts(欠款) were paid off! Now I feel that I could die in peace..”
