I tried it, and, much to my surprise, the thing worked! It shot out a thick cloud of powder that instantly filled the room. I couldn’t breathe. A glass a day keeps obesity at bay. Alcohol has always been thought to cause weight gain because of its high sugar content, but new research suggests a glass a day could form part of a diet. Looking at past studies they found that, while heavy drinkers do put on weight, those who drink in moderation can actually lose weight.
    A spokesman for the research team at Navarro University in Spain says, “Light to moderate alcohol intake, especially of wine, may be more likely to protect against, rather than promote, weight gain”. The International Scientific Forum on Alcohol Research reviewed the findings and agreed with most of the conclusions, particularly that current data do not clearly indicate if moderate drinking increases weight.
    Boston University’s Dr. Harvey Finkel found that the biologic mechanisms (生物学机制) relating alcohol to changes in body weight are not properly understood. His team pointed out the strong protective effects of moderate drinking on the risk of getting conditions like diabetes(糖尿病)，which relate to increasing obesity. Some studies suggest that even very obese people may be at lower risk of diabetes if they are moderate drinkers.
    The group says alcohol provides calories that are quickly absorbed into the body and are not stored in fat, and that this process could explain the differences in its effects from those of other foods. They agree that future research should be directed towards assessing the roles of different types of alcoholic drinks, taking into consideration drinking patterns and including the past tendency of participants to gain weight.
    For now there is little evidence that consuming small to moderate amounts of alcohol on a regular basis increases one’s risk of becoming obese. What’s more, a study three years ago suggested that resveratrol, a compound present in grapes and red wine, destroys fat cells.

There are many reasons why fast food has become so popular all over the world. Some think that fast food is such a hugely profitable business—and obviously people enjoy eating it, but the popularity of fast food has increased as our lifestyles have changed over the years.

The social landscape has changed immeasurably since fast food appeared in the second half of the 20th century. Back then, mums mostly stayed at home with the kids. Dads went to work, and they all got a healthy home-cooked meal at the end of the day. The lifestyle was slower. In this age, some mums still stay at home, but many are out at work, and some are single parents. If both parents are at work, they are often content just to throw something into the oven or the microwave, because after a hard and busy day, people don’t have the time to create a meal—or at least they think they don’t.

Fast food isn’t just limited to eating out and ordering in—it’s now so easy to get a ready meal from the supermarket. You can pick up any kind of food you can think of at most supermarkets— Chinese, Italian, Japanese or Thai. There are healthy lifestyle options, but most people, unless they are on a specific diet, tend to be seduced(引诱)by the images they see on the packaging, and the description of the meal inside.

The proportion of single households has increased greatly since fast food was invented. While families might make an effort to eat together and eat fresh, home-cooked food, the single lifestyle doesn’t often allow for this. Many people who live alone simply can’t be bothered to make a big effort to cook for themselves. Some don’t know how to.
