As long as you use a frying pan with a lid and the temperature is at least 49℃， it is actually possible to fry an egg on the sidewalk.
Hinges of Hades
For those who believe it exists, hell is undoubtedly the hottest place on earth, so unsurprisingly there are several expressions that refer to hell (Hades), or even the devil himself. “Hotter than the hinges (gates) of Hades” is the oldest version, but more amusing variations have become popular, such as “hotter than the devil's underwear”．

When I first started working with Kevin Sargeant, he was a freshman in high school, and I was his science teacher. I knew even then that he was a bright young man with great potential, and a hunger for learning. But he struggled to apply what he had learned due to his autism(孤独症)．
Diagnosed with Asperger's syndrome(埃斯伯格综合症) in elementary school, Kevin scored well on tests. However, a huge part of school learning takes place not at a student's individual desk, but in groups that require participation. For children like Kevin, that presents a big challenge.
For a long time, we struggled to persuade Kevin to come out of his shell and join the class. He preferred doing activities alone, and hated classroom tasks that required cooperation, like lab assignments. He struggled with public speaking even in small groups, and didn't want to try new things.
You could tell that there was huge potential there—I never doubted his academic abilities. Slowly he began to want to try new things, and to work with people. He developed a sense of humor, and started to participate in class and to let people get to know him. And he thrived in the high school's work－based learning program, where he learned about careers in information technology—an area Kevin has always excelled in. In fact, in some ways, I think it was his experience with computers that brought him out of himself and helped him join the world. Finding something he was good at, and might even be able to develop into a future, gave him the confidence he'd so badly needed.

The old saying that practice makes perfect seems to make no sense when it comes to schoolwork. Many educators today are looking for evidence to support the case for homework, but are coming up empty－handed. “Homework is all pain and no gain，” says author Alfie Kohn. He points out that no study has ever found a correlation(关联) between homework and academic achievement in elementary school.
Mary Jane Cera is the academic administrator for the Kino School, a private, non－profit kindergarten－through－12th－grade school in Tucson, Arizona, and she maintains a no－homework policy across all grades. The purpose of the policy is to make sure learning remains a joy, not a thing that discourages social time and creative activity.
Many supporters of homework argue that life is filled with things we don't like to do, and that homework teaches self－discipline, time management and other non－academic life skills. Kohn challenges this popular idea; he says that if kids have no choice when it comes to homework, they're not really exercising judgment, and are instead losing their sense of autonomy(自主)．
At the Kino School, Cera says children often choose to take their favorite parts of school home. “A lot of what we see kids doing is continuing to write in journals, practicing music with their friends, and taking experiments home to show their parents，” she says. Surveys of Kino graduates suggest that the early control they are given over their education continues to serve them well into college, and that they feel better equipped to manage their time and approach professors with questions than other students do.
One of the reasons why we continue to assign homework, Kohn says, is our obsession(着迷) with standardized tests. Even if we can agree on the importance of kids doing better on tests, he says, there is no research to suggest that homework is the ticket to success. He says the question isn't just “How much homework is too much？”， but that the quality of assignments needs to be addressed as well.
Wherever the homework debate goes next, it's worth taking a moment to examine if we're asking the right questions about our children's education.

At some point, everybody struggles to remember something important, such as birthdays, passwords and colleagues' names. For Alzheimer's (老年痴呆症) sufferers the feeling is a relentless(严厉的；不间断的) onslaught as cherished memories slip out of reach.
But new research could mean new hope in the battle against memory loss in sufferers of early onset Alzheimer's.
The study by academics at the University of California, Los Angeles(UCLA) has suggested for the first time that memories are not stored in synapses (神经元突触)as previously thought. It is synapses—the connections between brain cells—that are destroyed by Alzheimer's.
The breakthrough, reported in the highly regarded online journal, eLife, could mean that it becomes possible to restore lost memories.
“The long－term memory is not stored at the synapse，” said David Glanzman, the study's co－author and professor of integrative biology and physiology and of neurobiology at UCLA. “That is a radical idea, but that is where the evidence leads. The nervous system appears to be able to regenerate(使再生) lost synaptic(与突触有关的)connections. If you can restore the synaptic connections, the memory will come back. It won't be easy, but I believe it is possible.”
Professor Glanzman's team studied the marine snail, Aplysia, to understand the animal's learning and memory functions. Glanzman was particularly interested in the Aplysia's defensive reactions and the sensory and motor neurons responsible for its withdrawal response.
“If you train an animal on a task, inhibit(抑制)its ability to produce proteins immediately after training, and then test it 24 hours later, the animal doesn't remember the training，” said Glanzman. “However, if you train an animal, wait 24 hours, and then inject a protein synthesis(蛋白质合成) inhibitor in its brain, the animal shows perfectly good memory 24 hours later. In other words, once memories are formed, if you temporarily break protein synthesis, it doesn't affect the long－term memory. That's true in the Aplysia and in human brains.”
He added that the research could be a major breakthrough for Alzheimer's sufferers, as even though the disease destroys synapses in the brain, memories might not necessarily be destroyed.
