Mr. Qiu (Shanghai, China 65 years old)
We’ve been to fast food outlets like McDonald’s — but there are barely any peers there. We feel like aliens — surrounded by young people. If there is another place in Shanghai where elderly people can gather, we are more than ready to pay twice as much and travel further.
TedM (UK)
Romance can arise in many places, even IKEA. However this debate arose as a result of many people taking advantage of IKEA’s generous drink offers, going there to meet and stay with friends without buying anything. IKEA is a shop and it exists to provide a service for a reasonable profit. It is not a public park.
Michel (New Zealand)

“Sam”, the koala, the most famous survivor of Australia’s worst-ever wildfire, is healing well thanks to the efforts of caretakers at a rescue — and she even has a new boyfriend, “Bob”.
Sam, who captured hearts around the world after she was photographed drinking from a firefighter’s water bottle, has also won the affection of“Bob”, another koala whose paws were burnt, caretaker Lynn Raymond said Thursday.
Neither koala is likely to be healthy enough for release in at least four months, and both are being comforted by caretakers for their burnt paws every few hours.
Global interest in the fate of Sam has been intense since a photograph of firefighter David Tree offering her a bottle of water in a burned-out forest was splashed across the Internet, in newspapers and on television broadcasts. The telephone at the shelter has rung continually with callers eager for update on the creature’s condition.
“It’s crazy,” Raymond said with a laugh. “But everybody has been absolutely wonderful.”
Sam was found moving on burnt paws by a fire patrol (巡逻员) Sunday. Tree then held out a bottle of water for her to drink, which she eagerly accepted, holding Tree’s hand as he poured water into her mouth.
After suffering second-and-third-degree burns to her paws, Sam has been sharing a cage with Bob, who took an immediate interest in her when she arrived on Sunday.
Both Sam and Bob were given painkillers when they first arrived, but they’re off the drugs now. The two are still receiving antibiotics (抗生素) and have their bandages changed regularly to avoid infection. The koalas are likely to be in the shelter at least four months, depending on how quickly their burns heal.

A complete “artificial egg” made from plants is set to go global after the US firm behind it revealed major backing from Asia’s richest man. Made from plants, it can replace eggs in everything from cakes to mayonnaise (蛋黄酱) — without a chicken ever coming close to the production process. Hampton Creek’s products are already sold in Whole Foods in California, and now the firm plans to take them on the world’s market.
Today it was announced that the firm has landed $23 million in funding. Backers include Mr. Li Ka-shing, Asia’s richest man and Yahoo co-founder Jerry Yang. In the last 90 days, the company has also signed partnership agreements with 6 Fortune 500 companies, including some of the largest food manufacturers and retailers in the world — although the firm is keeping their names secret until products go on sale.
We’ve done taste tests against market leaders, and beaten them consistently. In the world of cookies, we’ve trialed our products with everyone from Bill Gates to Tony Blair, both of whom couldn’t taste the difference. Bill Gates became an adviser to the company, and has been one of its most vocal supporters in the Silicon Valley world where Hampton Creek is based. “Companies like Hampton Creek Foods are experimenting with new ways to use heat and pressure to turn plants into foods that look and taste just like meat and eggs,” he recently wrote of the firm. It hopes to allow developing countries to grow and produce their own “plant eggs”. In developing countries, we can also add in things missing from the local diet, helping solve nutrient deficiencies, and we have had initial discussion with the world food program about this. What we want to do eventually is find a way to work with farmers in the developing world to enable them to have new cash crops that can be used. Then we become the kind of company to be feared by the bad guys in the industry.
