A bullying（欺凌）incident at a primary school in County Armagh, Northern Ireland should not be brushed off as “a joke that went too far”; rather, facts should be dug out and action should be taken to prevent similar events from happening on campus again, according to experts.

Dr. Lewis-Snyder, a psychologist specializing in children’s growth issues, said schools should be careful about taking bullying incidents as mere tricks.

“Instead, they should work to find out the root cause of the incident in a timely manner, guide the children involved to face and handle the incident in a correct way and teach them to behave properly to avoid-similar situations,” she said.

She made the comments after a mother in Armagh posted a description on Face-book on Thursday of how her 11-year-old son was bullied at school, a top school in that area.

The mother wrote that her fifth-grade son was the target of bullies who threw a toilet wastepaper basket at him, striking him in the head. The boy was also fooled by his classmates, she said, bringing on acute stress disorder, a mental illness caused by severe anxiety.

The mother also wrote that the school described the incident as “a joke that went too far” and that the parents of the boy who threw the basket believed their son was “just being naughty”.

The article went viral, with many internet users recalling being bullied at school.

Dr. Lewis-Snyder said that schools and parents must pay more attention to the ethical（道德的）development and mental health of children, rather than just looking at their academic performance.

The Department for Education, together with a group of other departments, released a series of guidelines last month offering advice on how to deal with the problem.

On Saturday, the school involved released a statement on its social media account saying that it had talked to the parents on both sides and would make further efforts to achieve an outcome satisfactory to all parties.

Many editors have a rule that they will not even read stories that are not formatted and presented as requested in their Submission（投稿）Guidelines. Even if this policy is not stated, it affects their decision-making. There are a few reasonable reasons.
    A good editor likes to read all stories for the first time in the same format（格式）as the publication standard. A consistent format between manuscripts（手稿）removes distractions like unusual presentation and puts each manuscript on the same starting level, with the focus on content.资*源%库 ziyuanku.com
Leading publications get thousands of submissions a year. Editor time is extremely valuable. Most editors enjoy finding gems among the manuscripts, but they really dislike reformatting (don’t you prefer eating an elegant meal to washing dishes?). When an editor sees he will have to spend an extra half hour of precious time in reformatting, he subconsciously marks that submission down compared to other submissions of equal quality.

Publications need to have consistency in formatting for all their published stories: letterform, type size, spacing, paragraph structure etc. This keeps the reader’s focus on the words and not their structure. Since editors don’t have a choice to just accept a weirdly（古怪的）formatted story as it is, they are forced to either reformat or decline the submission.

Publications use different software and other tools in their operations. Editors know what makes their system go smoothly. Many invisible software formatting structures between types of documents create disasters.

Editors are not pedantic（迂腐的）. Their job is to find great material and expose those works to appreciative readers. Differently formatted manuscripts steal time away from that responsibility, which is bad for everyone. Editors love nothing more than finishing a read and thinking “Wow. A great story - AND it’s cut and paste!”

A group of Chinese technicians, can be seen working hard among the watermelon fields in the blinding sunlight of Laos（老挝）every January. Two months later, these watermelons will be sent to Xi’an, the starting point of the Silk Road.

    Every autumn, these so-called “migratory birds（候鸟）” - technicians from Kouzhai village in southwestern China’s Guizhou province - fly to Laos to plant watermelons and return to China next spring to start their own farm work. 

    Yang Canxi, former Kouzhai village Party chief who is also an agricultural technician, said the village was lifted out of poverty through its strength in agricultural technology.

    He said Kouzhai village was the first to promote small-sized watermelons in the country, and it introduced a new technology to grow watermelons from the newly generated vines after harvesting the old ones, thus doubling the sale to 15,000 yuan, ($2,190) per unit area.

    In 1997, an official from Laos came to Yang for agricultural training. Twenty professionals were sent to provide watermelon planting skills services there, he said.资*源%库 ziyuanku.com
    “At that time, much of the land in Laos was dry and bare except for that used to grow rice. The locals saw technicians plant watermelon and even gave them the nickname of Chinese watermelon princes”, he said.

    Each technician earned roughly 10,000 yuan in the first year, which was increased to 40,000 yuan a year later.  

    “Villagers flew into my office, asking to go abroad too,” he said.

    The business was soon expanded to Laos where Yang Guangyue, 50, and some friends decided to begin their own business in 2013.

    The local credit cooperative lent them 800,000 yuan to establish a 13-hectare watermelon base in Laos, which was expected to gain roughly two million yuan a year.

    “Laotians were also hired to work in the watermelon fields and they learned planting skills from us,” he said.

Yang Canxi said now half of the income of Kouzhai village comes from this way of working.

一、评分原则

⑤拼写与标点符号是语言表达准确的一个方面，评分时，应视其对交际的影响程度予以考虑。英、美拼写及词汇用法均可接受。

⑥如书写太潦草，以至影响辨认，将分数降低一个档次。

二．各档次的给分范围和要求

第五档（21-25）：

完全完成了试题规定的任务，所有内容与提示吻合，应用了较丰富的语法结构和词汇，语法结构与词汇应用准确，虽有个别错误，但不影响意义的表达；具备较强的语言运用能力；恰当使用了语句间的连接成分，全文结构紧凑，完全达到了预期的写作目的。

第四档（15-20分）：

完成了试题规定的任务，主要内容与提示吻合，应用的语法结构和词汇能满足任务的要求，语法结构与词汇应用基本准确，个别错误对意义的表达有一定影响，较恰当地使用了语句间的连接成分，全文结构较紧凑，达到了预期的写作目的。

第三档（10-14分）：

基本完成了试题规定的任务，主要内容与提示比较吻合，应用的语法结构和词汇能基本满足任务的要求。

有一些语法结构与词汇的错误，对意义的表达有较大影响，基本能使用语句间的连接成分，全文结构比较松散。整体而言，基本达到了预期的写作目的。

第二档（5-9分）：

仅完成试题规定的部分任务，主要内容与提示基本吻合，语法结构单调，应用词汇有限，有较多语法结构或词汇方面的错误，影响了意义的表达，语句间的连接成分运用不当，缺少连贯性，信息未能清楚地传达给读者。

第一档（1-4分）
