Sylvan N. Goldman invented the shopping cart in 1937. At that time he was in the supermarket business. Every day he would see shoppers lugging groceries around in baskets they had to carry.

One day Goldman suddenly had the idea of putting baskets on wheels. The wheeled baskets would make shopping much easier for his customers, and would help to attract more business.

On June 4, 1937, Goldman’s first carts were ready for use in his market. He was terribly excited on the morning of that day as customers began arriving. He couldn’t wait to see them using his invention.$来&源：ziyuanku.com

But Goldman was disappointed. Most shoppers gave the carts a long look, but hardly anybody would give them a try.

After a while, Goldman decided to ask customers why they weren’t using his carts. “Don’t you think this arm is strong enough to carry a shopping basket？” one shopper replied.

But Goldman wasn’t beaten yet. He knew his carts would be a great success if only he could persuade people to give them a try. To this end, Goldman hired a group of people to push carts around his market and pretend they were shopping! Seeing this, the real customers gradually began copying the phony (假的) customers.

“Have a nice day1” may be a pleasant gesture or a meaningless expression.  When my friend Maxie says “Have a nice day” with a smile, I know she sincerely cares  about what happens to me.  I feel loved and secure since another person cares about me and wishes me well. 

“Have a nice day. Next!” This version of the expression is spoken by a salesgirl at the supermarket who is rushing me and my groceries out the door.  The words come out in the same tone(腔调) with a fixed procedure.  They_are_spoken_at_me，not_to_me.  Obviously, the concern for my day and everyone else’s is the management’s attempt to increase business. 

The expression is one of those behaviors that help people get along with each other. Sometimes it indicates the end of a meeting.  As soon as you hear it，you know the meeting is at an end.  Sometimes the expression saves us when we don’t know what to say. “Oh, you just had a tooth out? I’m terribly sorry, but have a nice day. ”中·华.资*源%库 ziyuanku.com
The expression can be pleasant. If a stranger says “Have a nice day” to you, you may find it heart－warming because someone you don’t know has tried to be nice to you. 

Although the use of the expression is an insincere, meaningless social custom at times, there is nothing wrong with the sentence except that it is a little uninteresting. The salesgirl, the waitress, the teacher, and all the countless others who speak it without thinking may not really care about my day. But in a strange and comfortable way, it’s nice to know they care enough to pretend they care when they really don’t care all that much. While the expression may not often be sincere, it is always spoken. The point is that people say it all the time when they like.
