       According to the latest news, the number of robots in Chinese market will reach about 35,000 until 2015 and China may become the biggest market of robots in the world. Some do very complicated jobs like flying airplanes and driving subway trains. And some do one simple job. When an automatic washing machine is switched on, water pours in. The machine waits until the water is warm enough for washing clothes. It does this by feedback(反馈). Information about what is happening is fed back into the robot to tell what to do next. Our eyes, ears and other senses are our feedback. They tell us what is going on around us. So robots are like human beings in two ways.

        They work and they have feedback.

        In some ways robots are better than human beings. They work quickly and do not make mistakes. They do not get bored doing the same job over and over again. And they never get tired, so robots are very useful in factories. They can be taught to do many different jobs. First their electronic brains must be shown how the job is done. A person moves the robot's "arms" and "hands" through each part of the job.

        The most intelligent robots can move and see. Their eyes are cameras. Their fingers can feel shapes and sizes of the objects. These robots have computer brains linked to their eyes and fingers, which control their actions. The expensive "Times New Roman", the most intelligent robots are used in scientific research. They do such jobs as handling radioactive materials.

Some people take lots of exercise. Others keep to strict diets. But according to recent research, the best way to live a long and happy life is simple: Get a dog.

        “We have known for many years that the company of a pet can increase well-being in a number of ways,” says Dr Bonnie Beaver, an animal behaviour specialist at Texas University. “For example, the survival rates of heart attack victims with pets are much greater than those of people without pets.”
        According to Dr Beaver, pet owners are less likely to need a doctor. They recover more quickly when they do get ill. They have lower blood pressure, take more exercise and are more socially active.

        Above all, they are happier.Seventy percent of the families Dr Beaver surveyed said that their family environment was happier after they got a pet. And this is what Dr Beaver and other researchers are trying to achieve. They want to find a scientific link between human happiness and a long life.

        There is no final answer to this question yet, but it seems to be something to do with emotional ties. People with someone or something to love live longer. “There are many forms of animal-human relationship and some are very helpful,” says Dr Beaver. It seems that the more lovely an animal is, the more it benefits our health. As the saying goes, “if you want to be loved, get a dog.”
        Pet ownership benefits men and women equally. Other life experiences divide the sexes. “Women are more sensitive to bad marriages than their husbands because they work harder at their relationships,” says Dr Janice Glaser of Ohio State University.

        The message seems to be that a woman is better off with a good dog than a bad husband. Yet in some ways, men are similar to dogs. They like getting dirty and making a mess. They forget birthdays. They can disappear for days on end. How can they be better trained?

Mozart was born in Austria in 1756. It wasn't long before his father noticed Mozart's talent for music. The small boy would listen to his sister Nannerl's music lessons, and then try to play along. Mozart learned an entire piece of music by heart when he was only four years old.$来&源：ziyuanku.com

        Mozart and Nannerl's father, Leopold, was a violinist and composer(作曲家). Their mother, Anna Maria, came from a family of musicians.

        Leopold wanted the world to see what brilliant children Mozart and Nannerl were. When Mozart was six and Nannerl was ten, Leopold took them on a European tour. The family traveled for four years. They went to Austria, Hungary, Germany, France, England, the Netherlands, and Switzerland. Everywhere they went, the children charmed audiences with their musical abilities.

        After the tour, the family went back home to Austria. But Mozart and Leopold couldn't stay still for long. Soon they went on another tour, then another. By the time Mozart was sixteen, he was one of the best known musicians in Europe. Royalty(王室成员) asked him to compose operas(歌剧) just for them.

        As he grew up, people were not quite as amazed at Mozart's talent as they were when he was a child. Mozart made a living by composing music, giving concerts, and teaching, but his music finally fell out of favor with the people of his time. He died at the age of 35, deeply in debt(负债).
