● Crewing a sailing ship, UK and Europe

The Ocean Youth Trust (OYT) offers courses for you to work as crew members. The duties on board include anything from navigating and putting the sails up to preparing meals for the rest of the crew. On most sailing trips, there is a mixture of teens and young adults from mainstream backgrounds, alongside those who have been disadvantaged in some way, whether by physical or mental illness, or poverty. Most journeys take place off the UK coast and last from two to six days. Longer journeys to France, Scandinavia and the Channel Islands are also available.

● Activity and leadership summer camps, Peak District, England

The Youth Hostel Association (YHA) runs a variety of summer camps for young people, allowing them to follow interests ranging from performing arts to water sports. The upper age limit for most is 16, but the YHA also runs a Future Leader camp for 17-19 years old at its Edale Hostel in the Peak District, which encourages participants to try challenges such as raft building and navigating to an overnight camp.

● Marine (海洋的) conservation, Bahamas

An opportunity to help protect marine lives in the Bahamas is offered on 10-day volunteering trips for teens with conservation charity Earthwatch. Good swimming skills are required as participants learn how to identify fish species and study their behavior. 

www.earthwatch.org. The 10-day trip costs £ 1,950, including all meals but not flights. The next departures are 25 June and 5 July.

● Community volunteering and adventure, worldwide

Global Vision International’s “Volunteen” program gives adventurous and independent-minded 15-17 year olds the opportunity to travel around the world. This summer there’s a two-week trip to Thailand, where participants will help with improvements at an education center in Phang Nga. At the end of the trip there’s a four-day tour of beaches and islands.

Being the Social Media Marketing Intern(实习生) at Experience has taught me more than I could have imagined. Here are some of the most important things I have learned.

I’m not alone. Coming into this position, I felt that I had no idea where my future was going. I lacked confidence about what I could do and what I am really good at. My internship has surely given me a better understanding of my skill set and where my career may take me. But most importantly, I’ve come to learn that I am not alone. This job has taught me that almost everybody is in my position. Very few college students know what they want to do, and it is something that is simply not worth worrying about.

Whether to keep writing. This means a lot to me. I have always enjoyed writing, and I always felt I was pretty good at it. However, what this position has taught me is that I didn’t really have the writing skills I thought I had. Writing takes practice and I was not practicing enough. Writing for the web and writing the research paper could not be more different. I had to learn to get used to a new way of writing. 

How to behave in the office. Since this is my first position in an office environment, I didn’t know exactly what to expect. The environment here at Experience is quite relaxing, yet it taught me how to behave in the workplace. Simply working in the office and getting used to everything here have surely prepared me for whatever my next position may be. Just observing the everyday events has taught me more about teamwork, and how people can come together to get things done.

Texting long messages can be a pain in the neck. The repetitive action of working your fingers across the keyboard of your cell phone can cause some of the same chronic (慢性的) pain problems previously limited to those who’d spent a lifetime typing.
The possible connection is particularly worrying, considering how much teens and young adults — and increasingly those in professional settings — are texting nowadays, said Judith Gold, who carried out one of the first studies on the potential connection.
Text messaging is a fairly new technology, Gold says, so this is a new area of research for those who study ergonomics (人类工程学). But “considering the similarities in body position, findings from research on overuse injuries from computers could be applicable to texting.”

“The way the body is positioned for texting – fixed shoulders and with rapidly moving fingers – is similar to the position for typing on a computer,” Gold explained. Previous research has found pain in the elbow connected with too much thumb texting. 

To look for a broader link between texting and chronic pain, Gold and her colleagues sent a questionnaire to 138 college students, asking them to report the number of text messages they sent per day (in four categories: 0, 1-10, 11-20, 21+ messages) and to point out any discomfort they felt on a body map.

The research showed an association between the number of text messages sent per day and shoulder discomfort. The effect seemed to be particularly pronounced in males, though Gold says she doesn’t know why that would be.

“What we’ve seen so far is very similar to what we see with office workers who’ve spent most of their time at a computer,” Gold said. However, Gold’s study did not take account of the amount of time the people surveyed also spent typing on computers, which could be affecting the results.

It’s essential for parents to teach their kids financial responsibility and that money should be earned.Still many child-development experts agree that tying a child’s allowance to chores (家务劳动) can be a slippery slope. Here’s why.

Susie Walton, master instructor at Peace in Your Home advises to keep chores and allowances totally separate. “Allowance is one thing. When it comes to chores, life skills, responsibilities----that’s a whole different thing,” says Walton.

Walton says, “When kids aren’t doing a chore, you don’t say, ‘Well, there goes your allowance.’ You’re going to sit them down and ask what’s going on. ‘We’re a team. We’re a family. We’ve got to have them done.’”

Besides, by paying children for chores with an allowance, you’ll also be sending the message that work isn’t worth doing unless they’re getting paid for it.

There are times when it would make sense to pay kids for chores. Most financial and child-development experts agree that it’s a fine idea to pay children money for extra jobs that are outside their normal set of chores, such as washing windows, washing the car or helping to clean out the garage----especially if the child is saving for a big item. This may even develop an entrepreneurial (企业家的) spirit to think outside of the box to earn money.

For parents who are concerned that their children won’t learn the value of a dollar if the allowance isn’t tied to household chores, note that there are still plenty of money management skills to be learned from a straight allowance. Depending on the age, kids can be made responsible for paying for their own toys or snacks. Some parents even require that kids set aside a percentage of their allowance towards savings.

“I really like having my own money,” says Kevin, 9. “It’s up to me if I want to buy the cheap toy now, or save and get the better toy.” And that’s a good lesson to learn at 9 years old.
