Boykin ran to a nearby house to get a ladder and rushed back to help. He found Smith with his arms outstretched, shouting, “Jump! I got you.” He caught several people.

“I think the ‘always on’ life is probably even worse than having a poor diet,” says Peter Neby, founder of Swiss consumer electronics company Punkt. That’s why his company makes easy-to-use devices that do one thing very well, but nothing more, allowing you to focus on “having a life and living”.
Punk’s new product, the MP 01, is a back-to-basic mobile phone, Launched at the London Design Festival and designed by British industrial designer Jasper Morrison, the phone has a gently angled shape that makes it easy to hold, But it’s the MP 01’s functional simplicity that sets it apart from smart phones. Users can make and receive calls and texts, check a calendar for dates and store 3,000 contacts in the address book. And that’s it.
Morrison and Neby believe the tide is turning against technology that endlessly demands your attention, “I think we are more aware than before of feeling stupid looking at our screens,” says Morrison. “And the objects themselves have become so big that they are just not that handy for making calls any more, I think there is a chance.”
He’s right. There is a growing appetite for products aimed at helping the user “shut off”. But will the desire to rebalance our tech -mad lives translate into a $295 investment of a second phone that only allows calls and texts? “We are quite realistic, and we are not out to replace the iPhone,” says Morrison. “But as smart phones get bigger, there is a place for something small and without those functions.”
Neby says he has been using the MP 01 all summer, but only at night or at weekends. If he needs to make a call later in the evening, there is no chance for him to see any of the distracting information on his smartphone. “With the smart phone if you are not very disciplined, you are easily draw in,” he says.
And that’s what it comes down to, “Taking a single function phone is terrifying, but it certainly deserves a try for the sense of freedom that comes from doing something other than staring at a screen for a change,” Neby says. “This is about taking back your life.”

Many high school football programs have been cut recently due to concerns about player safety. Safety is one factor families may consider as their high schoolers decide what extracurricular (课外的) activities to participate in this year. Decreased football programs may also mean students are looking for new activities. For teens planning to apply to college, the activities they join in could hold weight during the admissions process.
“We are not looking at just the student’s academic records, although that’s obviously important,” says Drew Riley, Associate Dean of Admission at Colgate University in New York. “Generally, we’re looking for students who will contribute to university life beyond the classroom.”
Potential college students may have many activities to choose from, but they and their families should consider the following questions before selecting extracurricular activities.
1. Is the student interested in the activity? Students should look for activities they are passionate about and can participate in fully. These activities don’t need to be tied to a particular academic interest either. Students shouldn’t limit themselves to only one activity, but there should be some depth and breadth to the activities. Longevity (持久) is important too. When writing applications, students should focus on the activities that will help them stand out.
2. Does the activity help the community? Sometimes admissions officers at college want to see that applicants are motivated not just by improving themselves - but by their communities too - through activities. Students don’t necessarily have to participate in a service trip abroad to show this, Riley says. It could be something small that shows students attempt to make a positive impact on the world.
