Michael Morris Rosbash (born March 7, 1944) is an American geneticist. He is a professor at Brandeis University. Rosbash’s research group cloned the Drosophila (果蝇) period gene in 1984. He was elected to the National Academy of Sciences in 2003. Along with Michael W. Young and Jeffrey C. Hall, he was awarded the 2017 Nobel Prize in Physiology or Medicine.
Michael Rosbash was born in Kansas City, Missouri. His parents were Jewish refugees (难民) who left Nazi Germany in 1938. Rosbash’s family moved to Boston when he was two years old. Initially, Rosbash was interested in mathematics but an undergraduate biology course at the California Institute of Technology and a summer of working in Norman Davidson’s lab motivated him towards biological research. Rosbash graduated from Caltech in 1965 with a degree in chemistry, spent a year at the Institute de Biologie Physico-Chimique in Paris, and obtained a doctoral degree in biophysics in 1970 from the Massachusetts Institute of Technology. After three years in the University of Edinburgh, Rosbash started his work in Brandeis University in 1974. Rosbash began studying mRNA processing as a graduate student at Massachusetts Institute of Technology. After arriving at Brandeis, Rosbash cooperated with co-worker Jeffrey Hall and investigated the genetic influences on circadian rhythms (生理节奏) of the internal biological dock.
Rosbash is married to fellow scientist Nadja Abovich and he has a stepdaughter named Paula and a daughter named Tanya, and they lived happily together. As he described the feelings when he got the news of winning, Michael said, “The phone on the night table by my bed woke me out of a deep sleep. And a gentleman told me the news. And I was shocked, breathless really. Literally, my wife said, ‘Start breathing’”. When asked what had made their team so strong, Michael said, “Two things, we were very good friends personally, before in fact we started to work together. And secondly we had complimentary skillsets. More specifically, we are friends when we don’t work, but we are more than friends when we work.

A robot has passed the written test of China’s national medical licensing examination, an essential entrance exam for doctors, making it the first robot in the world to pass such an exam. Its developer iFlytek Co Ltd, a leading Chinese artificial intelligence company, said on Thursday that the robot scored 456 points, 96 points higher than the required marks.
The artificial-intelligence-enabled robot can automatically capture and analyze patient information and make initial diagnosis. It will be used to assist doctors to improve efficiency in future treatments, iFlytek said. This is part of broader efforts by China to accelerate the application of AI in healthcare, consumer electronics, and other industries.
Liu Qingfeng, chairman of iFlytek, said, “We will officially launch the robot in March 2018. It is not meant to replace doctors. Instead, it is to promote better people-machine cooperation so as to boost efficiency. iFlytpk is stepping up push to explore how to use AI to both cure cancer and train general practitioners (执业医生). General practitioners are in severe shortage in China’s rural areas. We hope AI can help more people access quality medical resources.”
On Wednesday, the company became a member of the AI alliance (联盟) set up by the Chinese Academy of Sciences, which aims to promote the research of basic sciences and the application of the cutting-edge technology.
“We have been focusing on voice recognition technologies for 18 years. We know what problems technology-oriented companies will face and how to help traditional companies upgrade themselves through AI,” Liu said.
The company’s efforts are in line with the central government’s call to turn China into a country of innovators and to reach the frontiers of science and technology. In July, China unveiled (公布) a national plan to build a 1 trillion Yuan ($152.5 billion ) AI core industry by 2030.
