When I brush my teeth each morning, I see my tongue, and feel slightly amazed that it’s going to be insured(投保) for ￡1 million. I had never really paid much attention to it until I became a baby-food tester. Now, my tongue---or rather, its ability to determine tiny changes in flavor ---is the primary tool of my job. The company I work for believes I’m so valuable in terms of getting the balance of tastes in baby food just right that it’s worth getting insured.

I’m what you call a “supertaster” ---one of a small percentage of the population born with twice as many taste buds(味蕾) as the rest. Babies are typically born with more than 10,000 taste buds, but in later life they decrease to as few as 5,000. At 24 I should really be at the height of my tasting power.

At first, baby food tasted strange to me---it took a while to get used to eating a meal that had been reduced to a paste(糨糊). Also, I have to make a real effort to think like a baby---to imagine that each time I put a spoonful of pie in my mouth, I am six months old again. I still avoid tasting baby fish pie after breakfast.

I am more aware of the need to protect my tongue these days, particularly before a tasting session, and to avoid any strong tastes or smells, such as coffee and perfume. I also drink plenty of water during the day to clean my palate(味觉).

It’s not really something that affects my personal life. Outside work it’s a joy to be able to taste everything so deeply. One consequence is that eating is a much richer experience for me than for most people. If I take one bite of a salad, I can tell immediately what’s in the dressing. I like the challenge of guessing what’s in anything I eat, and the satisfaction of rarely getting it wrong. 中·华.资*源%库 ziyuanku.com

When Sara and Nathan Jones were training to become foster parents(养父母),their son, Noah, learned a tough thing or two about foster care. For instance, nearly 600 local foster kids changed families every year, and they carried their belongings from one home to the next in black garbage bags.

Noah, then ten, couldn’t imagine putting his clothes, favorite toy, and soccer ball into a rubbish bag and dragging it to a new house in the middle of the night. “Packing kids’ belongings into rubbish bags is like telling them that their stuff has no worth,” says Noah.

So with help from his parents and younger sisters, Macy, then nine, and Molly, then seven, Noah began to collect suitcases and duffel bags from friends and extended family. He then sent letters to churches and put ads in local newspapers and on radio stations asking for donations. Within a few months, the family was collecting about 500 bags a week, which they stored briefly in their spare bathroom and downstairs hallway before giving them to foster care caseworkers at the Department for Community Based Services.

In addition to suitcases, Noah now provides foster kids with backpacks containing shampoo, soap, a journal, and a toy—all donated. “My hope is that by giving the children things that are just theirs, they will feel a little control in the midst of the chaos,” says Noah. Noah’s group, A Case for Dignity, collects and distributes hundreds of bags a year. He recently convinced foster care managers from 15 Kentucky counties to pledge to use his bags instead of trash bags. “I’ve been so inspired by him,” says his mom. “If a ten—year—old can see a problem and create a solution, how much more can we do as adults?”

Do you know what is scarier than bees? Pirate bees! Scientists have discovered a new species of bee that survives by capturing hives(蜂房) made by other species. The behavior is usually seen in cuckoos(杜鹃)，so the new species has been named the “cuckoo bee”.

Discovered by Dr. Jakub Straka of Charles University in Prague, and Dr. Michael S. Engel of the University of Kansas, the cuckoo bee was found during a journey to the Republic of Cape Verde is an island chain off the western coast of Africa. Cape Verde is an island that has not been visited before by scientists. Scientists believe the area may be home to a lot of undiscovered species.

According to Straka and Engel’s report, the cuckoo bee enters a hive secretly. While the host is out collecting pollen(花粉)，the female cuckoo bee enters the hive and lays her eggs on top of the host’s. The cuckoo bee eggs hatch more quickly than the other eggs. Then, when they come out of their eggs, the newborn cuckoo bees immediately kill all of the host’s eggs and young, and then eat all the stored food. Eventually, they gain control of the hive and live off its resources.

Physically, the cuckoo bees look like zebra, featuring mostly black-and-white patterns. Also, they are mostly quite large. But one species was only 5mm long, which is actually quite small for a bee. Engel and Straka believe the large size of most of the cuckoo bee species is the result of “island gigantism(岛屿巨型化)”, a phenomenon where a species can grow at an extreme rate when separated from the rest of its kind.

The researchers are now trying to explore the diversity(多样化) of the cuckoo bees’ hosts and also to understand their evolution across the islands.WWW.ziyuanku.com
