   Learning a second language fuels children’s intelligence and makes their job prospects brighter. 36 the fact is, in U.S.A, as in many other English speaking countries, speakers of two or more languages are in the 37 . Eighty-four per cent of US people are monolingual (speakers of only one language). This leaves a small number who 38 to speak two or more languages.
   No matter how proud people are of their cultural roots, to speak anything 39 English is a marker of difference here. That’s why fourteen-year-old Umar is 40 when people comment on the fact that he is able to speak Arabic. Umar’s mother points out: “In U.S.A, it’s not 41 for kids to be bilingual. But, if you speak another language to your children in U.S.A, it is thought that you are not helping them to 42 society.”
   But in fact, the general 43 among experts is that learning a second language is good for children. Experts believe that bilinguals  people who speak _44 languages – have a clear learning advantage 45 their monolingual schoolmates.  At an age when many people are still looking to find a career, US director-screenwriter Damien Chazelle, 32, is already at the top of his.
    Two of the three movies he wrote and directed – Whiplash (《爆裂鼓手》，2014) and La La Land (《爱乐之城》，2016) – have won several Academy Awards . On Feb 27, La La Land took home six Oscars, including Best Director, which makes him the youngest director in history to win the award.
    At a moment like this, it’s perfectly normal if someone gets a little carried away with their sudden fame. But that “someone” is not Chazelle.
    This might be hard to believe, but the director said that he has been living in self-doubt for all his life. He has a habit of worrying that everything will go wrong and that people won’t like his stories, even if the fact that he went to Harvard Film School is enough for many people to feel jealous.
    “The one thing I think that I’m good at is not getting confident,” he said in an interview with website Firstshowing. In fact, he wrote the story for Whiplash in 2013 but didn’t feel good about it at first. He locked it away for a year before finally having the courage to show it to a film producer. And it turned out to be a great story.
    But self-doubt didn’t stop Chazelle from trying, because he knew that “the more a project scares you, the more that probably means it’s worth doing,” he told GQ magazine.
    And that was the attitude he took with La La Land, even if it was a big challenge. For starters, musicals are not as popular among audiences as regular movies. Shooting a musical is also much harder because it’s like making three projects all at once – the movie itself, a singing album, and a dancing concert. But Chazelle managed to not only finish it, but also make it the biggest winner at the Oscars.
    To Chazelle, perhaps, no matter how scared he is, trying new ideas is always more important than staying in his comfort zone .
    “I have so much respect for movies that try something or risk being embarrassing . That’s much more inspiring to me than movies that play it safe,” he told Vice magazine.

    Why not write in a foreign language? If people feel free to choose their profession, their religion, and even their sex, why not just decide which language you want to write in? Ever since Jhumpa published In Other Words in Italian, people have been asking me, “Why don’t you write in Italian, Tim? After all, you’ve been in the country 35 years. What keeps you tied to English?” Is it just a question of economic convenience? 

    Certainly economics can be important. It was the factor that pushed Conrad to abandon his Polish mother tongue. If it is not possible to publish at home, or to publish there as one would wish to publish, then one is likely to go elsewhere. And if to publish elsewhere one has to change language, then some authors are willing to take that step.

    Something of the same logic has driven many writers from Africa, Asia to write in French and English in recent years. There is also the fact that people in Europe and the West are interested in the countries they grew up in. Just as in the nineteenth century, novelists like Thomas Hardy could “sell” their familiarity with peasant life to a middle-class metropolitan public, so these writers have interested us with stories that might seem common in their home countries.

    There is also a real internationalism in the decision to change language. If you have “a message” and if English is the language that offers maximum spread, then it would seem appropriate to use it. 

    All these are of meaning. Critics tend to pay attention only to those who have made a success of writing in a new language. In April 2014, a New York Times article essentially listed young literary stars who had switched to writing in the main Western languages. At this point, the native English speaker almost begins to feel at a disadvantage for having been born into the dominant culture. Should we perhaps head for Paris, like Beckett or Jonathan Littell, just to be between two worlds? Or look for something more exotic  and have ourselves translated back into English afterward? However, one fact is that changing languages doesn’t always work. 

    I did write a novel in Italian. But after rereading it, I decided against it. My work lost power with the switch of language. My real subject matter still had to do with England and it was to my home culture that my books were addressed. The second language never seems to mean quite as much as the first. In any event, after my early experiment, I never went back to write in Italian. Changing language is not the only way to bring energy to your writing.

    Drinking more than two alcoholic drinks daily in middle-age may raise your stroke risk more than traditional factors such as high blood pressure and diabetes, according to new research in the American Heart Association journal Stroke.

   In a study of 11,644 middle-aged Swedish twins who were followed for 43 years, researchers compared the effects of an average of more than two drinks daily ("heavy drinking") to less than half a drink daily ("light drinking").

  The study showed that:

·Heavy drinkers had about a 34 percent higher risk of stroke compared to light drinkers.

·Mid-life heavy drinkers (in their 50s and 60s) were likely to have a stroke five years

earlier in life irrespective of genetic and early-life factors.

·Heavy drinkers had increased stroke risk in their mid-life compared to well-known risk

factors like high blood pressure and diabetes.

·At around age 75, blood pressure and diabetes appeared to take over as one of the main 

influences on having a stroke.

    Past studies have shown that alcohol affects stroke risk, but this is the first study to pinpoint differences with age. "We now have a clearer picture about these risk factors----how they change with age and how the influence of drinking alcohol shifts as we get older," said Pavla Kadlecová, M.Sc., a statistician at St. Anne's University Hospital's International Clinical Research Center in the Czech Republic.

    Researchers analyzed results from the Swedish Twin Registry of same-sex twins who answered questionnaires in 1967-1970. All twins were under age 60 at the start. By 2010, the Registry had provided 43 years of follow-up, including hospital discharge(出院) and cause of death data.

   Researchers then sorted(整理) the data based on strokes, high blood pressure, diabetes and other cardiovascular (心血管)incidents. Almost 30 percent of participants had a stroke. They were categorized as light, moderate, heavy or non-drinkers based on the questionnaires. Researchers compared the risk from drinking and health risks like high blood pressure, diabetes and smoking. Among identical twin pairs, siblings(兄弟姐妹) who had a stroke drank more than their siblings who hadn't had a stroke, suggesting that mid-life drinking raises stroke risks regardless of genetics and early lifestyle.

   The study is consistent (一致)with the American Heart Association's recommended limit of two drinks a day for men and one for women. That's about 8 ounces of wine for a man and 4 ounces for a woman.

   Regular heavy drinking of any kind of alcohol can raise blood pressure and cause heart failure or irregular heartbeats over time, in addition to stroke and other risks. "For mid-aged adults, avoiding more than two drinks a day could be a way to prevent stroke in later productive age ," Kadlecová said.
