Robots are walking into our life, bringing us a lot of convenience. However, a good robot can set us back a lot of money. Now Muller and Koltun at Intel Labs have come up with a way to make robots both cheaper and more capable.

Robots require precision actuators(执行器), sensor suites and powerful microprocessors.They need to communicate internally and with the outside world. Modern smartphones, meanwhile, have high-resolution(高分辨率)cameras, built-in GPS and sensors along with powerful onboard processing capabilities, all of which make them perfect to be turned into robots.

Inspired by Google Cardboard, the idea comes easy. The researchers begin with a design for a four-wheeled robot powered by batteries.The chassis (底盘) is simple, consisting of a bottom plate that houses the wheels, motors and a microcontroller, and a top plate with a common smartphone holder.The team says that with a consumer 3D printer, the plates take a full day to print.The materials cost around S5. In fact, the biggest single cost is the three rechargeable batteries that together cost $21 and last for around 45minutes.

The team also supplies the software, which comes in two parts. The first sits on the board and acts as a bridge between the smartphone and the motors. It looks after the batteries and basic motor actuation tasks. The second is an Android app which collects data from the onboard camera, gyroscope, accelerometer, GPS and so on. This offers images of the robot’s environment, as well as information about the speed, location and light intensity. It also processes this data using the open source Tensor Flow Lite to recognize people and objects and for route planning.

Unsurprisingly, the more powerful devices perform better. “The cheapest low-end phone (Nokia 2.2) performs worst but is surprisingly still able to work about half of the time,” the researchers say. “That performance should get better quickly. You're convinced that even low-end phones will be able to run complex AI models reliably in the near future.”

When we mention goldfish, we’ll think of the image of small, colorful creatures swimming in circles in fish bowls or home aquariums. However, the one recently discovered by biologists conducting a fish survey in a lake in South Carolina was no ordinary goldfish－it was a 9-pound, 15-inch-long behemoth(庞然大物)!

The massive marine(海洋的)animal was discovered in a 12-acre body of water in Oak Grove Lake Park in the county of Greenville on November 16, 2020. It came to light accidentally when the researchers were testing the ecosystem’s health there through electrofishing.Commonly used in scientific surveys, the technique gently shocks fish and forces them to co me to the water’s surface, allowing surveyors to determine the abundance, density, species composition and so on. After that, the surveyors set the fish free immediately.“All of a sudden, this giant fish jumped out and into the net, and we quickly took a photo while examining it,” Ty Houck, director of Greenways, Natural and Historic Resources for the Greenville County Recreation District, told CNN.

The experts, who released the goldfish back into the water soon after, didn’t know how it had got there or how long it had been living in the lake.“We think someone must have just dropped his fish in the lake because he didn’t want it any more, instead of flushing it down the toilet,” Houck said. He owes the fish’s size to its large home and the abundance of food. “Goldfish grow to the size of their environment,” Houck said “To have a 9-pound goldfish survive in our lake must mean we are doing something right.”

The huge goldfish, which has become an Internet celebrity since the image was posted on Greenville Recreation Center’s Facebook page on December 7, 2020, is certainly impressive. However, it is no record-breaker. According to the International Game Fish Association, the world’s heaviest goldfish is a 4.26-kg specimen found by Mathew Servant in 2002.The Guinness World Record for the longest is held by an 18.7-inch goldfish found in the Netherlands by Joris Gijsbers in March 2003.
