SPCA(Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals)camps are the best choice for the children who love animals. Campers enjoy a unique learning experience with our furry friends during these one-week sessions．

Westchester SPCA Critter Camp in Briarcliff Manor，New York keeps kids busy all day．In addition to attending an animal cruelty workshop，campers create Adopt Me flyers for the sheltered dog or cat they’d like most to find a home．Then it’s time to post them around their neighborhood and do some legwork．There’s also crafting cat toys，baking dog biscuits and painting pictures to brighten things up in the dog farm．

Automatic dishwashers have been around for more than 1 00 years．It started in 1886 with Josephine Cochrane，a woman in Shelbyville，Illinois．She was a rich woman who could afford servants to wash her dishes，so she really didn’t mind the work．What she did mind was that her servants broke the dishes．She hosted quite a few dinner parties，and after every party the servants broke more of her expensive dishes．
Finally，Cochrane took action．First，she measured her dishes and bent wire into racks to hold them．Next，she put the racks on a wheel in a large copper boiler．Then，the boiler sprayed hot，soapy water on the dishes as a motor turned the wheel．After a hot water rinse(冲洗)，the dishes were clean!    
Josephine Cochrane’s friends were impressed with the machine and asked her to build more．After that，word got out fast．Soon hotel and restaurant owners who didn’t like broken dishes also were interested．Cochrane then knew that she had a wonderful machine，So she received a patent from the government，which said that only the inventor can make money from an invention．Then in 1893 Chicago held a world’s Fair where inventions from all over the world were shown．Cochrane’s labor-saving machine was a big hit．Her dishwasher won the highest award．
Cochrane’s company came out with a smaller machine in 1914．It was supposed to be for the ordinary home，but it wasn’t an immediate success．Many homes couldn’t produce the extremely hot water it needed．Also，in most homes，dishwashing wasn’t considered very difficult compared to most other housework．In fact some people liked to relax at the sink after a hard day! For most of his high school years，Sam Olson shot and produced several documentaries(纪录片)on Elgin，Illinois，United States．
During that time，the 18-year-old developed an appreciation for his hometown，whether it was its high school，museum，or its history．After Olson recently moved to Chicago as he prepared for his first year of students at Columbia College，he wrote an open letter to Elgin．“It has been a meaningful journey to travel through the year of our city，”he wrote．“To learn exactly where we came from，where these parks and landmarks，people and traditions，all came from．”
Recently，Olson talked about his decision to write a heartfelt letter to his hometown and its residents．“If I hadn’t done the documentaries．Elgin might have left a different impact on me，”he said．“I would have written more of a‘thanks for letting me live here’letter rather than my‘thanks for allowing me to experience Elgin’．”The letter shows Olson as a teen curious about Elgin’s past．He remembers the Elgin veterans he interviewed for a project，and how they served in the US army．
He wishes he could see“magnificent structures”at their peak，such as the Elgin National Watch Company．One of his dream projects is to document former Elgin National Watch Company workers and what it was like living and working in Elgin in the 1950s，he said．He also wrote about how he hopes he could see Elgin High School in the old days，when“students crowded the front steps made of old brick”．
The Elgin teen’s love for the city may come as a surprise to adults and teens alike．Olson said he understands teenagers have so much on their minds that the past，present and future of their hometowns is not that important to them．
Olson is aware of the reputation Elgin has locally．But Elgin，like other communities，has its share of challenges，with residents and others fighting to make it the best it can be．“We have to keep Elgin’s spirit and history alive as long as we can，because it’s our hometown，”Olson said．

Artificial intelligence(AI)has been undergoing great progress in the last decade．An AI program can imitate human functions such as problem solving and learning．While AI offers much promise for the development of smarter and more useful machines，it also fills many with fear of a dull future where millions are thrown out of work，replaced by robots and smart machines．
It’s perhaps possible that humans will one day be reduced to servants of our machine overlords，but a calm assessment predicts a mixed effect of AI on the job market．History teaches us that machines do replace humans，but somehow there are still plenty of jobs available today．
The reason is that automation can take the place of labor on certain jobs，but also adds labor for other jobs that are not easily automated，making labor more productive and actually increasing the demand for workers．
Jobs composed of repetitive tasks are the ones most defenseless to automation．Examples including automated weaving machines，ATMs，production-line welders(焊接工)and phone answering systems．It might seem that these advances would simply throw people out of work．
But look at the example of the weaving machines．They increased productivity 50-fold and dropped the price of cloth by 98 percent．The demand for cloth exploded as the price fell，thus creating more weaver jobs．In the years between 1830 and 1900，the number of weaver jobs increased 4-fold despite automation．Automation increased demand for weavers，but also changed the nature of the weaver’s job．A similar process happened with ATMs，which didn’t remove the need for human tellers，whose numbers actually have risen since ATMs were introduced in the 1970s.
The intelligent response is for the public and private sectors to create worker training programs to teach new skills that will be required despite the spread of automation．This will require all investment in on-the-job training and lifelong learning．
