On June, 6th, 1944, Allied forces began landing along the coast of Normandy, in France. The event is known as D-Day. It was the beginning of a campaign by the United States and its allies to end the German occupation of Europe. D-Day was a turning point in World War II.
By the end of 1943, the German military had suffered defeats and was weakened. But it was still powerful enough to control Belgium, and much of the rest of Western Europe.
The time had come for the United States and its Allies to liberate the continent. The German leader Adolf Hitler had known an invasion was coming. But he did not know where the Allied force would strike. Most Germans expected the Allies would attack at Calais, in northern France. But they were wrong. The Supreme Allied Commander, American General Dwight Eisenhower planned to attack Normandy, across the English Channel.
General Eisenhower had 150,000 men and 12,000 airplanes for the attack. But most importantly, he had surprise on his side. Even after the invasion began, General Erwin Rommel and  other  German  military  leaders  could  not  believe  that  the  Allies  had  really  attacked  at
Normandy. But they did attack. On the night of June 5th, tens of thousands of Allied soldiers parachuted（伞降）behind German lines. Then, Allied planes began dropping bombs on German中·华.资*源%库 ziyuanku.com
defenses. And in the morning, thousands of ships approached the coastline, carrying men  and supplies.
The battle quickly became fierce and bloody. American, British and other Allied forces moved on five beaches from their landing c raft. The Germans had strong defenses. They were better-protected than the Allied  troops on the open beaches. But the Allies  had more troops.
On all but one of those areas, German resistance was lighter than expected. At Omaha Beach, two American divisions（师）were slowed by the rising tide and heavy German gunfire. It was the

fiercest and bloodies battle of D-Day.

The Battle of Normandy continued through August, as Allied troops fought the Germans through France. In less than four months, General Eisenhower and the Allied forces had regained almost all of France. More than 400,000 Allied and German troops were wounded, killed or missing in action.

Isn’t it interesting how we expect others to behave in a certain way so we can feel good about ourselves? And then when people don’t behave as we want them to, we feel so disappointed and angry—when really, most times, we’re not actually surprised at their actions. We just want those actions to be different—actions we’d be more comfortable with.

This week I shared with a friend a wonderful home-cooked meal and a bottle of wine. About the time we got to the freshly-baked cookies, the conversation turned to her somewhat crazy sister. A group of university professors recently created a scanner they believe can predict the perfect job for anyone simply by looking at their fingerprints. The group says that in the future, fingerprints could help tell a person’s key personalities.
To use the scanner,  people place their  fingers  upon the fingerprint  reader  and computer technology connected to sensors (传感器) reads back what sort of work could suit the individual.
The  machine  bases  its  results  on a collection  of  a  large amount  of  information  in  the computer about how fingerprint shapes connect to job selection.
Local companies help researchers from the city’s Kuban University of Physical Education and Sport to test the technology.
Twenty-one-year-old Oscar Galkin, a mathematics graduate, said: “I got the result from the scanner that I would be suited a job in IT, which is exactly what I want to do. I don’t know if it is luck or if it can really read a person’s talents, but it worked for me.”
And Zara Tokareva, aged 20, who feels uncomfortable at the sight of blood, said: “I want to be a house designer but the machine said I should be a nurse. So, no, I don’t think it is as clever as expected.”

Though fingerprint identification has been widely used in crime discovering, it is still a science that has a lot of possibility of being used, say experts, from discovering drug misuse to personality analysis—exactly as hand readers have been saying to do for centuries.

“The basic idea is that although everybody’s fingerprints are completely different, there are obvious features that were common on the fingers of certain professionals working in certain jobs,” said researcher Ravil Yudin.

It’s not really a new idea because hand readers have been saying for hundreds of years that you can tell a person’s future by reading their hands. We want to match that by looking at fingerprints and trying to tell what career path people would choose.

Get the right details.
Ask for names, addresses and phone numbers of those involved, and make sure the driver is the registered keeper. 39  Note the make, model and color of any vehicles, plus the number plates. Also note the time and date, and take the names and addresses of any witnesses.
Take photos.
Chances are you or a witness will be able to take pictures with your phone, so take shots of where the cars ended up, the damage and road conditions.   40   It will help you remember what really happened later.
Make sure everyone is safe.

If you don’t have a camera, sketch the position of the cars.
If not, ask who he is and get his details too.

You must give your name and address to anyone involved.

It’s an offence to leave the scene of a road collision.
Wait until you know all the facts, and don’t be shocked.
You must make your report within 24 hours, or you will risk a fine,  points on your license or even be disqualified.

Then, in the evening, after most of the tourists had gone, we saw the most beautiful sunset. That’s the most
exciting moment I enjoyed.
