   Theatrical tradition
Theaters in Britain date back at least to the 16th century，and the most famous playwright is of course William Shakespeare．A company was founded in his name，with a stage at his birthplace，Stratford-upon-Avon．It has trained generations of actors．In the 20th century，classical and more modern plays were also performed at many regional theaters，where actors and writers gained experience．
Film stars
The world of film-making has involved British creative talent from the beginning．Charlie Chaplin．born in poverty in London’s East End，began as a child entertainer in music halls．He then became a pioneer of silent movies in Hollywood and created many black-and-white classics during the First World War．British actors，who were often classically trained in theater，Laurence Olivier and Alec Guinness became house-hold names after the Second World War．
Supporting talent
Film-making creativity has been supported by two major studios．Productions at Shepperton have included Richard Attenborough’s Gandhi and Ridley Scott’s Alien． Pinewood’s most famous products must be the James Bond films．Both theater and film have their own annual festivals, including one of the biggest festivals in Scotland’s capital, Edinburgh．
Visual expression
The visual arts also show Britain’s creative spirit，from Romantic Age painters like Turner and Constable to groups such as the Pre-Raphaelites and the modernist sculpture of Henry Moore and Barbara Hepworth．Today’s famous artists—Damien Hirst or Tracey Emin—regularly show in the newspapers，and their works are sold at high prices．

For the past 45 years，Martin and Sinforosa Colomer have been the only two residents of La Estrella，an abandoned village in Spain．It’s a strange way to live，without any human contact，as if they’re the last two people on the Earth．But the tiny village was not always isolated 1ike this．It was once filled with life，with hundreds of inhabitants，a church，two schoolhouses and several bars．
According to various sources，a terrible storm in 1 883 killed nearly half the inhabitants and destroyed at least 1 7 houses．The village square and the church remained unharmed，and a memorial was built for all those who died．The place lost its charm after that and locals gradually began to abandon their homes．
Martin and Sinforosa’s story began about 70 years later，when they became one pair of the few youths still living in La Estrella．“I met her one day when she was bringing the cattle in from the fields，"Martin recalled．“1 went to the farm and brought the cattle in，too．” They later met at one of the two remaining clubs in the village，fell in love，and married．
The Colomers raised a family in La Estrella，choosing to stay even when many of their fellow villagers left for cities in search of work．“Some 1 50，200 people lived here before，”Martin said．“We had teachers，some professionals，a mayor，a sheriff，the undertaker and a priest．In a year or two，almost everybody left．”
“Many people say how well we live，but I say，‘Come and live here for a while and see how long you can stand it，，”he said．‘‘Because my wife was born in this place，she has always been living here．She doesn’t want to leave．Had it been up to me，we would have left the town a long time ago．But I can’t leave her by herself．What else can we do?"

The number of times，a heart beats or contracts per minute(BPM)is known as heart rate(HR)．Heart health depends upon various factors like age，gender，activity level， overall health，etc．The ideal rate for men，women，children，babies is different．While checking the overall fitness，or any health problem，doctors first check the resting heart rate (RHR)of an individual and then refer to the recommended rate for the age and gender．
The maximal number of times that one’s heart can contract per minute(without any damage)is called maximum heart rate(Max HR)．The resting heart rate(RHR)is calculated when the person is resting．The working heart rate(WHR)is calculated during exercise，or immediately after performing strong exercise．The average of heart rates measured at different times during a workout is called average HR．The recovery HR，which is measured two minutes after the exercise，can be used to evaluate your fitness level．For example，you exercise at 155 WHR，and when you stop exercising，your HR decreases to 95，then 95 is called your recovery HR．
The RHR calculator helps calculate RHR．When you wake up in the morning，rest for 10 minutes and then measure the pulse rate for 10 seconds，and multiply it by 6，to get the RHR．The unit of HR is Beats Per Minute(BPM)．If you know the normal RHR for your age and gender，you can compare yours with it．The normal‘RHR for adults can be anywhere between 60 to 70 BPM．Lance Armstrong，the racing cyclist，regularly records an excellent HR of 30 to 35 BPM! The heart can pump the blood to all parts of the body more efficiently as the fitness level rises．An efficient heart beats less number of times per minute，especially when you are resting．The higher level of RHR shows how harder the heart has to work．The condition where RHR of more than 1 00 beats per minute is noticed is called tachycardia(心动过速)．
