The Houston Rockets officially retired Yao Ming’s No.11 jersey(球衣) on February 3, 2017. It was during the halftime break of their game against the Chicago Bulls at Toyota Center.

“Yao was a really, really great player. I wanted him to be viewed as more than that, as an ambassador to the world and especially into China and what a great person he is” said Leslie Alexander, the owner of the Houston Rockets.

 Yao Ming said, “When I first came to town, Houston was no different than any other city in the United States. But as time passed, all the faces came into memory. Remember this, that Houston for me from now on is not just a word. Every time they mention it, your faces are in my memory, in my brain.”
“ I hope people see the jersey there and remember the story, not only about myself, but also my teammates, my opponents(对手). We created the story together, just like the other jerseys created the story for us,” Yao said. Fans gave Yao several waves of applause and a lot of fans shouted to Yao “we love you.”
Yao was selected as the first overall pick by the Rockets in 2002 draft(选秀) and spent nine years--- his entire career. He was selected to start for the Western Conference in the NBA All-Star Game eight times. He also became the only player outside of the United States to lead the NBA in all-Star voting. But continuous injuries forced Yao Ming to retire in 2011.

Before Yao Ming, the Houston Rockets have retired the jerseys of Clyde Drexler(22), Calvin Murphy (23), Moses Malone (24), Hakeem Olajuwon (34), and Rudy Tomjanovich (45).

Last year, I would read more than one book a month easily. I also knew the first book I would read this year would be a Christmas gift, “ We Are The Ants” by Shaun David Hutchinson. 

This book was recommended to me by a long-time friend. Musicals are magical. They are one of the best forms of expressive art, but they often go under appreciated. Of course, musicals are not everyone’s cup of tea. Still, Broadway’s magic cannot be ignored. Musicals combine several aspects that come together to not only entertain and tell a story, but also inspire audiences.

One example of how musicals inspire the audience is the show “Wicked”. It tells the story of the Wicked With(女巫), Elphaba, who struggles to find her way in a world that judges her because of her looks (because of her green skin). One of its best-known songs, “Defying Gravity,” expresses the need to break away from the rules and limits others have set in order to chase(追逐) one’s dreams. This show stresses the importance of individuality and never giving up in case of difficulty.

Musicals always try to pass positive messages on to audiences. They are aimed to inspire audiences and follow the age-old tradition of showing important ideas to the audience in order to teach them something---- also known as the basis for all theatre.

Entertainment(娱乐) is the other important thing. The aesthetic(美感) of the stage can be extremely important in making lessons and ideas clearly understood, while also providing something entertaining for people to simply enjoy. 

Yet the music itself is the center piece for all of this, as it’s in the name: musical. Having noticed inspirational themes in musicals, we must understand that inspiration is also paired with the feeling of being emotionally moved. Musicals appeal to our emotions through songs. They reach down deep into our hearts and pour out the simplistic, yet complex, feelings of human nature. Above all else that is why musicals are an amazing high point in artistic expression.$

    London taxis, with their friendly drivers who actually know where they are going, are ranked best in the world, according to a yearly taxi survey. 


The survey by travel website hotels.com found that London taxis beat others all over the world to head the list for the third running years. London taxi drivers were voted both friendliest and most knowledgeable. Drivers in the English capital must pass a rigorous examination called The Knowledge. Through strictly followed rules, drivers can earn the taxi license. 


New York’s yellow taxis came second in the list, which was up 10 percentage points from last year. Travelers said it was most convenient to take taxis in New York.


Taxi drivers in Rome were voted the worst ones in the world. Almost one in ten travelers thought the Italian capital had the world’s worst taxi drivers when it came to the quality of driving.


“Traveling by taxi is one of the first experiences that many travelers have when they arrive in a new city. In fact, taxis are by far the most popular means of traveling from the airport to their hotel,” a spokesman for hotels.com said in a statement. In the survey, the global study scored taxis on their levels of cleanliness, value, quality of driving, knowledge of the area, friendliness, safety and availability.


Among the top five cities were Tokyo with a total score of 26 percent, Berlin with 17 percent, and Bangkok scoring 14 percent. Madrid’s taxis were ranked sixth in the survey, followed by Copenhagen and Dublin with 11 percent and Frankfurt and Paris with 10 percent.


Taxis in Sydney failed to reach the top 10, scoring badly in the areas of value for money, availability and knowledge of the area.
