FIRST

FIRST introduces kids to robotics as a way to improve technological life skills. Programs for children in kindergarten through Grade 12 are separated into four groups, starting on the early level with Lego models and up through self-built robots. Teams nationwide compete in seasons, in Boston or surrounding areas. There are no per-student fees for attending FIRST, but team fees can cost several thousand dollars each season.

Zaniac

Zaniac offers after-school programs for kids in Kindergarten through Grade 8, including Lego robotics classes. These hands-on, instructor-led gatherings promote mechanics, robotic design, and environmental science. Groups meet once a week for 90 minutes on various days.

Einstein’s Workshop

Einstein’s Workshop offers Lego-themed robotics classes for kindergartners through eighth graders (classes currently meet on the weekends). The classes usually draw kids with an appealing theme. Students can create “battlebots” and eventually enter an important competition. And how cool is this? The company has its own home-built, 8-by-8-foot “field”.

Empow Studios

The Programming and Robotics Club at Empow Studios focuses on application languages and ties in this learning with robotics as a way to bring programming to life. The club meets on weekends for children in Grade 2 through Grade 8.

I experienced more than I was able to handle as a boy. My father was an alcoholic, which resulted in an absolute mess in our family including physical abuse in my parents’ marriage. I was five years old when my parents divorced. My mother worked day and night to support the family. This left me with a lot of time by myself. I never received any encouragement to try out for sports or after-school activities. Because of this, I never really thought that I could do it. I thought that without a parent’s company, support and encouragement it was hard for a teen to set up structure for themselves. Had I experienced the love from both of my parents, I would have been able to learn how to make real friends and how to build confidence, teamwork and good decision-making skills. 

But that was not my reality. Reality was that I fell in with the wrong crowd. I made some bad friends. As I met more people who partied, took drugs and alcohol, I began to follow them. Before I knew it, all I cared about was how I was going to get high.

My mom was angry and let me know how much I was letting her down but I didn’t know how to stop and I couldn’t picture my life without the drugs. I protected my using drugs at any cost. I was angry at her because it seemed as if I was not important to her. The one thing about my mom was that she did not give up. I not only needed treatment to fight my addiction, but needed help to remove what I had been carrying around for years. Professionals were able to help us heal together. They were able to help my mom learn how to push me when I needed drugs, and communicate with an angry teenager.

We didn’t take the route that most mothers and sons take in life, but we are proof that addiction doesn’t have to tear a family apart forever.

Archaeologists have made a significant find in Jiangxi Province in eastern China. An excavation near Nanchang, the provincial capital, uncovered that largest burial ever found in China. Dating back more than 2,000 years to the West Han Dynasty, it is the royal tombs of the Marquis of Haihun State.

Known as the Haihunhou cemetery, it is located less than a mile from downtown Nanchang. It covers some 10 acres of land. Experts found a chariot (战车) burial site with walls that extend for almost 3,000 feet. In addition, eight distinct tombs were discovered.

Archaeologists believe that the main tomb was the final resting place of Liu He, grandson of Emperor Wu, the greatest ruler of Han Dynasty, which was one of the most prosperous periods in China’s history. Liu was given the title “Haihunhou” (Marquis of Haihun) after he was deposed as emperor for only 27 days, having been cast down by the royal family because of “his lack of talent and morals,” according to official sources. Haihun is the ancient name of a small kingdom in the north of Jiangxi.

Xu Changqing, director of Jiangxi Provincial Cultural Relics Research Institute, said on November 5 that the burials are the most complete and best preserved Han Dynasty tombs ever discovered. There are also roads and drainage systems in the cemetery.

The team has found more than 10 metric tons of Wuzhu bronze coins, as well as more than 10,000 other gold, bronze and iron items.

This is the only tomb excavated to the south of Yangtze River that has been found with vehicles. “The chariot burial is an important part of the tomb,” Xu said. His team found five well-preserved horse-drawn vehicles. Each one had four sacrificed horses, and more than 3,000 accessories decorated with gold and silver. “The discovery will be important for the study of hierarchical (等级的) burial customs and articles used in burial,” he said.

There are various types of learning disabilities and each of them differs from the other in their area of disability, symptoms, treatment, and level of curing chances. Various terms are used to classify them and a person can have one or more than one kind of learning disability.

A very common form is dysphasia which refers to disorder regarding verbal communication. This means that they have difficulty in producing sounds or spelling of words which results in obstacles to speaking out what they are thinking. Also, they have difficulty in understanding verbal expressions of others and their meanings.

 
Secondly, there is the problem called dyslexia. This refers to the problem in reading, where a person finds difficulty in distinguishing between letters or confusing between similar words, or able to read long words or sentences. This problem may not be easily identified and people may confuse it with level of intelligence. This is common, unless it is in a severe form where a person finds it extremely difficult to tell apart certain letters.
Thirdly, there is the problem called dysgraphia which refers to the disorder of facing difficulty in writing. This happens when a person’s motor nerves are not governed efficiently and one cannot express thoughts and formulate (系统地阐述) them in written form. Then people suffer from dyscalculia, which refers to similar incompetence with the numbers and the subject of mathematics.

These are the certain kinds of most-common developmental disabilities which can be quickly identified. Research has found causes of these problems arising from complications, during birth, from complicated genetic combinations. However, these disorders often remain throughout life due to neglect or absence of specific kind of treatment and medical care.
