Have you ever run into a careless cell phone user on the street? Perhaps they were busy talking, texting or checking updates on WeChat without looking at what was going on around them. As the number of this new “species” of human has kept rising. They have been given a new name—phubbers(低头族)．

Recently, a cartoon created by students from China Central Academy of Fine Arts put this group of people under the spotlight. In the short film, phubbers with various social identities bury themselves in their phones. A doctor plays with his cell phone while letting his patient die, a pretty woman takes selfie(自拍) in front of a car accident site, and a father loses his child without knowing about it while using his mobile phone. A chain of similar events eventually leads to the destruction of the world.

Although the ending sounds overstated, the damage phubbing can bring is real. Your health is the first to bear the effect and result of it. “Constantly bending your head to check your cell phone could damage your neck,” Guangming Daily quoted doctors as saying, “the neck is like a rope that breaks after long­term stretching.” Also, staring at cell phones for long periods of time will damage your eyesight gradually, according to the report.

But that’s not all. Being a phubber could also damage your social skills and drive you away from your friends and family. At reunions with family or friends, many people tend to stick to their cell phones while others are chatting happily with each other and this creates a strange atmosphere，Beijing Evening News reported.

It can also cost you your life. There have been lots of reports on phubbers who fell to their death，suffered accidents，and were robbed of their cell phones in broad daylight.

It was December 25,1914，only 5 months into World War Ⅰ. German，British，and French soldiers, already sick and tired of the senseless killing, disobeyed their superiors and started socializing with “the enemy” along two­thirds of the Western Front.

German troops held up Christmas trees with signs, “Merry Christmas”. Thousands of troops ran across the battlefields covered with dead bodies.They sang Christmas songs, exchanged photographs of loved ones back home, shared food and even played football.Soldiers hugged men they had been trying to kill a few short hours before. They agreed to warn each other if their officers forced them to fire their weapons，and to aim high.

Fear ran through the military leaders on both sides. They felt that their power was being challenged: soldiers declaring their brotherhood with each other and refusing to fight. Generals declared this unexpected peacemaking illegal and said that participating soldiers would face a military court. Those found guilty would be imprisoned or even shot. By March 1915 the socializing movement had been destroyed and the killing machine was back in full operation. Over the next three years more than fifteen million people died in the war.

Not many people have heard the story of the Christmas Truce(休战)．On Christmas Day, 1988, a local radio host in Boston played “Christmas in the Trenches”，a song about the Christmas Truce，several times and was stunned by his listeners’ response. Thousands of people called in，praising the song，with many moved to tears by the amazing events it described.

You can probably guess why the callers were in tears. The Christmas Truce story goes against most of what we have been taught about people. It lets us see the world as it can be and says，“This really happened once.” It shows us the potential we have as humans，and contradicts all of those TV and newspaper stories that tell us how mean and heartless people are. It is like hearing that our deepest wishes really are true：the world really can be different.

Do Peru’s potatoes have the right stuff？That’s the question scientists will be asking in Lima next month，when a selection of potatoes will begin undergoing tests to determine whether they are fit to grow on Mars.

NASA，the US space agency, is conducting the pioneering experiment together with Lima’s International Potato Center(CIP)．

They will cultivate(培养) a hundred selected varieties in Mars­like conditions that could eventually pave the way for building a dome on the Red Planet for farming the vegetable. Of the selected candidates, 40 are native to the Andes Mountains, growing in different ecological zones, can stand sudden climate changes and reproduce in rocky areas. The other 60 are improved varieties, able to survive with little water and salt.They are also immune to viruses. Those that pass the tests must meet a final criterion—they must be able not only to grow well on Mars but also reproduce in large quantities. “We’re almost 100 percent certain that many of the selected potatoes will pass the tests，” said Julio Valdivia Silva，a Peruvian NASA astrobiologist(太空生物学家) who is taking part in the ambitious project. The scientists plan to transport 100 kilos of soil to a CIP lab in Lima that will imitate the complex Martian atmosphere—which contains mostly carbon dioxide—and expose it to extreme ultraviolet(紫外线的) radiation. If the varieties selected for next month’s experiment don’t adapt to the desert soil, the researchers will introduce nutrients, which will be provided by radiation.

In future years, NASA plans to build a Mars research center in the Peruvian desert. It would create a perfect copy of the Martian landscape and atmosphere for future research into space farming that could serve manned missions to Mars and other planets in the solar system.

10. 【原文】W: Hello, everyone. Today I'll talk about how to improve your pronunciation. Language researchers say pronunciation and fluency are the biggest barriers, followed by grammar, in effective spoken English. However, most people don't regard pronunciation as a very important part of communication skills. They're more focused on vocabulary. One reason is that most people are not even aware of their mispronunciations. So it's important to first find out the words you mispronounce. You should listen to experts, by experts, I mean those who are less likely to make pronunciation mistakes. When listening to them, pay attention to words that sound strange, strange because you pronounce the same words differently. When you come across such words, check a dictionary to confirm their exact pronunciations. You can also search for difficult-to-pronounce words and names, and make a list of them. The last suggestion is to read aloud. Now you've got the correct pronunciations of the words, it's time to practice reading them every day.

A.语篇解读　本文介绍了United Airlines向乘客公布的三则通知的具体内容。

解析21.　细节理解题。根据第一则通知的最后一句“Additional charges may apply if there is a difference in fare for the new travel route.”可知，如果新的旅行路线在费用上有差异，需要支付另外的费用。那么如果你去的地方更贵，你就要多付钱。故D项正确。

22.细节理解题。根据第二则通知的前两句“Procedural changes at TSA checkpoints throughout the United tates may result in longer lines at security checkpoints.Please plan accordingly and allow for extra time at the airport.”可知，美国机场安全检查更全面，会排更长的队伍，会导致安检需要更长的时间。

23.推理判断题。根据最后一段“If you are not allowed to board or if your flight is cancelled or delayed for at least two hours，ask at the check­in counter or boarding gate for the form，stating your rights，particularly about compensation and assistance.”可知如果你的航班被取消或被延误两个小时以上，你就可以要求补偿。故C项正确。

B.语篇解读　本文中详细叙述了“低头族”给人们的生活带来的危险。通过描述低头族过度使用手机所带来的危害，提醒我们恰当使用手机。

解析　24.推理判断题。根据第二段最后一句“A chain of similar events eventually leads to the destruction of the world.”可知，该卡通短片中这一连串的事件都在告诉我们低头看手机给我们的社会带来的巨大影响和破坏。所以作者提到该短片的目的也在于此。故B正确。

25.细节理解题。根据第三段尾句“Also，staring at cell phones for long periods of time will damage your eyesight gradually，according to the report.”和第四段第二句“Being a phubber could also damage your social skills and drive you away from your friends and family.”及第三段第三句“Constantly bending your head to check your cell phone could damage your neck”可知，A、B、C三项都是低头族可能会有的风险。D项言过其实。

26.作者态度题。在文章第三段和第四段中作者连续指出低头族对人们的健康带来的巨大影响，再根据文章最后一段“It can also cost you your life.There have been lots of reports on phubbers who fell to their death，suffered accidents，and were robbed of their cell phones in broad daylight.”这一行为会让人丧命、遭遇事故、被抢劫等。这些都说明作者对低头族持反对的态度。故C项正确。

27.篇章结构题。本文中作者详细叙述了低头族给人们的生活带来的危险。接着应该介绍为了消除这些危险，人们所采取的一些措施。故A正确。

C.语篇解读　本文介绍了一战中士兵们因为厌倦了无休止的杀戮，在圣诞节这一天自发和敌人庆祝圣诞节，以此说明人们实际上是很有爱心和善良的。

28.细节理解题。根据第一段第二句“German，British，and French soldiers，already sick and tired of the senseless killing，disobeyed their superiors and started socializing with ‘the enemy’ along two­thirds of the Western Front.”可知，士兵们厌倦了无休止的杀戮，才会在圣诞节的时候和敌人一起庆祝。故A正确。

29.细节理解题。根据第三段第三、四句“Generals declared this unexpected peacemaking illegal and said that participating soldiers would face a military court.Those found guilty would be imprisoned or even shot.”可知，将军们宣布这种“和平”是非法的，参加的士兵将被送上军事法庭，被证明有罪的人会被判刑甚至被处死。也就是说他们警告士兵这样做会受到严厉的惩罚。故D项正确。

30.词义猜测题。根据划线词后一句“Thousands of people called in，praising the song，with many moved to tears by the amazing events it described.”很多人都打电话赞美这首歌，也有很多人被感动地流泪。人们反应如此激烈，电台主持人感到很震惊。故B正确。

31.推理判断题。根据文章最后两句“It shows us the potential we have as humans，and contradicts all of those TV and newspaper stories that tell us how mean and heartless people are.It is like hearing that our deepest wishes really are true：the world really can be different.”可知，这个故事告诉我们与电视和报纸宣传的相反，人类并不是残忍无情的，实际上人们还是很有爱心和善良的。故C项正确。

D.语篇解读　本文为新闻报道。美国国家航空航天局(NASA(将与国际马铃薯研究中心联手，进行一项开创性实验。

32.标题归纳题。通读文章可知美国国家航空航天局(NASA)计划与国际马铃薯研究中心联手，进行一项开创性实验，即在秘鲁培育可在火星上种植的土豆。故答案为D项。

33.细节理解题。根据第三段中的“The other 60 are improved varieties，able to survive with little water and salt.”可排除A项；根据第三段中的“Of the selected candidates,40 are native to the Andes Mountains，growing in different ecological zones，can stand sudden climate changes and reproduce in rocky areas.”可排除C项；根据第三段中的“Those that pass the tests must meet a final criterion—they must be able not only to grow well on Mars but also reproduce in large quantities.”可排除D项。故选B。

34.细节理解题。根据第三段最后一句“If the varieties selected for next month’s experiment don’t adapt to the desert soil，the researchers will introduce nutrients，which will be provided by radiation.”可知答案为B项。

35.文章出处题。本文介绍的是美国国家航空航天局(NASA)将与国际马铃薯研究中心联手，进行一项开创性实验，属于科普类文章，故答案为A项。

【分析】

这是一篇说明文。文章为准备面试的人介绍了几种方法。

36．空前一句提到“当计划找一份新工作时，很多人都会经历面试”，此空设于段中，与上文存在指代关系，结合空后“对未知的害怕，对大众拒绝的害怕和对个人批评的害怕都在一个会议上一起到来”，由此可知，面试是让人害怕，有压力的事情，所以D项“在一个人的生活中，它可能是最有压力的事情之一”切题，该项中的It指代上文的job interview。故选D项。

37．空前提到做研究时，不要忘记了解你是否具备与某个职位相关的特殊资质，根据空后“所以，准备你特殊的方面，这会让你在众多面试者中提前脱颖而出”，所以此空与上下文存在因果关系，G项“面试官的工作就是推荐最适合的申请者”解释了为什么要了解自己是否具备与某个职位相关的特殊资质，符合上下文逻辑关系，故选G项。

38．此空设于段首，是本段的主题句，根据本段后面内容express your ideas clearly及actively listen to others可知，本段是讲述沟通的重要性，F项“观察你如何与别人沟通也同样重要”切题，故选F项。

39．此空设于段尾，与上文存在顺承关系。空前一句提到，模拟面试中，他人可能会指出你的缺陷，然后，你就能克服自己的缺点，提升自己。E项中“your weaknesses”与空前“your trouble spots”呼应，故选E项。

40．根据本段首句“有大量供找工作的人可以使用的资源来让他们准备面试”可知，接下来应该具体讲述帮助人们准备面试的资源，B项“在公共图书馆或许能找到自学的书”与空后“很多城市也有帮助第一次找工作的人的项目”并列，都是讲具体的帮助面试的资源。故选B项。

【分析】

本文是一篇记叙文。一名19岁的青年Jose Nunez Romaniz准备在银行存款时，无意中发现了一个装着很多现金的塑料袋，他没有据为己有而是给警察打了电话。

41．考查名词词义辨析。句意：但对于Jose Nunez Romaniz来说，周日的银行之行是他永生难忘的经历。A. plan计划；B. experiment试验；C. visit拜访，逗留；D. show展示。根据前文A trip to a bank's...可知，此处指的是Jose周日的银行之行。故选C。

42．考查动词词义辨析。句意：但对于Jose Nunez Romaniz来说，周日的银行之行是他永生难忘的经历。A. enjoy欣赏；B. forget忘记；C. imagine想象；D. face面对。根据后文Jose存款时的经历可知，Jose在存钱时意外捡到了一大笔钱，所以这成了他永远都不会忘记的经历。故选B。

43．考查名词词义辨析。句意：这位19岁的大学生正在网上为母亲节购物，这时他注意到自己的账户余额不足。A. purchase购买；B. survey调查表；C. wish希望；D. decision决定。根据后文for Mother's Day online可知Jose当时准备给妈妈买母亲节礼物。make a purchase表示“购物”。故选A。

44．考查形容词词义辨析。句意：这位19岁的大学生正在网上为母亲节购物，这时他注意到自己的账户余额不足。A. full完全的；B. clear清楚的；C. inaccurate不准确的；D. low低的。根据后文So he drove to the nearest bank to deposit money.可知Jose因为账户余额不足（low），买不了礼物，所以才去存钱的。故选D。

45．考查动词词义辨析。句意：他毫不知道他即将有一个惊人的发现。A. offer提议；B. promise承诺；C. profit利润；D. discovery发现。根据下一段中When he arrived, Jose noticed a plastic bag on the ground filled with cash可知Jose后来在银行捡到了一大笔钱，所以此处指对他即将有一个惊人发现，Jose之前毫不知情。故选D。

46．考查形容词词义辨析。句意：“当我第一次看到它时，我非常震惊，不知道该怎么办，” Jose告诉《纽约时报》。A. shocked震惊的；B. amused有趣的；C. excited激动的；D. satisfied满意的。根据后文not knowing what to do可知，Jose看到这么多钱后感到很吃惊。故选A。

47．考查动词词义辨析。句意：Jose冷静了一会儿后，报了警。A. teach教学；B. disturb干扰；C. collect收集，使（自己）镇定；D. challenge挑战。根据后文Jose called the police可知，过了一会儿后，Jose平静了下来。collect在此意为“使（自己）镇定；使（思想）集中”。故选C。

48．考查副词词义辨析。句意：警方很快发现，这些钱是一名负责给自动取款机装现金的工作人员不小心落下的。A. carefully仔细地；B. accidentally一不小心，意外地；C. deliberately故意地；D. nervously紧张地。根据前后文内容可知，这么一大笔钱应该是一位工作人员不小心（accidentally）遗失在那里的。故选B。

49．考查动词词义辨析。句意：警方很快发现，这些钱是一名负责给自动取款机装现金的工作人员不小心落下的。A. continued继续；B. charged充电；C. armed武装；D. tasked委派任务。结合后文with refilling the ATM可知这位工作人员是被派去给自动取款机装现金的时候，不小心落下了这笔钱。故选D。

50．考查动词词义辨析。句意：市长和警察局长认为这是阿尔伯克基历史上发现和归还的最大数额的一笔钱，因此举行了一个仪式来表彰Jose的诚实。A. returned归还，返回；B. saved拯救；C. lost失去；D. exchanged交换。结合上文可知Jose发现了这笔钱，然后报了警，归还了银行，所以是阿尔伯克基历史上发现和归还的最大数额的一笔钱，故选A。

51．考查名词词义辨析。句意：市长和警察局长认为这是阿尔伯克基历史上发现和归还的最大数额的一笔钱，因此举行了一个仪式来表彰Jose的诚实。A. confidence自信；B. honesty诚实；C. bravery勇敢；D. appreciation欣赏。根据上文内容可知Jose拾金不昧，所以应当是表扬他的诚实（honesty）。其他选项不符合语境。故选B。

52．考查动词短语辨析。句意：也许最重要的是，警察局长邀请Jose在他毕业后申请一份公共服务助理的工作。A. hold up举起；B. adapt to适应；C. wait for等待；D. apply for申请。根据后文a job as a public service aid可知是指申请一份公共服务助理的工作。故选D。

53．考查连词词义辨析。句意：也许最重要的是，警察局长邀请Jose在他毕业后申请一份公共服务助理的工作。A. although虽然；B. before在……之前；C. after在……之后；D. until直到。根据前文19-year-old college student可知，此处应指在Jose大学毕业后。故选C。

54．考查连词词义辨析。句意：妈妈打电话给我，她高兴得几乎哭了起来……A. or或者；B. and并且；C. so但是；D. but但是。根据空格前后内容可知，两者表示顺承关系，应用连词and。故选B。

55．考查形容词词义辨析。句意：她告诉我我做了正确的事情，她为我所做的感到骄傲。A. proud骄傲的，自豪的；B. considerate体贴的；C. worthy值得的；D. sure确信的。根据上文内容可知，Jose拾金不昧，所以妈妈在电话里告诉Jose说他做得对，她为他感到骄傲。短语be proud of“为……感到骄傲”故选A。

【分析】

这是一篇说明文。文章主要讲述嘻哈文化的诞生地将建造一座有关嘻哈文化的博物馆的事情。

56．考查非谓语动词。句意：布朗克斯，是于2023年准备开放的环球嘻哈博物馆永久的家园，计划庆祝嘻哈的历史，嘻哈是由非裔美国人，拉丁裔美国人和加勒比裔美国人创造的。be to do sth.表示“按计划或安排要做的事”，故此处用动词不定式。故填to celebrate。

57．考查形容词。所填词修饰名词Americans作定语，故用形容词形式。故填African。

58．考查非谓语动词。句意：他指出，直到现在还没有一个实体的地方，致力于保护嘻哈历史和文化。短语be devoted to中的to是介词，其后用动名词形式。故填preserving。

59．考查冠词。句意：他说，这个博物馆始于八年前的一个想法，那时一些嘻哈歌手希望嘻哈故事可以被准确地讲述并流传下去。idea是可数名词，根据语境可知，此处表示泛指“作为一个想法、构思”，且idea发音是以元音因素开头，故需填不定冠词an。故填an。

60．考查副词。所填词修饰动词told，故填accurate的副词形式。故填accurately。

61．考查时态语态。句意：当博物馆完成时，5570平方米的空间将有互动的展览，现场表演，电影屏幕和会议。根据“主将从现”原则可知从句需用一般现在时，且主语museum与complete之间是被动关系，故用一般现在时的被动语态。故填is finished。

62．考查定语从句。句意：一个房间里将有一个高科技控制台，以游客对游戏里不同人物角色的反应为基础，控制台的互动特征将把游客带入一个嘻哈历史之旅。此处引导一个定语从句，先行词为console，关系词在从句中修饰characteristic作定语，故填whose。

63．考查介词。reaction(s) to sb./sth.为固定搭配，意为“对……的回应”。故填to。

64．考查名词。句意：展览将包括嘻哈音乐家Kurtis Blow的原装打鼓机，和曾经发行的第一和第二张唱片。根据空后Kurtis Blow可知，此处指“音乐家”，故填musician。

65．考查名词复数。record作“唱片”讲为可数名词，根据空前the first and second rap可知，此处用record的复数形式。故填records
