The invention of robots is a striking amaze to mankind.There are robots all around us.Some do very complicated jobs like flying airplanes and driving subway trains.And some do one simple job.But in all，they bring great convenience to all of us.

When an automatic washing machine is switched on，water pours in.The machine waits until the water is hot before washing the clothes.It does this by “feedback” into the robot to tell it what to do next.

Our eyes，ears and other senses are our feedback.They tell us what is going on around us.So robots are like people in two ways.They work and they have feedback.

But very few robots look like people.Many are hidden away.Robots control the temperature of our houses，our cookers，and our hot water systems.We can set the controls to the temperature we want.The robot does the rest.Its feedback usually comes from a thermostat(恒温器)．

In some ways robots are better than people.They work quickly，but do not make mistakes.They do not get bored doing the same job over and over again.And they never get tired.

So robots are very useful in factories.They can be taught to do many different jobs.First their electronic brains must be shown how the job is done.

When the robot is needed for a new job，its electronic memory is “wiped clean”．Then it is taught how to do its new task.

If the robot's hand stops working，or if something gets in the way，it cannot do the next part of the job.So it stops and signals for help，then a human engineer attends to the fault.

Robots are also used for doing jobs which are dangerous.They can move objects which are too hot or too heavy for people to handle.They can work in places which are too hot or too cold for people.And they are not affected by poisonous gases.

The most “intelligent” robots can move and see.Their eyes are cameras.Their metal fingers can feel shapes and even find out how hot and cold objects are.These robots have computer brains，linked to their eyes and fingers，which control their actions.But of course，robots can never be more intelligent than us.

The expensive robots are used in scientific research.They do such jobs as handling radioactive materials and all other such things.They are extremely useful to scientific researches.In a word，the invention of robots is really useful to all of us.

The amount of time that people spend on travel is 1.1 hours per person per day in all societies. The average distance traveled is 7，400 miles (12，000 km) per year. In total, the world population travels more than 16.6 trillion miles (23 trillion km) per year, 53% of which is by car, 26% by bus, 9% by rail, 9% by high­speed transport such as airplanes, and 3% by bicycle, boat and other means.

It is estimated (估计) that, due to developments in high­speed public transport, travel time will drop to only 12 minutes per person per day by 2050. Of the global traffic volume, 35%  will be by car, 20% by bus, 41% by high­speed transport, and 4% by rail.

At present, traffic congestion (拥塞) has a huge negative (消极的) economic and environmental impact (影响) across the world. Road congestion in the UK costs the UK economy ￡15 billion a year. It costs the US $100 billion a year. In Seattle, Washington for instance, a driver spends an average (平均) of 59 hours stuck in traffic each year. In the greater Seattle area there are more cars than people; each household makes an average of 10 motorcar trips a day. According to Sierra Club, “American cars and trucks account for 20 percent of the world's petroleum consumption (石油消耗)．”

The US has the most highways, but European roads are busier. In Europe, cars travel more than 600 miles (1，000 km) per road per year, compared to an average of 500 km per road in the US. The world's worst traffic jam usually occurs during the summer on the road from Paris to Toulouse, France.

Is running a marathon in under two hours possible？Will a human ever be able to run that fast？Currently，the world record for the 42.195 km (26.219 miles) distance is held by Kenyan Dennis Kimetto.His time of 2：02：57 hours was achieved at the Berlin Marathon of 2014.

For many years，long－distance runners have been trying to get nearer and nearer to the magical mark of two hours.Studies published in the past by medical and athletic experts have come to the conclusion that running a marathon in under 2 hours can be done.They even see a time of around 1：57 as the fastest a human can ever run.However，we will have to wait at least a decade or longer for this to happen.

Many things must fit together to deliver an under two－hour marathon.An athlete would have to have the perfect body size and weight，the right running strategy and of course，the right nutrition.Today's most perfect runners come from Kenya  and Ethiopia，countries that have dominated (统治)  long－distance races for decades.East African athletes  have long legs and lungs that can take in lots of  oxygen.Training at high altitudes gives them a  strong heart and a very large blood volume (容量)．

Ideal weather conditions with cool temperatures  and almost no wind will also be needed to attempt  such a quick time.An ultra－fast marathon would  only be possible on flat city courses，like Berlin or  London，with few curves (弯道)．

Since the beginning of the modern Olympic  Games  in 1896，athletes have  tried  to  run  long－distance races as fast as possible.In 1900，the marathon world record was around 3 hours.In the following 30 years，men were able to reach a mark of 2：30.As time went on achieving faster times  became more and more difficult.In the last 15 years，for example，the world record has improved by only  3 minutes.

On the other hand，some experts think that such  fast performances will only be possible with the help  of illegal drugs or substances (物质)．In the past years，several East African runners have been tested positive  and many of them banned.
