【1题详解】

细节理解题。根据Arizona State University部分“Its courses employ advanced technology, such as our virtual labs, adaptive learning and virtual community, to provide real-world experiences to prepare graduates for their chosen industry.(它的课程采用了先进的技术，比如我们的虚拟实验室、适应性学习和虚拟社区，为毕业生提供真实世界的经验，为他们选择的行业做好准备)”可知，亚利桑那州立大学的一些课程有先进技术的协助。故选C项。

【2题详解】

细节理解题。根据Ohio State University部分“The online programs are flexible providing students with the knowledge to enter professional medical practice or prepare them for more advanced roles in their fields.(在线课程灵活地为学生提供了进入专业医疗实践的知识，或为他们在各自领域担任更高级的角色做准备)”可知，俄亥俄州立大学的课程与医学有关,适合医科学生。故选D项。

【3题详解】

推理判断题。根据第一段“Choosing where to sign up online will likely be challenging, but below you'll find advice and other resources to make your search easier.(选择在哪里注册可能是一个挑战，但下面你会找到建议和其他资源，使你的搜索更容易)”和下文介绍的四所大学的在线学士课程可知，本文是推荐一些好的在线课程。故选C项。

【4题详解】

细节理解题。根据文章第二段最后一句话“... but I do remember watching him add butter and jelly on that ugly burnt biscuit and ate every bite of that thing. He never made a face nor uttered a word about it!”可知爸爸在每一个饼干上涂上了黄油的果酱，然后吃掉了所有饼干，没表露出难吃的表情，也没说什么。可知，作者的爸爸像没发生什么似的吃掉了饼干。故选D项。

【5题详解】

判断推理题。根据第三段的“When I rose from the table that evening, I remember hearing my mom apologize to my dad for overcooking the biscuits and I will never forget what he said, “Honey, I love burnt biscuits every now and then.（那天晚上，当我从桌子上站起来的时候，我记得听到妈妈因为饼干烧焦而向爸爸道歉，我永远不会忘记他说的话：“亲爱的，我时不时喜欢烧焦的饼干。）”和第四段的“ He wrapped me up in his arms and said gently, "Your mom put in a hard day at work today and she is really tired. Besides, a little burnt biscuit never hurt anyone!（他把我搂在怀里，温柔地说：“你妈妈今天工作很辛苦，她真的很累。再说，一点烧焦的饼干也不会伤害任何人！）”可知，爸爸吃掉妈妈烤糊的饼干，丝毫不抱怨，反而感谢妈妈的付出并教育作者也要多体谅妈妈。由此推知，爸爸是一个体贴他人的人。故选A项。

【6题详解】

判断推理题。根据最后一段二三句“Life is full of imperfect things and imperfect people. Learning to accept each other's faults and choosing to celebrate each other's differences contribute to a healthy, growing, and lasting relationship.”可知作者认为生活中总是会存在不完美的人和物，我们要学会接受他人的过失并赞美各自的不同，这能促成健康、持久的关系，甚至增强一段关系。故可推断出作者建议我们理解不完美的事情。故选A项。

【7题详解】

判断推理题。本文讲述作者爸爸对妈妈的理解使得他们关系亲密，且让作者懂得了要接受他人的不完美是维持一段关系的哲理，故可能出自某杂志的“家庭关系”板块。故选B项。

【点睛】阅读理解题中，细节理解解题要注意：排除干扰项，突出主题。将注意力放在寻找你所需要的细节上，快速浏览，一目十行。发现细节，十目一行，放慢速度，仔细核对比较，直到找到正确答案。如本文第1题，找出文中提到的“爸爸在每一个丑陋的饼干上涂上了黄油的果酱，然后吃掉了所有饼干，没表露出难吃的表情也没说什么”，能快速排除错误答案，得出正确答案。

An Ontario teen is making waves by turning old fishing gear into new treasures. Since last year, Natalie, 15, has been taking lost or thrown — away fishing nets and rope and transforming them into bracelets, rope art, mats, baskets and necklaces.

Last year, Natalie was working on an assignment for her science, technology, engineering and mathematics (STEM) class. As part of the assignment, she learned about “ghost nets”, which are fishing nets that have been left or lost in the ocean by people who fish.

“They have huge effects on our environment. They can kill coral reefs and many animals,” said Natalie. “46 percent of the Pacific garbage is ghost gear.” The Great Pacific Garbage is a huge collection of trash floating in the Pacific Ocean between Hawaii and California.

Natalie told her mom she wanted to do something to help. She got in touch with a handful of charities, including the Sea Protection Society and Coastal Action.

After getting some shipments of ghost nets and rope from those organizations, Natalie, with the help of her family, started turning the discarded gear into new artworks. “We've made bracelets, rope art, mats, baskets, and we've made necklaces, which also use beach glass in them,” she said. Natalie then started selling the artworks online, the crafty buying and selling website.

She donated all her profits-minus a small sum of change to cover supplies — to the charities that donated fishing supplies to her. She's also been donating all the income from her non-profit business, called Nautical Waters, to charity. Natalie said she hoped to continue her passion for ocean life, with plans to study marine biology in university.

【10题详解】

词句猜测题。根据画线词后文“gear into new artworks”以及“We've made bracelets, rope art, mats, baskets, and we've made necklaces, which also use beach glass in them”可知，他们做过手镯、绳子艺术品、垫子、篮子，还做过项链，里面也用到了沙滩玻璃，Natalie从这些组织那里得到了一些鬼网和绳子，在家人的帮助下，她开始把这些废弃的工具变成新的艺术品。故画线词意思是“废弃的”。A. Some of the oldest art in human history is being damaged, scientists say. And climate change may be speeding up its loss. New research reports that ancient rock art in Indonesian caves is degrading over time, as bits of rock slowly break off from the walls. It's a huge loss for human history.

Salt crystals（结晶）building up on the walls are a key part of the problem, the study suggests. These salt crystals go into the cave walls, changing sizes as temperatures rise and fall. This process causes the rock to slowly break down.

Salt crystals may become larger when exposed to repeated changes between wet conditions and periods of drought. These kinds of changes are expected to become more obvious as the climate continues to warm.

In particular, the researchers say, climate change may cause more intense El Nino （厄尔尼诺）events in the future. These events can strengthen the kinds of conditions that help salt crystals form Scientists are still debating the exact influence of climate change on El Nino, a natural climate cycle that drives changing patterns of warming and cooling in the Pacific Ocean.

The new study, led by Jillian Huntley, examined 11 ancient cave art sites in South Sulawesi, Indonesia. The researchers found evidence of salt formation at all 11 sites. It's merely a small part There are more than 300 known eave art sites around the region. The researchers note that salt crystals may indeed be part of the problem, adding that climate change is a growing threat, one that deserves more attention.

【13题详解】

细节理解题。根据第三段内容“Salt crystals may become larger when exposed to repeated changes between wet conditions and periods of drought. These kinds of changes are expected to become more obvious as the climate continues to warm.( 当盐晶体暴露在潮湿条件和干旱之间不断变化中时，盐晶体可能会变得更大，随着气候继续变暖，这些变化预计会变得更加明显)”可知，研究人员同意，持续温暖的天气可能会导致盐晶体的大小发生变化。故选D项。

上文“A well-chosen joke can have a big impact Benefits of sharing jokes m a family go beyond mealtime conversation.(一个精心挑选的笑话会产生很大的影响，分享笑话的好处不仅仅是吃饭时的谈话。)”，再结合接下来几段话开头都是一些笑话的益处，所以E项：“Here are some reasons to make it a habit to joke around family. (这里有一些原因可以让人们养成与家人开玩笑的习惯。)”，承上启下，符合题意，故选E。

【17题详解】

根据后文“Take away the g!(把g拿走，)”再结合语境这是关于笑话的，所以B项：“How can you make a goldfish old? (你怎么样能让金鱼变老呢？)”，符合题意，故选B。

【18题详解】

根据后文“Knowing a good joke can help a kid connect with others.（知道一个好笑话可以帮助孩子与他人建立联系。）”分析可知，这是在讲关于与他人的联系，故D项：“Jokes improve kids’ social connection. (笑话能增进孩子们的社交关系。)”与之呼应，故选D。

【19题详解】
