【解析】
【分析】本文是一篇应用文。文章主要介绍了一个英语会话课程的相关情况。

【1题详解】

细节理解题。根据第二段“Our teachers mainly carry on conversations about work in different fields, such as business, finance, politics and travel.(我们的老师主要进行不同领域的工作对话，比如商业、金融、政治和旅游。)”可知，这个英语会话课程主要聚焦于与工作相关的一些话题。故选B。

【2题详解】

细节理解题。根据Our English Conversation classes中的“• Your conversations will always be with a native English speaker. • You can choose the time, day and teacher for each class. • The classes are made for each student individually. They will be at your level, studying what you need and what interests you. (•你的对话总是和以英语为母语的人。•您可以选择上课的时间、日期和老师。•每个学生都有自己的课程。他们会和你的水平一样，研究你需要的和你感兴趣的东西。)”可知，线下学习材料不提供给学生。故选D。

【3题详解】

细节理解题。根据文章最后两段“Interested in taking 10, 55-minute conversation English classes? Schedule a first free class with LOI English and talk to the teacher about it. (对上20或55分钟的英语会话课感兴趣吗?用LOI英语安排第一堂免费课，并和老师谈谈。之后，你可以安排参加我们20班的会话英语课程。) ”可知，在上课前，学生应和 LOI English 预约并安排一节免费课程。故选A。

One day when I was 12, my mother gave me an order: I was to walk to the public library, and borrow at least one book for the summer. This was one more weapon for her to defeat my strange problem inability to read.

In the library, I found my way into the "Children's Room." I sat down on the floor and pulled a few books off the shelf at random. The cover of a book caught my eye. It presented a picture of a beagle. I had recently had a beagle, the first and only animal companion I ever had as a child. He was my secret sharer, but one morning, he was gone, given away to someone who had the space and the money to care for him. I never forgot my beagle. Without opening the book—Amos, the Beagle with a Plan ,1 borrowed it from the library for the summer.

Under the shade of a bush, I started to read about Amos. I read very, very slowly with difficulty. Though pages were turned slowly, I got the main idea of the story about a dog who, like mine, had been separated from his family and who finally found his way back home. That dog was my dog, and I was the little boy in the book. At the end of the story, my mind continued the final scene of reunion, on and on, until my own lost dog and I were, in my mind, running together.

My mother's call returned me to the real world. I suddenly realized something: I had read a book, and I had loved reading that book.

I never told my mother about my “miraculous” experience that summer, but she saw a slow but remarkable improvement in my classroom performance during the next year. And years later ,she was proud that her son had read thousands of books, was awarded a PhD in literature, and authored his own books, articles, poetry and fiction. The power of the words has held.

【4题详解】

细节理解题。根据第一段“One day when I was 12, my mother gave me an order: I was to walk to the public library, and borrow at least one book for the summer. This was one more weapon for her to defeat my strange problem inability to read.(我12岁时的一天，妈妈给我下了一道命令：暑假里每天我要去公共图书馆至少要借一本书。 这是她解决我不识字这一奇怪问题的又一个武器)”可知，作者的母亲告诉他每天借一本书来帮助治愈他的阅读问题。故选C。

【5题详解】

细节理解题。根据第二段中“In the library, I found my way into the "Children's Room." I sat down on the floor and pulled a few books off the shelf at random. The cover of a book caught my eye. It presented a picture of a beagle. I had recently had a beagle, the first and only animal companion I ever had as a child.(在图书馆里，我找到了“儿童室”。我坐在地板上，随手从书架上拿了几本书。一本书的封面引起了我的注意。上面画的是一只小猎犬。我最近有了一只小猎犬，这是我孩提时代的第一个也是唯一一个动物伴侣)”可知，这本书引起了作者的注意，因为它使他想起了他自己的狗。故选A。

【6题详解】

主旨大意题。根据最后一段中“And years later ,she was proud that her son had read thousands of books, was awarded a PhD in literature, and authored his own books, articles, poetry and fiction. The power of the words has held.(多年以后，她为她的儿子读了成千上万本书，获得了文学博士学位，自己写书、文章、诗歌和小说而自豪。文字的力量依然强大)”结合主要讲述了作者12岁时，母亲为了治愈他的阅读问题让作者每天去图书馆至少借一本书，最后作者被一本书吸引，爱上阅读的故事。可知，D选项“书的魅力”最符合文章标题。故选D。

C

The health benefits of staying active are already well-known. It can help you manage weight, keep blood sugar levels down and reduce risk factors for heart disease.

Now, a new study suggests that regularly playing sports, especially badminton or tennis, is not only healthy but also reduces your risk of death, at any age, by approximately 50%. This is a big scale population study to explore the health benefits of sports in terms of death rate. The study evaluated responses from 80, 306 adults aged 30 and above in England and Scotland, who were surveyed about their health, lifestyle and exercise patterns.

After adjusting factors such as age, sex, weight, smoking habits, alcohol use, education and other forms of exercise besides the named sports, the researchers compared the risk of death among people who took part in a sport to those who didn’t. The percentage of reduced risk of death was found to be: 47% for racket（球拍）sports, 28% for swimming and 15% for cycling.

In addition to this, the study didn’t find any significant reduction in the risk for sports like running and football. The findings also exposed that over 44% of the participants met the guidelines for the recommended exercise levels to stay fit and healthy, which amounts to 150 minutes of moderate(适度的) physical activity in a week.

Does this mean you stop running or playing football and switch to tennis instead? Every kind of sport and physical activity has different physical, social and mental benefits attached to it. The apparent lack of benefits of running and football could result from several variables that were not taken into account.

Being active helps you feel happier and live longer. So, the most important step is to take part in any kind of sport that you are likely to enjoy and follow in the long term.

【分析】本文为说明文。研究表明，羽毛球和网球这样的球拍类运动最有助于减少死亡率，只要长期坚持喜欢的运动，保持积极心态，都会使你感到幸福。 

【7题详解】

推理判断题。根据第二段中“The study evaluated responses from 80,306 adults aged 30 and above in England and Scotland, who were surveyed about their health, lifestyle and exercise patterns.”（这项研究评估了英格兰和苏格兰80306名30岁及以上成年人关于他们的健康，生活方式和运动模式的调查反馈。）由此可知，这个研究是通过评估调查问卷来进行的。故选C。

【8题详解】

词义猜测题。第二段开头提到打羽毛球和网球对减少死亡率的巨大作用，接下来的介绍用调查研究来证明这个结论。根据“ After adjusting factors such as age, sex, weight, smoking habits, alcohol use, education and other forms of exercise ”可知，研究中评估了参与实验人员的年龄、性别、体重、吸烟习惯、饮酒、受教育程度以及包括指定运动在内的其他运动形式等因素。由此可知指的是段首提到的羽毛球和网球，再根据下文“47%            for racket sports,”可知，the named sports指的就是羽毛球和网球。故选B。

【9题详解】

推理判断题。根据第五段中“The apparent lack of benefits of running and football could result from several variables that were not taken into account.”（跑步和足球明显缺乏益处可能是由于没有考虑到几个变量造成的。）可知，这个研究没有发现跑步和足球明显的好处，可能是由于几个没有考虑到的变量造成的。这说明，这个研究还是有不足之处的地方，研究需要进一步改善。故选D。

【10题详解】

细节理解题。根据最后一段中“the most important step is to take part in any kind of sport that you are likely to enjoy and follow in the long term”（最重要的一步是参加任何一种你可能喜欢并长期追随的运动。）可知，作者建议人们喜欢什么运动项目就参与什么项目，只要长期坚持就好。故选A。

【点睛】

第二节 七选五（共5小题;每小题2.5分，满分12.5分）

根据短文内容，从短文后的选项中选出能填入空白处的最佳选项，选项中有两项为多 余选项。

How would you feel if you had to give up your smartphone for nine days? In 2018, and again in 2021, philosophy professor and writer Ron Srigley offered extra credit to those who would give him keeping of their phones for nine days and write about the experience.

"What they wrote was remarkable, and remarkably consistent （一致的），" Srigley wrote. At first, all the students felt confused and frustrated. ___11___ ,

They paid more attention to the people around them.

For one thing, they observed, for the first time, how much other people were using their phones, for example in the middle of a face - to - face conversation.

“___12___ , but yet again, I find myself guilty of this sometimes because it is the norm（常态），" one student wrote. Another noted that as she walked by other people, they tended to pull out their phones "right before I could gain eye contact with them”.

They had better face — to — face conversations with family.

Two of the students were accustomed to using their phones to repeatedly message with their family members throughout the day, and they felt deprived （剥夺）of this contact. But when the students spent in - person time with their parents, ___13___ .

Some of the students reported that they were fearful of having no phones, wondering what they would do if they were  kidnapped or attacked or had to call an ambulance for some reason. Srigley noted, " What's  making known is that these students considered the world to be a very dangerous place”.

___14___ . The city in which these students lived has one of the lowest crime rates in the world and almost no violent crime of any kind, yet they experienced a common, undefined fear."

【分析】本文是一篇说明文。文章介绍了哲学教授兼作家Ron Srigley给那些愿意让他保管手机9天的人写下这段经历并说明了经过9天没有手机的生活之后他们发生的变化。

【11题详解】

根据前句“At first, all the students felt confused and frustrated. (一开始，所有的学生都感到困惑和沮丧。)” 和下文“They paid more attention to the people around them. (他们更关注身边的人) ”可知，前后句之间为转折关系，说明了学生发生的变化。所以选择项F“But after a few days without smartphones, they began to notice other things too(但在没有智能手机的几天后，他们开始注意到其他事情。)”符合上下文语境。故选F。

【12题详解】

根据前句“For one thing, they observed, for the first time, how much other people were using their phones, for example in the middle of a face - to - face conversation. (首先，他们第一次观察了其他人使用手机的次数，比如在面对面交谈的过程中。) ”和下文“but yet again, I find myself guilty of this sometimes because it is the norm（常态），" one student wrote. (一名学生写道：“但我又ー次发现自己有时会为此感到内疚，因为这是常态。”)”可知，空处是学生对于面对面交谈的过程中使用手机的评价。所以选择项A“This action is very rude and unacceptable (这个动作很粗鲁的和不可接受的)”符合上下文语境。故选A。

【13题详解】

根据本段小标题“They had better face-to-face conversations with family .(他们更好的和家人面对面交流。) ”和上文“But when the students spent in-person time with their parents,(但是当学生们和他们的父母在一起的时候) ”可知，父母为孩子在交流中发生的变化感到高兴。所以选择项G“the parents were mostly pleased because they suddenly had their children's undivided attention (父母们大都很高兴，因为他们突然得到了孩子们一心一意的关注。)”符合上下文语境。故选G。

【14题详解】

根据上文“Srigley noted, " What's making known is that these students considered the world to be a very dangerous place”. (斯里格里指出：“这些学生认为世界是一个非常危险的地方。”)”可知，空处说明这些学生想要用手机来对抗危险。所以选择项C“Cellphones were seen as necessary to combat that danger (手机被认为是对抗这种危险的必要手段)”符合上下文语境。故选C。

【15题详解】

根据上文“Without cellphones, life would be simple and real, (没有手机，生活将变得简单而真实，) ”和下文“That's probably truer for all of us than we would like to admit. (这可能比我们愿意承认的更真实。) ”可知，空处和上文形成转折关系，说明没有手机的后果。所以选择项E“but we may not be able to cope with the world and our society (但是我们可能无法应对这个世界和我们的社会)”符合上下文语境。故选E。

【分析】这是一篇记叙文。文章讲述作者下班回家被一个骑摩托车的人一路跟随作者到家。到家后，骑摩托的人告诉作者，作者汽车的指示灯坏了，他一路追随作者是想确保作者安全到家，让作者知道汽车问题所在，好让作者修理汽车。作者通过这个故事告诉我们：不要急于做出判断。

【16题详解】

考查名词词义辨析。句意：我只是想和你们分享一天我下班开车回家时发生的一件事。A. home家；B. car汽车；C. guests客人；D. roads道路。根据后文“I turned off the highway to head toward home”可知，此处指作者下班开车回家。故选A。

【17题详解】

考查代词词义辨析。句意：我什么也没想，直到我离开高速公路往家走，他也离开了。A. nothing没有事情；B. something一些事情；C. anything任何事情；D. some things一些东西。根据前一句“There was a guy riding his motorcycle Harley Davidson behind me.”可知，有人骑摩托车跟着作者，结合本句可知，作者对此没多想，本句是否定句，需用anything。故选C。

【18题详解】

考查动词短语词义辨析。句意：我什么也没想，直到我离开高速公路往家走，他也离开了。A. turned on打开；B. turned to求助于、翻到；C. turned down调低、拒绝；D. turned off驶离。根据前文“I turned off the highway…”和空后副词too可知，那个骑摩托车的也驶离了高速公路。故选D。

【19题详解】

考查动词词义辨析。句意：然后我转到另一条通向我新买的房子的街道，他又跟着我。A. turned转身；B. followed跟随；C. drove开车；D. rushed冲。根据后文“All of a sudden, I realized that someone was following me.”可知，那个骑摩托车的人还是跟着作者。故选B。

【20题详解】

考查副词词义辨析。句意：我开始感到有点紧张，尤其是当我拐进自己的街道，他也跟着到了那里。A. especially尤其；B. probably可能；C. suddenly突然；D. naturally自然地。此处特别强调作者车都开到自己街道了，那人依然跟着作者，所以此处需用副词especially。故选A。

【21题详解】

考查形容词词义辨析。句意：那时我感到很害怕。A. scared害怕的；B. excited激动的；C. tired疲倦的；D. ashamed害羞的。根据前文“I pulled into my driveway and he pulled up on the street in front of my house.”可知，作者把车停在家门前的车道上，那个人把车停在作者家门前的那条街上。由此可知，作者那时感到害怕。故选A。

【22题详解】

考查动词词义辨析。句意：他穿着他的摩托车装备，我想知道发生了什么。A. believed相信；B. wandered闲逛；C. imagined想象；D. wondered想知道。根据前文描述可知，那个骑摩托车的人一直跟着作者，所以此处需用动词wonder，表示作者想知道发生了什么事情。故选D。

【23题详解】

考查固定短语词义辨析。句意：他走到我跟前说，我的指示灯坏了，他很关心我，想确保我安全到达目的地，想让我知道这个问题，这样我就可以把它们修好。A. doubtful about对……感到怀疑；B. upset for对……感到不安；C. puzzled at对……感到困惑；D. concerned for对……关心。根据后文“wanted to make sure I got to my 　9　 safe”可知，那个骑摩托车的人想确保作者安全到达，所以此处指他关心作者。故选D。

【24题详解】

考查名词词义辨析。句意：他走到我跟前说，我的指示灯坏了，他很关心我，想确保我安全到达目的地，想让我知道这个问题，这样我就可以把它们修好。A. office办公室；B. destination目的地；C. association协会、社团；D. approach方法。根据上文描述可知，骑摩托车的人一直跟随作者到家，也就是说想要确保作者安全到达目的地。故选B。

【25题详解】

考查名词词义辨析。句意：他走到我跟前说，我的指示灯坏了，他很关心我，想确保我安全到达目的地，想让我知道这个问题，这样我就可以把它们修好。A. question问题；B. accident事故；C. problem问题；D. mistake错误。根据前文“my indicator wasn't working”可知，作者车子的指示灯坏了，所以此处指骑摩托车的人想让作者知道这个问题。question问题，多指对某事的疑惑的问题，problem问题，多指困难的问题或需要解决的问题，此处作者的指示灯坏了，是个棘手的难题，需用名词problem。故选C。

【26题详解】
