In the United States, the word "holiday" is synonymous with celebration. The following ten holidays per year are proclaimed by the federal government.

Independence Day

Independence Day is annually celebrated on July 4 and is often known as "the Fourth of July”. It is the anniversary of the publication of the declaration of independence from Great Britain in 1776. Now it is celebrated in all the states. The army marks the occasion by firing a 13-gun salute every year. Ceremonies may include parades, official speeches, visits to historic monuments and fireworks displays.

Memorial Day

This holiday, on the fourth Monday of every May, is a day on which Americans honor the dead. Originally a day on which flags and flowers were placed on graves of soldiers who died in the American Civil War, now it has become a day on which the dead of all wars and all other dead are remembered the same way.

Veterans Day

Veterans Day was established to honor Americans who had served in World War I. It falls on November 11, the day when that war ended in 1918, but it now honors veterans of all wars in which the United States has fought Veterans' organizations hold parades or other special ceremonies, and the US president customarily places a wreath on the Tomb of the Unknowns at Arlington National.

Thanksgiving

Thanksgiving Day is celebrated on the fourth Thursday in November. It has been an annual tradition in the United States since 1863. Today, people celebrate Thanksgiving to remember these early days. The most important part of the celebration is a traditional dinner. Thanksgiving dinner almost always includes some of the foods served at the first feast: roast turkey, cranberry sauce potatoes pumpkin pies. Before the meal begins, families often pause to give thanks.

【1题详解】

细节理解题。根据Independence Day中第一句“Independence Day is annually celebrated on July 4 and is often known as "the Fourth of July”.(每年的7月4日是独立日，通常被称为“the Fourth of July”)”可知，7月4日是独立日。故选D。

【2题详解】

细节理解题。根据Memorial Day中第一句“This holiday, on the fourth Monday of every May, is a day on which Americans honor the dead. Originally a day on which flags and flowers were placed on graves of soldiers who died in the American Civil War …(这个节日在每年5月的第四个星期一，是美国人纪念死者的日子。最初，在这一天人们在美国内战中阵亡士兵的坟墓上摆放旗帜和鲜花……)”可知，阵亡将士纪念日是为了纪念死亡战士的。故选B。

【3题详解】

细节理解题。根据Thanksgiving中最后一句“Before the meal begins. families often pause to give thanks.(在用餐开始前，家人通常会停下来表示感谢)”可知，人们在感恩节会说感谢。故选A。

Guangzhou outbreak linked to strains in India

The gene sequencing of the COVID-19 outbreak in Guangzhou. Guangdong province, indicates it is very similar in structure to the mutated strains detected in India, a senior health official from the city said on Sunday.

“And it has the characteristic of quick spread.” Chen Bin, deputy director of the city's health commission, said at a news conference in Guangzhou on Sunday.

She urged relevant departments and medical staff to act quickly to block the chain of infection and control the spread of the coronavirus in the southern metropolis.

Zhang Zhoubin, deputy director of the Guangzhou center for disease control and prevention, said the strain of coronavirus spreads easily.

“The virus can be spread through a meal or through a short period of indirect contact,” he said.

The city reported five confirmed eases and 21 asymptomatic carriers as of 2 pm Sunday after the first con finned case was detected in the city's Liwan district on May 21, Chen said.

To prevent the virus from spreading, the city government tightened its disease control and prevention measures over the weekend. Six communities and housing estates previously designated as low-risk areas were raised to medium-risk ones, Chen said.

In addition to asking local residents to get vaccinated, the city has organized nucleic acid testing in Haizhu and Yuexiu districts starting from Sunday. Residents in specific areas of Tianhe, Baiyun and Panyu districts have also been required to take nucleic acid tests to expand the screening of suspected patients and asymptomatic carriers.

Liwan previously required all its residents to take nucleic acid tests.

As of Saturday, more than 2-25 million residents of the city have had samples collected for nucleic acid tests, Chen said. More than 10,000 medical workers from the entire city have been sent to Liwan to help vaccinate locals against COVID-19 and collect samples for nucleic acid testing.

Deng Wenjun, director of circulation section with Guangzhou Supply and Marketing Cooperative, said there are sufficient supplies of food and daily necessities in the medium-risk areas.

【4题详解】

细节理解题。根据第二段““And it has the characteristic of quick spread.” Chen Bin, deputy director of the city's health commission, said at a news conference in Guangzhou on Sunday.(“而且它具有快速传播的特点。”广州市卫生健康委员会副主任陈斌周日在广州的新闻发布会上说)”可知，广州新冠肺炎疫情的特点是传播很快。故选B。

【5题详解】

细节理解题。根据倒数第四段“In addition to asking local residents to get vaccinated, the city has organized nucleic acid testing in Haizhu and Yuexiu districts starting from Sunday. Residents in specific areas of Tianhe, Baiyun and Panyu districts have also been required to take nucleic acid tests to expand the screening of suspected patients and asymptomatic carriers.(除要求当地居民接种疫苗外，该市还从周日开始在海珠区和越秀区组织了核酸检测。 天河区、白云区、番禺区等特定地区的居民也被要求进行核酸检测，以扩大对疑似患者和无症状感染者的筛查)”可知，增城地区的居民没有被要求进行核酸检测。故选D。

细节理解题。根据倒数第三段“Liwan previously required all its residents to take nucleic acid tests.(荔湾区此前要求所有居民进行核酸检测)”以及倒数第二段中“More than 10,000 medical workers from the entire city have been sent to Liwan to help vaccinate locals against COVID-19 and collect samples for nucleic acid testing.(全市派出1万多名医务人员赶赴荔湾区，为当地居民接种新冠肺炎疫苗、采集样本进行核酸检测)”可知，C选项“荔湾区所有居民均曾接受过核酸检测”正确。故选C。

【7题详解】

推理判断题。根据第一段“The gene sequencing of the COVID-19 outbreak in Guangzhou. Guangdong province, indicates it is very similar in structure to the mutated strains detected in India, a senior health official from the city said on Sunday.(广东省的一位高级卫生官员周日表示，广州新冠肺炎疫情基因序列分析表明它在结构上与在印度检测到的变异毒株非常相似)”文章还介绍了广州新冠肺炎疫情的特点、采取的防控措施和各地区居民进行核酸检测情况。可推知，文章可能选自一个新闻网站，故选A。

Preventing heart disease is a topic I think about all the time, given my family history of heart disease. So last summer, I travelled to Bolivia. The natives, called the Tsimane, were reported to have the healthiest hearts in the world. I wanted to learn what they could teach me about preventing heart disease.

Getting to the Tsimane wasn't easy. They lived in small family groups of about 60 people along river banks. We finally found one of the villages at sunset. That night, we set up our tents in the middle of the village. Thatched huts surrounded us, with no electricity or modem conveniences.

At first, I thought they mainly got their calorics from meat. However, I found food such as rice and com made up nearly 70% of their diet. The food was not processed, lacking added sugars or salts.

During my stay there, I went hunting and fishing with the men and played soccer with the kids. I found the Tsimane were standing or walking nearly all of their waking hours. Men spent lots of time tracking animals. Fanning and gathering, mostly done by children and women, were all-day affairs.

I also got a clear idea of how they rested. As soon as the sun went down, people returned to their huts and went to sleep. And with the call of the cock in the morning, another day began.

The lifespan of the Tsimane is actually much shorter than those living in the US. Various factors, like animal attacks and infections, bring down the lifespan. But up until the day they die, they are often very healthy. While heart disease kills thousands of Americans every year and costs nearly a billion dollars a day, the Tsimane remind us that wealth doesn't necessarily buy health.

【分析】这是一篇说明文。文章主要讲述了作者去了玻利维亚，了解提斯曼人预防心脏病的方法，作者从当地人饮食、活动和休息三个方面进行了观察。尽管每年有成千上万的美国人死于心脏病，每天花费近10亿美元，齐斯曼人提醒我们，财富不一定能买到健康。

【8题详解】

细节理解题。根据第一段中“Preventing heart disease is a topic I think about all the time, given my family history of heart disease.(鉴于我有心脏病家族史，预防心脏病是我一直在想的一个话题)”可知，作者如此重视预防心脏病因为他生来就有患心脏病的高风险。故选D。

【9题详解】

细节理解题。根据第三段“At first, I thought they mainly got their calorics from meat. However, I found food such as rice and com made up nearly 70% of their diet. As soon as the sun went down, people returned to their huts and went to sleep. And with the call of the cock in the morning, another day began. (我也清楚地知道他们是如何休息的。太阳一下山，人们就回到他们的小屋去睡觉。随着清晨公鸡的啼叫，新的一天开始了)”可知，作者在研究中主要关注饮食、活动和休息。故选B。

【10题详解】

推理判断题。根据第五段“I also got a clear idea of how they rested. As soon as the sun went down, people returned to their huts and went to sleep. And with the call of the cock in the morning, another day began. (我也清楚地知道他们是如何休息的。太阳一下山，人们就回到他们的小屋去睡觉。随着清晨公鸡的啼叫，新的一天开始了)”可推知，提斯曼人的睡眠-觉醒周期主要基于自然光。故选D。

【11题详解】

推理判断题。根据第三段“At first, I thought they mainly got their calorics from meat. However, I found food such as rice and com made up nearly 70% of their diet. The food was not processed, lacking added sugars or salts.(起初，我以为它们的热量主要来自肉类。然而，我发现米饭和玉米等食物占了他们饮食的近70%。这些食物没有经过加工，没有添加糖和盐)”以及最后一段中“But up until the day they die, they are often very healthy.(但直到他们死去的那一天，他们通常都很健康)”可推知，作者在玻利维亚旅行之后会建议我们少吃糖和盐。故选A。

D

In some areas of California, it’s so dry that farmers aren’t willing to plant crops this season. Growers, north of San Francisco, have begun pulling out of local farmers markets.

County Line Harvest, which farms more than 30 acres in Petaluma, hasn’t had enough water to grow all the peppers, lettuces and other produce for a long time, according to a video on its Instagram page. Nearby farms arc saying the same, emphasizing (强调) the effect of the extended dry periods.

California grows a third of the United States' vegetables and two-thirds of the nation's fruits and nuts. If dry weather prevents farmers from growing plants, that could lead to pushing up the price of food that's already starting to affect the U.S. economy.

“Due to severe drought, for the first time in 21 years, we will not be able to grow this summer in Petaluma ," County Line said in its post.

Drew Lerner, president of World Weather Inc. in Kansas, said California “missed the rainy season" and won't see much moisture (水分) over the next several months.

A La Nina weather pattern in the Pacific pushed winter storms north and away from the state, leaving it with less moisture than usual. As California gets most of its water from winter storms, little relief is expected before October.

That has left growers such as Shao Shan Fann in a bind. The business can’t offer the selection of Asian vegetables and Bay Area staples it usually grows at its Bolinas location, according to its website.

Nearby, Green Valley Community Farm has access to only about 5% of the water it usually relies on, owner David Plescia said. He’s looking for new land with enough water to use, and also has a permit in the works to grow cannabis to make up for the lost income. If it doesn’t make it, he’ll leave the fields empty.

“It’s part of our generation’s cross to bear, figuring out how to run small — or medium-scale farm businesses in this kind of atmosphere of highly variable rainfall,” Andrew said.

【12题详解】

词句猜测题。根据第二段中划线词句前文“County Line Harvest, which farms more than 30 acres in Petaluma, hasn’t had enough water to grow all the peppers, lettuces and other produce for a long time, according to a video on its Instagram page. (根据Instagram网页上的一段视频，在佩塔卢马种植了30多英亩土地的County Line Harvest长期没有足够的水来种植所有的辣椒、莴苣和其他农产品)”说明，在在佩塔卢马地区长期没有足够的水，即长期干旱，从而推知划线词句“Nearby farms arc saying the same, emphasizing (强调)the effect of the extended dry periods. (附近的农场也这么说，强调了extended干旱期的影响)”中划线单词extended应为“长（期）的”意思，选项C“长的”与之意义最为接近。故选C项。

【13题详解】

细节理解题。根据第三段中“If dry weather prevents farmers from growing plants, that could lead to pushing up the price of food that's already starting to affect the U.S. economy. (如果干旱天气阻止农民种植植物，这可能会推高已经开始影响美国经济的食品价格)”可知，如果干旱的天气使农民不能种植庄稼，结果是食品价格上涨。故选A项。

【14题详解】

推理判断题。根据最后一段中Andrew 所说“It’s part of our generation’s cross to bear, figuring out how to run small — or medium-scale farm businesses in this kind of atmosphere of highly variable rainfall.(这是我们这一代人所要承受的苦难的一部分，在这种雨量变化很大的气候条件下，如何经营中小型农场企业)”可知，从他的话中可推断出：这是他那一代人负担的一部分，气候不是很好，在这样恶劣的气候下经营他的农场生意有困难，而没有提到“他确信这场严重的旱灾很快就会结束”。故选D项。

【15题详解】

主旨大意题。通读全文，根据第一段中“In some areas of California, it’s so dry that farmers aren’t willing to plant crops this season. (在加利福尼亚的一些地区，天气非常干旱，农民们不愿意在这个季节种植庄稼)”等内容可知，本文主要讲述了面临干旱的加州农民选择不种植庄稼。故选C项。

根据前句“It can be hard to include exercise in our busy lives. ”（在我们忙碌的生活中加入锻炼可能很困难。）可知C项“There are a lot of reasons why people don’t exercise.”（人们不锻炼的原因有很多。）其中people don’t exercise与前句It can be hard to include exercise相呼应。故选C项。

【17题详解】

根据前句“I exercise once a week, and that's enough.”（我每周锻炼一次，这就足够了。）可知，F项“The health benefits of exercise won't last if you only exercise once a week.”（如果你每周只锻炼一次，锻炼对健康的益处将不会持续。）其中you only exercise once a week与前句exercise once a week形成呼应结构，均表示每周锻炼一次是不够的。故选F项。

【18题详解】

根据后句“recent guidelines have removed the need for physical activity to be at least 30 minutes at a time.”（最近的指导方针取消了每次至少 30 分钟的体育活动的需要。）可知E项“I need to spend at least 30 minutes exercising at a time.”（我需要一次至少锻炼 30 分钟。）其中spend at least 30 minutes exercising at a time与后文physical activity to be at least 30 minutes at a time相呼应，符合本段语境，表示每次最少锻炼30分钟是误解，故选E项。

【19题详解】

根据前句“Evidence shows that aging alone is not a cause of major problems until you are in your mid-90s.”（有证据表明，在 90 多岁之前，衰老本身并不是导致重大问题的原因。）可知G项“Strength, power and muscle mass can be increased, even at this advanced age.”（即使在这个高龄，力量、体力和肌肉质量也可以增加。）其中at this advanced age与前句中you are in your mid-90s形成呼应结构。故选G项。

【20题详解】

根据前句“If you have a fever, are really unwell or arc experiencing high levels of pain or exhaustion, don't exercise.”（如果你发烧、身体真的不适或感到极度疼痛或疲惫，请不要运动。）可知B项“In most other cases, being physically active is safe.”（在大多数其他情况下，锻炼身体是安全的。）其中In most other cases与上文have a fever, are really unwell or arc experiencing high levels of pain or exhaustion形成顺承关系，表示除了这些意外其他情况锻炼都是安全的，符合本段语境。故选B项。
